"risoners of War,

The Hon. J. I'. Benjamin, Attorney General of
the C. 8. A., has issnedd 2 circular of instruction
to Marshals in relation to prizoners of war, and
persons captured at sea, under date of July 12th,
1:¢1. We insert that portion of it which icof
mos:t importance :

1. All persons captured at sea and placed in
custody of the Marshals, are atoncelo be confined,
in such manner as to prevent their obtaining any
information which coull be made ueful to the
enemy.

2 "All persons captured on board of veasels
(whether armed or unarmed) emploved in the
public service of the U'nited Statex, are to be con-
dsidered as prizoners of war.  All persons emplo}-
el in the service of the enemy, are to he consider-
ed a3 prisoners of war, even when captured on
unarmed vessels not employed in the public ser-
vice of the enemy.  Persons captured on private
anarmed vessels, and not eniployed in the public
wervice of the enemy, are not priconers of war.

1 As soon a4 the Marshal zhall have received
into custody persons captured at sea, he ahall mahe
out a list of their names, rank and position, and
submit one copy thereof to the Judge of the court,
and another to the captors or thetr proctor, for
the purpose of dempnating ~ud h as are to be de-
tained a witnesses.

1. After separting those whoire to be detained
‘n confinement as witnesses, the Marshal will
once deliver to the commander of the nearest mih-
tary post all the prisoners of war: and will tran~
port 1o the frontier and place bevond the hmite of
the Confederaey all such abien enemiesag are ot
prisoners of War.
