The forces of General Johnsion sow orcupy the
defensive positions along the Manassas Gap Rail-
road, from the Bull’'s Run Mountains to the Junc-
tion, s distance of 10 miles. |

This makes the plan of turning the Relels, po-
sition at Mapassas by a flank movement on the
right (west) entirely impracticable. The nature
of the country on the left (east,) furtbet down
Bull's Iluo, towards the Uccoquan river, is such
that the idea of & flank movenent in that direction
has never been eatertained. 1t is supposed that
the Jlebels are prepared fur a dewoostration in
that direction, as it is known that their forces at
Brentsville and Occoquan have mosed up to the
junction of Bull's Run with the Uccouan river,
and are well supplied with artillery and trenching
tools. 1t has been ascertained, oo, from a desert-
er, that the heavy guns which were brought up
from Manassas Junction un Friday night were oot
taken towards the scene of the recent engngement
at Bull’s Run, but towards Uniow Mills.
