Unfortunately the dead were, to & great uum‘
left upon the Seld, untquched, and the wounde
and dying withouts kindly hand to care for them.
The scene of distress and the groans of the wound-
ed, were truly awful. Dead horses, dend and dis-
abled men of both sides lay strewn upon the same
field together. Retreating, for some distance, the
Federal army was followed by the Confederate
cavalry and artillery, who as they fled mowed
them down in great numbers.

Lrave Colonel, Kimball; the Keventy-ninth, who
also mourn the lamented Cameron; the Eighth
New York, Connecticut and Ohio reciments, kc.

Their jmasing down towards Falls Church wae
peded be harricades of trves, soow of
thein newly felled, and from the freshoese of the
lenves, late Inst evening. Much caution was ex1-
ercised hy the troope in pasing these points, for
fear of an ambuscade, and Captain Thomas F.
Uragher, who accomipanied the Kiztv-ninth de-
tachment, caused scouts to he sent ount to recob-
noitre the neightorhood of thexr surpicious-look-
The protwbility is. however, that the
newly felied trees mere decigned ounly to impede a
retreal of the Federal forres, nnd were felted by
Secesaionints residing in those localities.,

Captain Mengher, by the way, had n horse shot
under himi dnuring the engagement.

A poor little drummer boy was cut completely
in two iy a anister shot, which struck him just
under the arme. A pierving “Oh7" emit in
childish treble, the soldiers who were pear him
sy, was 8 sound that will ring in their cars for
life,

Amone the disasters of the day were two very
serious ones from the firing into cach other by
wistake of our own regiments, The Eighth New
York Reziment wan hndly cut up thua by either
the Fourteenth or Twenty-fifth Regiments of the
mme Ntate. The Sixty-ninth New York Regi-
ment had one company destruyed almost Lo & man
by a fire from our own forves.

t is represented in many quarters that the Uhio
regiments shared the greatest in the consterna-
tion, probably from want of confidence in their
commanding officer. It is knowan that oo the
day previous to the btattle, a large number of
them publicly protested againat being led by Gen.
Schenck, and it was only through the maportuni-
ties of Uolonel McCook, in whom they placed al!

vented From making a more formidabie rebellion.
The Pennsyivania Fourth was not in the action,
having left tor home on the moroiny of the bat-
tle. their term of service having expired.
