Additional Details of the Battle of Mansssns.

The Philadelphia papers furnish us with addi-
tional detuits of the great fght, frum which we
meke the following selections. The Jaguirer's
correspoadent says :

. At 10.45 Geaeml Schenck led his colomn
headed by the Kighteenth and Second Ohio and
New York, within a few hundred feet of a masked
battery of six guns.
waited till our men got up close, and then
on them, fring in rapid sucoession. A
retreat was opdered and our men fell hack.

Schenck failed to rally his columa jo any order.

The Ohio and New York men scattered “"“m
the woods in pursuit of sheiter and water.
sun was broiling hot, and almost suffocaliog, for
the men were now out of water.
Ip to about thiee PP, M., our army was victo-
rious, duf the men Aad @ drend of the masked baller-
ies, thal could mot be orercome; they were placed
all over the hill-tope and on sides of rarines, and
would open fiten us when lenst expected.

We were in the centre of Tyler's dirision, on
the hill just east of Bull’s Run va the Warrenton
ruad. About 2 I'. M. we saw clouds of dust ris-
ing 1o vur lefl, as though they weretrying to out-
flank usand cume on us in the rear.  We called
several officers’ atiention to it, Lut bere sermed
to te no man who could have reinforcements sent
for to cover our flank.

On the left of the o] nere Sherman’s and Car-
lisle’s batteries, drawn up for fight; on the right
were some three thousand wen, cunsisting of parts
of the Uhio and New York Repiments, and the
New York Sixtyeninth. About three o'clock I’
M. their batteries opened on us; every ball wax
well fired; the first fetl in front of the butterien,
and the next one took of the heads of two men, a
few vards below us, where Meszrs. 8. R. Smith,
Sheriff J. Harper, Mr. Shaw, of the New York
Herold, and oursell, were standiog.  Orders were
now given for the inen Lo lie down, and jet the
lalls paw over; and judt ns the order wus piven.
apother oue swept over our hewls, and ploughesd
the Geld a few elepw in our tewr.  Chur battery did
pot fire & gun. The enetny were not to be seen,
owing to dense wouds letwien theinand us. Uur
heavy sicge gun was lying to the right, disabled
Iy the carriage being hroken down; the balls Hew
faster and faster, and the Imiterics were apparent-
ly being brought closer. We then went back to

edge of the woods where our bhotpitale werr
located. .,

The following is the lest and moet connected
narrative of the battle, in brief, that we havre inet
with—it is from the Philadelphia Inguirer:

1 bave spent this morning in heating the s«
counts of the battle from ofticers who actually
!urtid;nud in it in all parts of the field and dur-

nyg the nhole day, aud can, therefore, give You
full pmrticulars. The vonflicting reporte of last
night aruse (rom the fact that no less than theer
separate and distinct eogagewenis ook place dur-
ing the day, in different parts of the field, and
that the field of hatile covers a space of ten miler
in extent. The recvonnvissauces that had leen
made on Friday and Saturday wust have bLeen
made under such circumstances as to render the
results uncertain and ungatisfactory. , But what.
ever were the revulis, Geperal Mcllowell deter-
mined to advance from Centreville and to sttack
the enemy s Latteries ou Bull's Run, boping to le
able to turn them on the right, to silenee them.
and then by a further advance to strihe the Mu-
nasws (ap Railroad at a point newr Bull's Run
Moantain, and so cut off Johnston, and prerent
his communication with Beaunregarnd, he at-
trropt bas bern moade, and it has resulted in 4
complete failure.

At 2 o'cluck Sunday morning the trovps were
roused from their slumbers, and fornoed in march-
il:g tolumns. The Sevond Division, Col. Hunter,

the advance. The Went Point Battery; apan
of the Fifth Regiment U, 8. Artillery; the Nervnd
Rbode [sland Regiment with their battery; a part
of the Second Regiment U. 8. Artillery, and Capt.
Seymour’s siege train of eight 31 pounder ritled
oannon, headed the column. The moon was full,
the sky without a cloud, and it was nearly as light
as day. The Fint Divition, General Tyler, ad-
vanad at the same time, in a nearly paraliel
column; the Third Brigade, ¢'ol. Shertnan, in ad-
vance; the Sixty-pinth New York, Col. Corcoran,
lesding the van. The Seventy-ninth, CUol. Cam-
eron, followed, and the Second Hrigade, (ieneral
Schenck, (the Ubio Regiments, ) were close tehind
By daybreak Bull’'s Run was remched.  The bat-
teries were placd in position, and our guos
opened on the enemy’s works. The fnng wax
responded 1o by three butleries, and was kept
up oo both sides till 11 AL M. The enemy’s
fire then slackene], aund afterwards entirely
ceased. It was supposed, therefore, that their
guns had heen silenced, and a charge was ordered
to carry the batteries. The charge was made, at
a run, by the atove regiments. There was a lit-
tie, though not much, resistance made by the
musketry of the foe, and in a few minutes the hat-
teries were oure, the few gunnersa there hayoneted
at their gunsg, the Confederate Aap torn down,
and the Stars and Strijes miscd, It was then
that McDowell sent that despautch to (Gen. Scott,
anhouncing a glorious victory and the batterien
in our possession. But our triumph was of short
duration. The enemy bad ahandoned these bat-
teries in order to lead us into a snare. lo half
an hour afier we had taken the hatleries, and
while the men were reating frofh their fatigue, &
terrific fire was opened upon them with musketry
and cannon. The latter were in other maskid
batteries, the very existence of which way un-
known. The riflemen who were firing at us were
also unseen.

The fire was s0 hot that our men fouad it im-
possible to stand it, and were compelied reluctant-
Iy to abandon the batteries. They retired in good
order, however, under cover of our artillery,
which now again Legan to open upun the enemy,
throwing shells towards their masked batteries,
but without effect. At 3 P. M. our loss hadl
wen fearful. Colonel Cameron had been killed,
(ienma! Schenck Killed, Colonel Slocumn killed,
and Colonel Hunter wounded. Many other of ous
officers had been killed and whole regiments devi-
mated. The enemy had oot vnce showed himseld
up to thizs timme. At three, however, having si-
lenced many of our guns, the enemy charged
upon us in an overwhelming force. The troops
stood gEallantly, but the charge was irresistible,
and we were compelled to retire. The artillenists
spiked their guns.

The excitement in the city was intense., A de-
spatch had been received by Gen. McDowell at the
War Department, at 8 P, M., Nunday, requesting
immediate reinforcements. AN the regiments
the vity were immediately onlered over, and by
1 o'clock this morning, crossed he Lopyg Bridge.
All night long drums beat in the streets, and re-
eruiting  parties  paraded the avenues, calling for
rolunteers 1o defend the capital. The firing of
the heavy guns was distinctly heard in Washing-
ton during the evening.

Thix morning, soon after darlight, it became

known that the dicasters of Sundas had notended
with the Light, hiat that new reverses had beenex-
perienced during the night.

That our army
made o stand at Falrfax, but were driven out of
that place, the shells pouring in upon them like
hail: and that the whule army is pow in full re-

trest upon Washington. .
.. The result of the battle yesterday has been the
entire and complete defeat of our whole army.—
The loss of life in the battle nlooe will reach fally
three tbousand, and iwo thousand more will die
of their wounds. The slightly wounded, severely
wounded, and thoee wounded who wili recover
dltrmtvuutinn, amount to fully five thousand
more. We harelost hundreds of prisoners, amony
them Colopel McUook, First Regiment Ohio.—-
Sherman's splendid battery had to be abandoned
to the enemy. I'revious to its abandooment,
howerver, the ﬂnnm say they spiked the pieces.
The splendid battery of the Second Rbode 1sland
iment is said to Le dismounted apd renderwd
ecntirely useless. The enemy aaptured our two
large 33-pounders, and then turnel thems on
ourt retreating columns. The borses attached o

all the foregoing guns were cut lovee, sad brought
ofl the feid safely. .

Alwout 4 P. M. a report flew from man (o man
that Simon Cameron’'s brother, Col. of the 79th,
was shot through the breast by a cannon hall,
and instantly killed. Lt.-Col. Elliott, of the Tuth,
roide towards his regiment, having been afler re-
inforcements, when a ball cut hiz borse’s head off,
and threw him down, bruising him so that he
could barely escape.  All the stragglers now com-
menced to run towards Centreville, and the cais-
sons, ambulances, and sutlers’ wagons were or-
dered 10 be taken back at one towards Centre-
ville.

The batteries were ordered around to cover our
retrest, and keep the Relels from cutting us off
from Centreville, which was about three miles in
out rear, and where we had about fonr or five
thousand of a resecve foree; the batterien wheeled
off and tovk up the rond, and were retrenting in
gouvd order, when, alwut a half & mile ou,-one of
the guu oarriages was upeet. A porfion z Sher-
man's and Carlisle’ s were lefi in the wie, the
guaners cutling the traces and running thesr horses.
This put the infantry in & perfect panic; they broke
ranks indiscriminatels and commenesd to run:
knnpeacks, haversacks, guns, cartrige lozes, hats,
coatr und eversthing, heing thrown in ali direc
tions. The men were parchied for water aud were
falling in eveey direction. Officers were equally
junicstricken with the privates, and in vain we
endeovored to stop the retreat.  The enemy ap-

wared in sight, firing their guns, the Lalls rain-
ng upon n« thick.

Our frieasd: had now all left, and the troops
were flviug, and at the cry  that the cavalry were
riding thetn Jdown and hutchering all, we gtarted
for Centreville. We mounted a wounded horse,
and clinging to his mane, wade for the road again
leading to Centrerilie,

Here the road was strewn with wreeks of wa-
gons, provisions, muskets, hlankets, ammmunition,
and evervthing the men could divest thetnselves
of. The ground was pull. The pelds om all diree-
tions werefull, The Kre ol the enemy was kept uy,
in the rear. Part of Sherman's battery breoking
duosen, the men cut the traces and flal,  The amamu-
nition wagon was left on the zround., Weshauld
judge that tex thousand guns and viffes were lot
on the way, while the caridpe boxy, bayouets,
sabre lmyonets und swords were innumerahle,
About a mile fromn Cenireville, an atteinpt was
wade to rally the men, Lut with little success.

The (aribaldianz, FEinstein's and Blenker's reg-
iinenta were dmwn up al the foot of the hill, and
exsping men ordered to fall in.  Loud cheening
was done, and the mallying cry given, but it was
but little or no use—men had no officers when
they disl hinlt, and &0 they kept on retpnting
‘mater, waler !’ war the cry: ‘‘give me water
or V1l gink.” was heand from all sidex; not adrop
was 10 be had fit to drink; the wella wereall deain-
ed, and the clouds of dust filled the air at every
point. We gzot in the rear of u negro hut, and
there secured water thick with filth, but 11 was
the best to be had ; & numlber of huaildings wers
used for hospitals, and o every mds cries were
mavis for surgeons.

Urders were now circulated for the men t
gather At their lnat camping ground, arvnnd Cen-
treville: it was hemded by some, but moat neplect-
ed it and continued their stampede towards Fair-
fax,

The firing of the enemy was keptup on our rear
with artillery, and their corvalry ralde through and
through, cutitng and slashing swath pertect temdenh-
Ress.

Our wounded and dead are neardy all on the
hattle field in the hands of the enemy; guch as
could cruwl or walk were trving to get away, aod
such pitiable spuctacles were sen as nivle our
heart tick; but we could not help them; the few
ambalances were startesd off early with the wound-
ed and never peturned.  We saw n number Iyving
on the roadside, with medicine chesta and band-
apes,

The immense bageage train, consisting of xome
six hundred or a thousand wagons, lined the road
for a mile and a half on the Warrenton road to-
wardas Bull's Run, two miles back of Centreville.
When the panic started the wagona tried to fall
back on Centreville, hut a number were upect and
broken down; the drivers would immediately
leave themn and escape on the horses. (Mher:
wonld throw out their load of provisions and
stores, and fill up with aoldicrs and mushets; the
body of the luggage, however, got in the rear of
Centreville,

Our greatest loss is in the thorough demoraliza-
tion of vur army. 1t will take weks to gather
the scattered forces in the condition we had them.

The cowardly retreat on the morning of the
fight, by the Pennsrivania Fourth, and varnious
hatteries, had a depressing effect upon our force.
and encouraged the RRebels by the story that our
men were runntng.
