THE WAR.

From Washington.

The Arsociated 'ress telegrams contiin the fol-

lowing intelligence from Warhington, under date
of July 23:

The PPresident and Secretary of War are sigor-
ourly at wmorh reorganizing a powertul army.
Withid the last twenty-four hours aver 64,000
tresh troops, with A number of tettteries of artils
fery, have lwen accepted. A pumler of regis
ments have nrrived hete, and every day will bring
immense reinforcenents to the National Capital.
Ten new regiments will be in Baltimore by this
evening. The Federsl lotees have heen preatly
exapperated, It is now well anertained that the
Lillesd will fall short of one thonsand. The Sevess
sion troops did not follow our retreating foroey
atter they passed Bull Run.  Col. Kinstein, of the
I'ennsy lvania Twenty-sizsth Regiment, returned
to the hattle-feld alwut eleven v'clock on Sunday
night und brought off six picces of cannon, » hich
he delivered to the commanding ofticer on the Po-
tomge yesterday evening. The Culonel reports
that the field was clear, apd not an coemy in
sight.

This afternoon Dr. Belt, of P'rince George's
coupty, Md., was arrted in Washington oun the
charpge of trensonable language against the Gov-
crnment. He would have been hung by the mob
Lut fur the active interference of some army aval-
ry, a squad of whom assisted in taking hm to
jil. Jlenry Barron and J. D). Cattlin, of Grorge
town, . C., were 2120 arrested and commitied to
jail on the charge of conspiring apninst the Gov-
crnment.

Ten prisoners of war were brought in to~day by
our cavalry, among whom is Licut. Col. Boone,
They are Georgians, North Carolinians, South
Carolinians and Virginians.

Col. A. Schimmelfemuing, of Philadelphia, ar-
rived here to-day and offered the services of his
regiment of one thousand and forty tuen, a large
portion of whom have scen service in Europe.
Nearly all the officers are Prussians w ho Jistin-
guished thenselves in the service,  The regiment
his teen acerpted by the Gosernment.

General McUlellan is expected hiere to-morrow,
His presenve is awaited with much anxiety. The
appointinent is highly popular, both among the
trouope the distinguished civilians here congre-
pated,

But fifty men of Company E, Captain Leveride,
of the Fire Zouaves have returned vut ol ninety-
seven memtery.

The
best opinion seems to be that except stragylers
who have beent unable to make goud their escape,
and are hiding in the woods to avoid capture,
there are no Federal troops outside of the Alexan-
dria lincs which are not extended more than four
ot five miles from thatcity. Most of the regiments
are within the intrenchments on Atliagton Heights.
The condition of those who remain in Washington
is deplorable in the extreme—many of thetts hatless

coatless, shoeless, and in some instances without
pantaloons—mostly unarmed, having flung away
everything in their dight—standing, limping,
lying or sitting upon the corners of streets, or the
stonpns of houses, and appealing to the charity of
passengers for means to buy food and tobacro.
Much blame is attached to their officers for not
making greater efforts to collect these disorganized
wrecks of the “Grand Army,”’ bat the difficulty
in many cases is that the officers thempelves are
among the misuing.

Army Uflicers of capacity and intelligence do
not hesitate to pronounce the present army demo-
ralized beyond the possibility of successful reor-
ganization, and express the conviction that the
attempt to supply its place with another, will
prove an utter failure. The rank and file of the
new army, they say, will be worsethan that oftbe
old one, which comprised nearly all the uniformed
volunteer corps of the Northern cities, and was
consejuently of the best material, so far as intelli-
gence and some previous knowledge of tactics
went, that the country could afford—and as for
the uffivers, they ask, how dors the Government
expect to tiud better 7 To till the new regi-
ments with  the same class of  incajables,
who received] commissions before, is to incur the
certainty of similar defent, while, if (sorernment
propuses to appoint nooe but educated military
men to positions in its new army, it will have to
wait for a few years until West I'oint can furnish
them; fot nt present, there is not a suffictent
number of such in the country to oficer properly
an armyv of 100,000 men. The old army was but
12,000 or 18,000 strong, and many of its best of-
ficers are now in the Confederate ranks—those
who were tried in the late bLattle were the best
that Government had to oppose to these-——and the
result is scen. Such, at least, is the talk in mili-
tary circles.

A very bitter feeling against secessionists is anid
Lo exist at present in Washington, which hasbeen
inflamed Ly the accounts which have been dissem-
inated in repard to barbarities alleged to have
been committed by the Confulerate troops. To
auch an eXtent has this feeling atisen, especially
arong the Federal soldiers, that apprehensions
were felt that the few Confederate prisoners who
were in the city would be masgacred. A violent
assault was sesterday made by a mob upon a party
of four prisoners, who were brought into the city
under an escort of soldiers, and after a hearing
hefore Gen. Mansfield, were heing taken to the old
Capitol building, which is now used asa guard-
house. The cruwd threatened to hang them and
attempted to take them from the hands of the sol-
Jiers.  “In front of Willand's,”' rays this worn-
ing's Kepullican, “the excitement was very greal:
one gentleman (sic) pushed his way through the
ctowd, and dealt ove of the prisoners a powerful
hlow, neatly knocking him down | atother places
on the route there was great trouble in getting them
through the cromd.”  In like manner & Dr. Belt,
x cilizen of Prince George's county, Md., whe
was arreated for uttering ‘‘seditious language,’’
valy escaped being Iynched by the mob, through
the active interference of some U. 8. cavalry who
chargad upon the crowd with drawn sabres.

Beyond additional lists of the killed and wounded,
and Munchausen-like stories of the fents of valor
pecformed by individuals during the battle, the
Washington papers of this morning coatain abso-
lutely nothing; in regand to the present and future

Jlans of the Administration, they are ominously
gilent.  As an illustration of the means which are
used 10 inflame the popular passions, and create
another war-fever at the North, we may quote the
statenent of the official paper, The Republican,
that the Confederates, in the late Inttle, used tulls
coated with a substance, ‘“‘supposed to be of a
poisonous nature,”’ of which large numbers were
found. Inlike manner the Associated I’reas lends
itself to the rame infamous purpose, by giving
currency to the story of a Zouave about the cruel-
ties practized upon his comrades—whom he pre-
tended to have seen ticl to trees, as the Indians
used to serve their captives, and tortured with
Layonets in lieu of arrows,

A deception of a ditlerent kind and of & less re.
volting nature is thatattempted to be practised on
the people in regard to the amount of the Federal
loss in the late hattle. It baving been found that
the capture of Sherman’s battery, on account of
the presitge which bas always stiached, in this
country, to that purticular arm of the service, was
haviog a peculiarly depressing etfect, six picoes of
artillery, which had not been in the battle at all,
were produced and are now exhitited on Capitol
(i}, a3 Sherman’s guns, to satisty the people that
they have not leen taken. [t is impossible for
such n paltry pieve of deception to countervail the
concurrent statement ot every correspondent who
witnexsxd the battle, or has been at any pains to
aecertain the facts, that the guund were among the
first that fell into the hands of the enetny.  Ioad-
dition to the foregoing, gleaned chiefly from pn-
vate but altogether reliabile soutvea, we subijoin
the following, which appeared in part of our last
«dition yesterday evening, not having been re-
ceived in titne to appear in the entire edition, part
of which had already been worhed oft:
