zens anider the operativns of the police regulations
of the Board of Police, the committee ray that the
surpension of the legal functions of the Roard by
the Federal authoritics, leares our city without &
lawful police government, and that the present
police foree, appointed by military anthotity, fotms
no part of the civil government of the city. They
ray that, aceording to the laws of the Rtate, the
City Council bas areexsed and levied a tax saflicient
to pay the 1egular police for the present tiseal year,
-m‘ I{n— balance of thic amount remsains esubyect to
the requisition of the Board, and is in no rwrrct
upder the eontrol of the Council. They conclude
by recommending that the Mayor and City Council
imake an earnert appeal to the Faderal government
oo rilicve the city from the pressure of the foree
which has derapged its government. This is the

From Washingten.

The Washington correspondent of the Philadel-
phia Ledger says :

The Virginians are said to be in full and strong
possession of Centreville. Their forces are maianly
cavalry. [tis reported that a body of Virginia
cavalry were also seen at Falls Charch last even-
jog. Fairfax C. 1. is likewise represented to be
in complete ion of the CLonfederates, who
were vesterday gremtly rejoicing over their vic-
tory. They bad already removed a vast amount
of property, atandoned by the Union furces, and
taken it to & mafe loamtion. Major lHarris left the
city this morning, under a flag of truce, to obitain,
if possible, the hody of Col. Cameron. It has
been ascertained that there were 120 of our wound-
ed in the llospital at Centreville yesterday after-
noon, but as it is reported that the Confederates

have since occupied the place, the fate of these
men is not known,

The correspondent of the Philrdelphia Inquirer
furnishes the following items, from which it ap-

pears that the Confederates are close upos Wash-
jagton:

tinr lines are now drawn in to the original
wints from which the enemy advanoed o Fair-
ax. They only run out twe miles from Alexran-
dria. {dur pickets and outposts will now no
doubt be fearfully harassed and bhutchered by
llebel caraley and riflemen. Thbe heary siege
guns, to throw shells seven miles, will now doubt-
less be turned upon us. Up to this time the War
Department have reflused all requests for flags of
truce, for the purpoee of bringing off the dead
bodjes.

The Ansistant Surpeon st
Centreville told us that all were left there who
could not walk.

| have just had nn interview with the wife ot
Professor Armes, of Fairfax (‘ourt House, who 13
a pentleman of rare acientific abilities.  He is well
known in this section of the country, as be has
resided in Annandale for ten yenrs past. Mre.
Armes has been an invalid for fourteen years.
