Jetpey, Cols, Johnsn and Baker; 25th New York,
Col. Rennet, and 1t Connecticut Regiments, Col,
llarnham : numbering in all about 1500 men.—
Several of these I'inllﬂlll reached the depot the
previous night, and were obliged to take up their
quarters inside the depat buildings., Ar soon as
cars conld be hrought up they were taken possen-
sion of by the soldiers, w o cronded thiem toexcens,
even mounting to the top of the howse care. A
number of sondolas, previcusly wsed for transport-
ing lime, were fitted ap for their accommodation
with seats, ke, About 8 o’clock the Rhode 1aland
Regim-~nt started off in a train, and was followed
at 10 by another train of 24 burthen cars, con-
taining the two New Jersey Regimente. The Con-
necticut and New York Regiments remained at the
depot until the arrival of the Vermont Regiment,
and subsrquently took wweession of the rame cars.
The regular train at 9.45, with passcugers for Ihil-
adelphia, got off at its usuel time.
