No
Iarge epranlettes, no gilt, nor any fus~ and feath-
ers; vou could only distinguish them at & dis-
tance 1o le oflicers by their awonis, huton s closer
inspection, the marks of gening and military <kill
were unmistakalde, Their uniform waz what |
took to be plain undrexs,  Not the least gign of
esciterment was to be ~een on the countenances of
vither as they coolly rode formard into the storm
of iron hail. Beauregard’s eves glistened with
capectation, no doubt, when he afterwards threw
himsrlf into the very heart of the action, appear-
ing then, as was afterwands most u[mitrl_t mid
of him, to be the very immpersonation of the “‘god
of war.”' General Johnston, too, lookel evers
inch & commander, and proved himself to lw the
worthy inberitor of the prowess and virtuea of his
ancestors.

General Evanz, of South Carolina, was the first
to lemd hiz Brigade into action at Stone Bridge.,
It copsisted of the Fourth South Carolina Reg-
ment and Wheat's Louisiana Battalion.  Sustaio-
tng them, was General Cocke’s Hrigade, consist-
ing of the 157th and 19th and 2%th Virginia Regi-
menta, commanded respectively by Cols. Cocke,
Withers and Robt. T. I'reston. These Brigades
nere the first to bear the hrunt of the action, as
they were exposed to s onmeentnic fire, the obsect
of the enemy bheing to turn our left lank whik we
were endenvoring to turn hiv right.  Thear regi-
ments of Infantry were sustaining the famous
Washington Artillery, of New Urleins, who had
two of their puas at this point, which made fern-
ble haved in the ranks of the enemy. The Fede-
ral trooja leading the action eunsisted ot 10,000
Regulars, sustaining  the celebratc] Sherman’s
hattery, these Regulars being in their turn sus-
tinel by immense masses of velanteers, the New
York Zouases among the number,  Gen, Leaure-
sard extimated the enemy's numbers in the ac-

Their artillers far outnumbered ours. e have
captured 67 pieces cannon, while we hiad only 1R

Thus was the
hest appointed army that had ever taken the field
on this continent beaten, and comjpwlled to retroat
in bot haste, leasing hehind them everything that
impeded their excape.

The President left Richmond at 8§ o’ clodk in the
morping, atd reached  Manassas Junction at 1,
where, mounting a horse, acompanied by Gl
Joweph R, Pavizs aml nunwrou- attendants, e
xalloped to the Tuttle-field, just in tine to Join i
the pursiit by wagnificent lody of cavalry, con-
sdating of 1,500 men, commaoded by Lientenant
Colouel Stewart.  This sight, of it~lf, waz worth
the fatigue of the day's juurnuey, We saw the
poor wounded soldiers on the roadside and in the
fields, when they obsersed the President’s manly
form pass by, raree their heads, amd heard thew
zive shout upon shout and cheer upon chaer. It
has been stated the President commanded the cene
tre and joined in the charpe, Lut this isa mistake,
The train had been dedayed and arrived at the
Jupction two hours tehind its time, which mu-t
have been a gricvous dissppointinent.  The Wash-
ington Artillery, who had deawn their gunsup
tbe hill mnd in front of the house known a< Mr.
lawis'—Gen, Cocke's and Gen. Johuston’s headd-
quarters, and which was riddled with shot —come-
mandel by Major J. Ii. Walton in person, gve
the enemny about this time a parting silute.

With the aid of our glasg, which was more pou-
erful than his own, be observesd the carnage of a
run some two miles off. e gave the order for
another fire and Licutenant Dearing pointed the
piece.  Defore the Ball had well n:uku-t! the puint
aimed at. a whole regiment of the enemy appear
ed in sight, geing at the “double quick” donn
the Centrevilleroadd.  Major Waiton immediately
onlered another shot “‘to help them along,'’ as he
xiid, and two were sent without delay right ot
them. There was no olntruction aud the whole
front of the reviment waz exposel. Onehrlf
were seen 1o fall, and if Gen. Jolhnston had pot ay
that moment sent an xid 1o Major Walton, with
the order to ceaxe firing, nearly the whole regi-
ment would have been killed.  Of the Washing-
ton Artillery, only one member of the detachment
was killed, viz: Sergeant Joshua Reynolds, of
New Orlean:, who was otruck in the forehead
while giving the word of command. Privates
"a¥ne and Crutcher were zlightly woundel.—
Thus did fiftern thousand men, with 18 pieced of
artillery, drive back ingloriously a force excved-
ing 35 000, supported by nearly a hundred pieces
of cannon. [ believe the official reports will sus-
tain me in the assertion that Gen, Boauregard did
not bring more than fifteen thousand men into the
action. The total force under Gen. McDowedll
was over 0 000, but 35,000 will prolably carver
the entite force in action at the Stone Bridge.

The Richmoud Wiz of the 2ith, savs:

A letter from an ofticer in the Wise Legion, re-
ceived in this city yesterday, gives some interest-
ing particulars of the recent Lrilliaot action in
Western Vieginia. We have been permoitted to
make the following rummary of facts from the
letter;:  The hattle took place on the afternoon of
the 15th, near the mouth of Coal River, on the
hanawha., The enemy’s forces were twelve hun-
dred stroag and were led hy Col, Norton, the
aommander of the Federal expedition sent against
Wise. Qur own strength did not exored nine
hundred and fifiy, of which not more than four
hundres] were at any titne actually eogaged, under
enmmand of Capt. George 3. Patton, formetly of
Richmond. The attack was made by the enemy,
most unexpectedly to our men, who had been in-
jormed, nnd currectly informed, by a scout, that
tbe Federalista were on the other side of the Kana-
wha River, the latter having rapidly crossed in
stecamboats lower down the stnam without the
knowled e of Cuptain PPatton. The battle Iasted
tour hours and proved moat disastrous to the ene-
my. At one time our men were thrown into some
disorder, but their brave leader quickly rmallied
them agnin, and, with two hinndred followers,
made o dashing cliarpe upon the opposing column,
in which he fell smartly wounded. The coofu-
rion naturally created by his fall under the galling
fire of the Faleral Artillery was but motnentary.
The comumand was at once assumaed by Col, An-
derson, of Nicaraguan fame, or rather this officer,
who was postial on an adjoining hill with a re-
arre, rustud forward to assume the command,
but tefore he coald rinch the spot anaother reserve,
o the enemy's flagk, had put them cotapletely to
rout, wounding and takiog prisuner the Colonel
in chief. The digpaarity of arms was even greater
than that of numbers. The enemy had severnl
heary ritled cannon, our forceg had but two small
sinooth-bore pieves. The following officers were
tnken prisoners, and will probably le sent to
Richmond :  Col. Norton, Commander in chief of
theexpedition, Col. Villiers, Col. Woodruff, Lieut.
Col. Neff, Captains Hanl and Austin, and Lieut.
Biuwan. The hattle was fought on our side en-
tieely by Virginia troops. Two hundred and
thirty of the enemiy were Killed,  hur loss was
bat three Killed and a few, very few, wounded,
among whom was Capt. ["utton, who was in fine
spirits, laughing and talking with Ueol. Norton.
who was wounded and a prisoner in the same
room.

The attle was fourht in an open held; our men
unprotecte] by anything save theirnrmeand invin-
cible sparits. A most gallant  achievement was
perforued the day before in  the same section, by
righli-luu dragoons upder command of the in-
trepid Col. Clarkson, (aid to General Wise) while
on a scouting expedition.  Diriding his commandd
into equal partics, he took the command of one
himself and wsigned the other to Captain Brock,
of the Rockbridge Cavalry. Advancing upon a
haudy of the enetny by the direct road, hie sent
Captain Brock aroupd the bill. The enemy  dis-
covered Col. Clarkson, when two hundred gardas
Jistant, and they retreated  rapidly up the hill,
follow] by the pallant Colonel.  The cnetny lost
~ven Killed in their retreat. Capt. Brock at-
teipted to charge up on the other side of the bill,
hut it was too precipitous to xllow ofat, Colonel
Clarkson, in the  meantime, discovered that the
retreating party was falling back on 2 camp ol

| tifteen hundred men, notwithstaoding which he

continued the charge, and, at the hawd of his no-
ble Jittle hand, rushwl through the startlea] camp
tihe a whirlwind, liring right and et into thar
rankhz, killing e¢ighteen or twenty, wounding, per-
hape, as many mote, and, Iefore the enciuy could
colleet their scattere] senses, effected a retreat,
sinule Gle, down the hilly withont the loss of a
SAugle wan, stid but one horse hilled and another
woutnled,  Some of our men, it 1s sand, setually
~tiateied the guns from two or three of the Yan-
hevs lefore they could shoot. The escape of the
cowmand i< almo=t miraculous, sevoral plhvtoong
having Gred at then, . The enetny had two preces
ot artillery. They had teained thetn upon Capt,
Bioch's command ; but while in the very act of
firinz, both guuners were Rilled by one of Capt.
