cral policemen entered his house, and with every
circumstance of studivd malignity and outrage,
ransacked it, room by room, from top to bottom.
They came in quest, they said, of arms, of which
they preteuded tu have heard that one thousand
stand were secreted in the house.,  Accepting no
asgurance that such was not the casc—=that there
were no arms in the house but such as rightfully
belonged to members of the family, and that
these were not secreted and would be surrenderdd
upon proper application—tbe leader ot the party
xaid  he makhe a wsearch and he in-
tended to make it The ladies of the fanily
declining  to facilitate  his labors by xurren-
Jerind their heyvs, 3 Jock-picker who was in
attendance was work to pilk every
lock of oo, closet, clothes-press,drawer or trunk,
whitlh wus tastened.  Erven the Hoor of ape room,
itis reported, was partly taken up o discover
whether any arms were hidden beneath it.

Dodge and McPhail, the Marshal and
Deputy. Persons desiring to leave the city either
on business or pleasure, and who are not certain
as to their standing in the eyes of the authorities,
by making previous mpplication to either of the
abure gentlemen for a written permit to travel,
will escape the annoyance which befel certain
young gentlemen of this city, who neglected the
above precaution, this morning. Four young
wen, Messrs. Frank Johnson, James tl. W. Parra-
more, Flward Johnson, and Wm. IlI. Toldridge
were about leaving their hoarding-house in Mon-
ument $yuare, this morning about 6} o'clock—
the two former proposing to go to the Lastern
Shore, by different boats, to visit relations resid-
ing there, and the other two merely accomjpmany.
ing them to the wharf, when the hack contxrining
the party with their baggage, was stopped by the
Federal police, who ordered the driver to dnve to
the Station-House. There, the trunks were taken
off, the owners required to sutrender the keyes,
and the trunks searched. Nothing of a “‘contra-
band’’ character being discovered in the contentz
the trunks were replaced upon the hack, and by
permission of Mr. James L. McI'hail, the Deputy
Marzhal, the party again started for the wharf.

Froem llarper‘s Ferry.

The correspondent of the Associated I'ress at
this point is master of the srt required of him.—
He puffs Banks and disparages the Confederates.
Two paragraphs are to the following effect :

The Second Virginia Regiment, under Colonel
Allen, is most severely cut up also. The men are
greatly dissatisfied with their officers, and are un-
willing to go farther. They cannot recruit in the
Valley of Virginia.

There are troops at Winchester, but drafted

militis. These encape and return tn thelr DuIDes
almost as rapidly as they are brought in. They

are in complete disorder, no discipline prevailing.

The tirst is a groas falschood. The regiment is
composed of men from the Valley of Viryinia, yet
they cheerfully left Winchester to fight at Manas-
sas. In the engagement they lost only 123 men,
of whom but 17 were killed, though others may
die.

And aoy person
having taken said oath who shall afterwards be
tiken in arms against the Government; or found
aiding and ‘abetting its enemies and opposers.
shall be subject to the sne punishment prescribed
for those who violate their parole, as provided in
the Tth section of this bill, [ Death or such other
punishment as & court-martial xhall direct; sen-
tence to be submitted to the commanding offcer
of the military department. ]

Me. Carlile snid that retaliation would be the
result of its adoption and would injure rather
than aid the Union cause in the South. That

protection from the civil proces.

Me. Bayard mored to postpone the further con-
sideration of the hill until to-morrow,

Mr. Feseenden moved to postpone indefinitely.

Mr. Breckinridge maid the bill sppesred to com-
bine in eleven sections every thing atrocivus that
has been perpetrated upon any free people in the
tast ive hundred years, and the intmluctinn of
such a hill in the Senate was the most gloomy
commentary on the degenerate character of the
government that could be offered.

Mr. Trumbull asked if anvthiog had been of-
fered in the bill that had net already been done
by the President.

Mr. Breckinridpe said if the diséussion was ron-
tinued, and an anawer to that question was ark el
for, he would show that no matter how unjust or
unconititutional the acts of the President were,
that this bill goes far heyond it.

Congress nwt at 12 M. Appropriate prayer
was offered by Rev, Mr. Woodbridge,

Mr. Bocock, of Va., aanounced the presence ol
Ar. James M. Mason, of that State, who was
ready to qualify as a delegale of the CUongreas.
The presence of Mr. Roger A. l'ryor was slsoan-
nounced; whereupon the gentlemen were sworn
in al the Secretary’s desk.

Mr. Macfarland, of Va., submitted a report,
with accompanying resolution, from the Kelect
Commitire, appwinted to co-operate with the
Mayor of Richmond in makiny prorision for the
wounded.

The report recites the aclion taken by the cifi-
zens meeting in Richmoad, (already published, )
and pays that the procesdings met the esigency in
a spinit of broad and considerate symputhy.
There in no duty 1o which vur fellow-citizens, nor
their representatives and agents, are preymred to
respond o more spontanecusly and liberally than
that which summons to the comolation and relief
of their intrepid defenders.

{ «ould pot, withoat grave Jdiscourteay, hasve
made the newspaper statements above refersed to
the subject of this communication, it the threat o
treating as pirates the citizens of this Confederacy,
armed for its service on the high seas, bad not
been contained in your proclamation of — April
last; that proclamation, however, scems to atlord
a sufficient justification fur counsiderioy these pul~
tished siatements as not devoid of probability.

1t is the duire of this Guvernment su to con-
duct the war now existing a» to mitigate its hor-
rors, as fat as may be possible; and with this iu-
tent, its treatment of the prisopers captured by
its forces has bieen marked by the greatest human-
ity and leniency consistent with public oblipa-
tion; some have bLeen jermitted to relurn hotne
on parvle, others to remain at large uoder ximie-
lar conditions within this Confederacy, and all
have en furnished withrations for their splsist-
ence, such asareallowed to our own troops.
