The SNSaval Eipedition from Old Point.

The New York Herald of sesterday, thux ex- |

plairs the otyeet of the Foderal expedition from
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Interesting frem Arisona.
Ex-Governor Greiner, who is now General Land
Agent of New Mezico, writes to the Columbus
Journal on the 4th:

We bare received startling news from the south-
ern of the Tetritory knowa.as Arizona.
A party of Texans made an attack on United
States troope in the Messilla Valley, oo Thursday
of 1ast week, and afier one or two skirm in
which two Licutenants were severely wounded,
the command retreated to Fort Fillmore, and its
Commander, Major Lynde, thinking himself nna-
ble 10 maintain his pusition, abandoned the fort,
and by a hasty retreat, endeavored to reach Fort
Stanton, 161 miles distant. The command, pum-
bering 50 men, reached the San Augustine
Spring, in the Oregon Mountains,
about 20 miles, when it was surrounded by the
Texan horee, said to be only 300 strong. Major
Lynde, without firing & gun, and without making
a show of resistance, syrrendered his whole force
into the hands of the enemy. This is not'the
worst. Two companies from Forts Buchanan and
Breckinridge, io the western part of the Territory,
intended as reinforcements for Fort Fillmore, with
60 Government wagons, are supposed o be on
the rond, and most serious fears are apprebended
that this detachment will also be cut off. This
will give the whole of the Mestilia Valley and
Arizona into the hands of the Texans.

Fort Stanton is now threatened by the enemy,
hut aa it is under the command of Col. Roberts, a
pallant ofticer, with seven comjmnies of regulars,
and is withal a strong pusition, it is oot likely to
be given up without sowebmly being setiously in-
jured. A regiment of Mexicans, under Col. 'ino,
it is said, has been ordered there for reinforcement.
N0 you may expect before long to bear of lively
times in this Territory. The First Regiment of
New Meaican Voluntrers, under command of Col.
St. Vrain and Lieut. Col. Kit Carson, is now at
Fort Union, nearly ready for the field. A regi-
went of mounted men, 1 hear, bas been ordered
to be raised, the ranks of which will be s ily
filled. The Mezicans are loyal to the Govern-
mwent, and feel & holy hatred (not uamized with
fear, [ am sorey to say,) of the Texane, but when
property drilled they will be able to give a good
account of themselves in the held,

Scxpay, August Sth—The mail from Fort Craig
has just arrived. Dr. Steck comes in as & passen-
ger, and verifies the report of the villainous con-
duct of Major Lynde. Batlittle doubt exists that
the whole affair, the abandonment of Fort Fill-
more and the surrender of the men, was pre-ar-
ranged with Calonel Loting, the former Comman-
der of this Department, when that officer tmitor-
ously left his post for the South. The men and
wagons from Forts Buchanan and Breckiaridge,
on the route to Fort Fillmore, are under the com-
mand of Lieutenant (now Captain) Moore, one of
the hest officers of the army, and as he has been
warned of his daoger, his bruother officers are san.
ruine that he will give » good uccount of himself.
Fort Stanton is fortifying, and Col. Roberts will
have no traitors.

Major Lynde is a weak old man. iz has been
in the army forty years, and though from Ver.
mont, be has all bis family connections in the
south. He has ofien been heard to say that his
wermest sympathies were with the Southern
hrethren, even while drinking the liquor paid for
by mooey from the United States Treasury. Al
communication is now cut off between hers and
Arizons, and the Tesan forve, 500 of their own
wen and 80 Indians, hold that portion of our
Territory inundisputed powession. The officers
