Ao effort is being made by parties in this and
other cities. to induce the Governinent to confis-
cate the Mount Vernon estate, with the hope of
realizing moneys of which they were defrauded
by the bad management of the Association.

Cass’s opun-
ions upon the subject of slavery bhave been here-
tofore often expressed while in the public service,
and remain unchanged. e Inlieves the general
governinent lias no power under the constitution
to abolish slavery in the respective States of the
linion, nor to interfere with its status therein.—
W hat measures affecting  the condition of alaves
may be righttully adopted fagrante bello, in hos-
\ile operations in a reusting State is a very differ-
ent question, and one which be is not called upow
1o consider, but which well demnnded the grave
consideration of the insurrectionary States, be-
fore they abandoned the safeguards of the Consti-
tttion and engaged in the unboly «ffort to break
up the best and freest povernment ever given by
Frovidence to man.

Some two months since the coundition of our
country was the sutiject of the conversation refer-
red to letween President Fairfield and General
Casx, in which the Istter expressed his condemna-
tion of the course of the South in the commence-
ment and prosecution of hostilities apainst the
constitution, and his conviction that it was the
duty of every citizen to support the gorernment
in its efforts to assert the authority of the laws,
and to defend and maintain the Union in its in-
tegrity as it came frum the hands of our fathers.
General Cass fully concurs in the views presented
by the present able Necretary of the Treazury
that the war is ““not & war for their subjugation,
but & war for national existence, and thatan
auspiciouns result to the Union will benefit as large-
Iv the Ntates in insurrection as the States which
have remained loyal.”’

He believes, indeed, that "though this ‘“‘auspi-
civus result’’ is important for all the Staten, it 18
ttill more important for the South than for the
North. No man who regards the signa of the
times can fail to anticipate, that, shounld this re-
bellion against the Uinion prove successful, which
God forbid, the alienated sections would be io-
Huenced by bitter animosity towards each other;
the feeling in favor of abolition would be readered
atill mwore powerful by the course of events, and
heing freed from the restraints which now contrul
its action, would soon be in active operation all
along the extensive border, everywhere open to
incarsions, producing  the most fearful conse-
quences, which it would be svually painful and
unnecessary to describe.
