FROM WASHINGTON.

Wannizurox, et. 1.—A Court of Inquiry
composed of Captaine Lavelette, Pendergast and
Norris, was opened to-day at the Navr Yard, to
examine into the conduct of Commander Chand-
ler, of the steamer Dawn.

tend only to Langby from the Chain Bridge.
langby and Lewinsrille are three miles apart.

A reconnomance wae made to-day hy the Mo-
zart regiment to Pohick Church and the vicinity,
ahout twelre mwiles from Alesandria, to the left of
Npringheld station. They fonnd the Copofederate
sncampments entirelr deserted and indicating
their presence tn that neighhorhond,

A coniraband came into our lines thic morn-
ing, near Falls Church, and wac taken to the
hendquarters of Genernl McDowedl, at Upton’s
Ilill. He stated that he was the servant of the
Surpeon of the 15th Geotgia repiment, which waa
cncampes], together with two other regiments,
four miles from Falls Church, on the road leadinge
to Falrfax Court Houee.

He also said that there are no Confeds rate troops
there, excepting those just mentioned. Neither
were there any fortifications this side of Fairfax
{‘ourt Housr. He gave as a reason for the recent
precipitate reireat of the Confederate army as
mentioned by an officer in his hearing, that they
were fearful of a2 flank movement by the Federal
army from the direction of Lewinsville. That he

GENERA L FREMONT.

The Washington rorrespondent of the New York
Triluae savx:

The Hon. Morris Daxis, M. C, arrives] to-day
from 5t. Louia, where he has spent wereral weeka,
recing bremont every day. He states that the
General norks eighteen hours oot of every twenty-
four, that he is overrun with important husiness,
and that he devotes quite as much of his time as
1t conmstent with public duties 10 private visitors.
Mr. P'asis declares the reporta of exclusivroras
grossly eragyerated, gs are nearir all the injuriony
rejports which have been tnade publhie.

As a commanding officer General Fremont is
greatly leloved hy the troops. Ther ever receive
bim with enthusmiasru. Whea Col. Blair was ar-
rested, the sympathy of the army was altogether
with General Fremont, and his remoral would
operate. without doulit, most seriously apainst
the public interret. The feeling among the rank
and file is, that his removal would be tantamount
to disbanding the army in Missouri.

Un the Satuniay preceding the siege of Lexinge-
o, 5000 troops were otdered to Washington
from St. louis. Gen Fremunt then had in St.
Louis about 7,500 men, but he immediately sent
on twu of his lunt regiments.  le said as they Jeft,
““The henrt must be preserved, even if the extrem-
itiex perish.”’  The news from  Lexington causnd
him to decline aending more, and Gen. Neott sue
tained him.

The position of aflairs in Missours, Mr. Iavis
sayx, has been most emburrassiog.  Gen. Fremont
had not, vp toa week or two ago at all events,
more than  one-half the foree the public supponed
he had.  This furce, necessarily seatteres] at way
distuners, could not possibly be concentrated at
apy point without weakening other poritions im-
portant to e Lield.

Gsen. Fremont sent 6,000 trpops to *aducah,
abwat 5 000 1o Bird's Point, and left some 3,000
at Cairu, all being pecessary to the U'nion canse
in Kentucky. Helbegged the Government to aeige

Price, the Confederate Geperal, could not have
marched through any portion of Missouri with
20,000 men without attracting attention at an ear-
lier «ay than that which anpounced his presence
near lexington.

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Tux Gark o8 e lHepson.—The pale on Fri-
day night was as severe ag any previously expu~
tirnced on the Hudson river, sinking boats nnd
doing other damage to the shipping. The storm
ragied with great severity in the teavs, dismasting
snd minking scswels, and rendering stemmboats al-
most unmanageable.  Although the steamer New
World rode out the storm triumphantls, vet at
times shie was bevond control and in A criticul
condition.

The steam tug “‘Awmnerien,’” hound down with
a tow, was in Newhargh lmy during the height
of the storm, and appears to hare met with con-
siderable loxx by the gale. Five canal boats in
her tow. allladen withgrmin, rviz:—FE. A.Holden,
J. H. Holden, Benj. Rarnall, J. Kelley, and the
H. C. Hudson, were sunk, and the canal boat
“(Intariv."”’ which parted ber hawser, was driven
ashore, and now lays helow the Fishkill dock, on
the lindson river rail road track. Hesides these,
two harges, the J. W. Freemnan and Sophia Haw-
ley, laden with lumber, in tow of the ‘*Ameri-
ca,”" were awamped and were tuwed to Newburgh
and unloaded. :

The stenmn tug Syracuse coming up met with a
slight dizaster near Castleton. A vessel mn into
one of the hoats in her tow, doing considerable
damage.

The steans tug Ouio, bound down, had a barge
laden with lumber in tow swampe], but she auc-
ceeded in bringing the vessel safely into dock at
New York.

The steam tug Ontario, bound dowu, ia report-
ed as having lost two canal boats during the gale,
fire miles below DPouglikeepsie; hut up to a late
hour this marning her agent=in this city had re
ceived no direct intelligence of the disaster, and
they discredit the report.

In the bavs a large number of vessels were dis-
masted and otherwise damaged, but we were un-
able to ascertain the names of those crippled.
Severa] vessels are reported o have gone down,
but the report is not generally credited.  Further
up the river there were A number of vessels run un
shore, but mast of them were ot off on Saturday,
