A serious riot occurred at Hudson City on Sat-
urday night between members of the llarney
Rifles, who are uartered.at the Udited States
Arsenal, on the hill, and some 300 citizens, which
it is foared My yet lmd to very serious results,
The circumstances, as near aa can Le asceriained,
are as follows :

About 0 o'clock in the evening one of the sol-
diersin passing alony the street, cither by accident
or design, ran against a woman. This led to a
fight between the soldier and a citizen who saw
the occurrence, and the soldier was hadly injured.

The soldier then went to fhe camp, giving in-
formation of ‘ his having been beaten and a num-
ber of his romrades went to the Newkirk House,
near where the affray happened.  Mr, Henre
Newkirk was. mistaken for the man who hail
beaten the roldier, and after an altercation an at-
tack was made upon the house with stones and

other missiles. The windows and Llinds were de- |

molished, and the inmatey of the house narrowly
escaped from serious injury. Mr. George Van
Burea was wounded in the head by one of the
ttones which were thrown into the sitting-room.
