When war
hroke out between the North and the South, all
his sympathies were with the Union; he wrote »o
to his friends in America, who replied by implor-
ing bim to come to their aid. Two mouths ago
several wealthy Americans placed at his di
an enormous fund with which he was to raise a
free corps, t0 be commanded hy himself. As
private citizens, this was all they were in a con-
ditson to offer. Thia position, however well it
might hare guited the Garibaldi of 1848, was
not satisfactory to the soldier of Marsala and Pa-
lermo.

While Amerieans from the North came in pur.
suit of Garibaldi. those of the Routh were not
idle. A deputation was sent to him in onler to
i him with a conviction that the quetion at
iagon between the North and the South merited
grave attention; that the Slavery question put
turth by the North was almost a secondary ssue
in compariron of that of free trade demanded by
tbe South. These representations have not been
without influenere upon Garibaldi.

There
is the Rnddarholm Chureh, in which are buried
the Swedish kings since the date when Upeala
ceased to be the ital of Sweden. QGustavus
Adolphus, Charles XI1, Gustarns 111, the masked-
Lall victimm, and other corlebrated and obecure
monarchs of theold dynasty, are entombed bere
in rich sarcophsgi, adorned, of cowrme, with
angels, and weeping figures, and inverted torches,
and crowns withoutnnmber.. The present dynas-
iy, as everybody knows, bhegan during the pre-
sent century with Bernadotte, and thislacky sol-
dier of fortuﬂ who came 20 near heing a simple
goverpor of the Freach tolnu& of Louisiane io-
sirad of the occupant of the thronp of (Gustavus
Yaga, now occupics a magni ﬁmt s us of
red polished granite in s ﬁde of the Rid-
darbolm church. No other persoa is buried in
this chapel, and the founder of the new dynasty
has oo inscription on bis soperb coffin to record
his fame. Butevery rvisitor to the place is told
that thervin are the remains of Charles X1V, and
then, by way of explanation, the name of Berna-
dotte, by which be ig 30 tuch better known. is
mentioned.

Down in a vrault right under this chapel the
visitor gropes among somse-halfl A dozen coffins,
richly adorned with gold and velvet, and inclo-

g the remnins of other members of the Berns-
dutte familv. The attendant Ilghtl the tapers
which stand in candelabra along each side uf the
vault, and the grim abode of dmth looks like
scene in a theatre, Un one of the coffing we read
the name ‘‘[lesidenia.’”’ She was the widow of
Bermadotte, and only died a few yvears ago, just
after returning from the theatre, for which she had
a great fondness, even in her extreme old age. —
An unusually decorated coffin, yet a receptacle far
inferior in real elegance to the mmple sarcophagns
of Bernadotte, containy the ashes of Oascar, the
Iate king, the mnd of his dynusty.

On the church walls are tlnr names of those who
have worm the Nwedish order of the Reraphim,
and among them are Napoleon and Jerome Bona-
parte. The names are not inscribed here until the
Jdecense of the wearert. Banpers taken from
[Janes, Russians, Poles, and 1 don’t know who
elsr. decorate the chureh, and the number of tliem
is cstimnted at five thousand, The buildinp, in
the-old Gothic styvle, with & new iron trellis spite
that looks like an overgrown hit of confectionnry
work. w never used for religions pervices, being
reserved only fur the tomls of Sweden’ s monarcha,
