We think that the public may confidently es-
pect (within the next ten davs to hear of opera-
tions which capnot fil 10 have an important
bearing on the future course of the war. The
Feleral army iz evidently advancing and concen-
trating in froot of the Confederate lines, and upon
the conflicta about to ensue will rest the destinies
of the country.

Maryland.

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TIHE CZAR'S LETTER ON TIHHE ARER]-
CAN REBELLION. e
| From the London Times, Sepit, 4. ]
The despaich of \{'rian Gortechakoff to lih'!
‘ashington will probably in-
crendy credi the imperial diplomacy. “yll is
und Iy well tiimed and wéll expressnd; it Is
digniBed; it s an alr of sineetity, and it, more-
over, panses a plensurable surpeise by exbibiling
the grealrst autecrat le the wotld as sympathiziag
with the trobbles und moderating the pamions of
republicans. The full text of the despatch is now
before our readers, and they will perceive that,
though if only repeats whatclear-sighted Foglish-
mmen bave said long since, yet the advice is given
with-an assamption of sinvere good will which
will possibly bave some effect on the policy of the
Americans, and even call up & sentimmest akin 1o
gratitude. The Emperor takes it for graoted that
the Americans will not mistake his counsel for
officious interference. lie apeaks as haring au-
thorily, as being not only clear from any suspi-
cion of tivalry or ill wili’: lait as one in whom
every Alnerican must recugnize a oatural and un-
changeable friend.  Waiting until the first burst
of the storm has ussen] away, he appears with
friendls dignity to calm the fury contending
factions.

Listen to me, he savs—to the ruler of the em-
pire which under widely different forms s ani-
insted by a spirit closely resembling youtr ows;
which haz destinies as great, an ambilion as
boundless, a policy as astute as thuee which be-
longed to your own Union. You cannot mis-
trust me; you know me well; there is an idenlity
in our natures which makes us instinctively un-
deratand ench other; there ix & cotnmunity of in-
terests which is the hest puarantee for our mutual
friendship. The Russian Court has, nv doubl,
felt that the apmpathy which has so long united
1110 the republic of the New World allowed, und
even required, some public manifestation at this
time. [t has felt that such a despmatch as that of
Prince Gortschakoff would be taken in good part.
The phrases may not mean iouch, the cautions
may prove to be useless, and the condulences msy
be mere empty compliments; but the world wiill
be reminded by them that for some forly years
tbere has existed a fellow feeling tetween the two
States which embody the tno estremes of politi-
cal organization, but which have had this in
common, that they have claimed to themsclves
peculiarly to be the nations of the future,

These strange allies have undoubtedly some ad-
miration for each other. How far the ponl will
somewhat ostentativusly professed would stand
against the pressure of opposing inlerests ne can-
not know, but it 30 happena that it is almost im-
posaible for the United States and Russia to quar.
tel. They have neither territorial questivns 10
settle nor any large intercourse which might raise
questions causing itritation. Then they have both
a common rivalry with the old countries of Wes-
ter Furupe, which they are now forved to look up
to, but have hoped, ere long, to surpass. kng-
land, in particular, has ever been present to the
minds of these two ambitious proples. We will
not call the feeling animosity, but it was certainly
sumething more than were emulation  The Amer-
jcans, we fully believe, would not have willingly
seen this country ruined or impoverished, or even
deprived of its proper place in Lurope, nor, per-
hape, would Russiu be glad that France should
be suprems in Western Europe, or that the best
customers of the llussian Empire should receive
any great injury. But England has been to both
the barbarous empire and the enlightened republic
a pation overshadowing themhy its greainessand
restraining them by its momsl influence.  Wehare
been in the way; we have preveuted, or have heen
thought to prevent, the full development of their
respective forms of government, as well as to bar
their territorial progress. That constitutional
monarchy exists on the Russian froatier and on
the frontier of the United States, that there are
British . colonies on the American continent, and
that Britiab diplormacy opposes the extension of
Russian dominion in Asia, has naturally brought
together the two great States which are thus
held in check by the same steady and powerful
nationality,

To give the world a prool that the sywpathy
constantly avowed by the Czar Nicholas still ex-
ists at the Russian Court, and to strengihen his
infuence among & people who must always have
a high place among nations, are, no doubt, the
inotives which have caused the Emperor Alezan-
der to dictate this remarkable despatch Thée
people of the Northern States say very justly—
“(Jome what may, we are twenty millions.”
These twenty millions are rich, actize, and, when
peace comes, will be again powetful, even though
there be apother confederacy with another Presie
dent on the North American continent. The
Russian Emperor does well to buld out to them
the hand of triendship, and to speak warmly and
cordially. It must be acknowledged that in the
most civilized countries of Kurope there has been
no very strong current of sympathy visible. Not
only in England, of whom anything bad might be
expected, hut even the old ally of Amerncans,
France, and (Germany and lreland, the birthplace
of s0 many millions of citizens, hare heen some-
what wanting in enthusinzm. Europe has loocked
upon the struggle with astonisbment, and you
with ecnlmpess.  Batiles between Federalists and
Confederates, rival Presidents and Congresses,
denouncing or ignoring each other in the nawme
of popular povernment, remind us too xeriously
of cet1ain chronic wars among other republican
communities of the same continent. Nor have
we been able to shout for the success of those
who, while affecting opposition to slavery, are
in arms in detence of & Constitution which permits
plavery in every portion of the United States ter-
ritory. The Fupercr of Russia has, therefore,
the advantage of being almost the first to express
henetolent wishes and indicate a rightful cause.

S0 completety, howerer, do the counsels of the
Emperor agree with those which have been given
from this couniry. that one might at first sight
believe that some *‘ transaction’’ was intended,
and that Prince Gortchakoff's depatch, like a
pamphlet by Lagueronniers, was meant to emooth
the way to n settlemnent.  But such a supposition
would. we doubt not, be wholly incorrect . The
anewer of Mr. Seward, though courteons and les-
tifying to the pleazure which the Americans fecl
at the advance of the Czar, pites no hope that any
notion of peace is entertained. 1t will be ob-
served, also, that Prince Gortchakoff does not
rven venture to hope that the nion can be -
inediately reconstructed, or that negotintions can
have any other end than the recoguition of the
Confelerntes, in the hope that after & titne the
two sections of the Republic may find it 10 their
interest to come together again. The Russian
Goverpment does, inileed, ~trongly urge the two
partiea to compaze their difference,

The lanyuage of Prince Gortchakoff is precise-
)y that of the democratic politicians.,  In spite of
the diversity of their constitutiont and their in-
trresta, and even in consequence of that diversity,
the Statex are bound together.  *‘Inany event the
gacrifices they might impose on theroselves 1o
runintain the Union are not to be compared with
those which dissolution would bring wilh it."”

On fthe 32d of August the Governor of Ma-
tanzas wrote to the Captain-General, sscbmitting
a communication from the Consul of the United
States asking the Iatter that he would either com-
pel the sloop Noank, coming from Charleston un-
der the Confederate flag, o recognize his au.
thority, or clear from the port of Matanzas forth-
with. . * g . »

The Captain-GGeneral replied in a long expla-
natory letter, that the sloop baving sailed from
Charleston, & port in one of the Neceded States,
it was clear that it could not come nader the flay
of the Tnion, ot cleared hy the Federal authon-
ties, since at that port they have no existence:
that the tlag of the Southern Confederacy, though
not recognizad, has stitl been tolerated by the
Spaoish Government, s Wwierance based upon the
helligerent couditivns of the North and South,
which is a rital consequence of the neutral posni-
tion of Spain, which, in fine, conciliates our po-
litien] celations with the Washington Govern-
mnent, as well as those commercial vnes which we
have not renounced and eaght not to rencunce.

To yrant the request of the Consul would be
equivaleut to the exclurion from our ports of
Southern ships which did not eail under their

nemy’s Aag. The Federal Government can pre-
vent the esist of Southern ships by means of a
blochade, but that fact does not give it a right to
shut our (the Cuban) ports. 1tis very natural
that the Noank should not recogmze the anthon-
ty of a Federal Consul, since it 3s not cleared by
ofticials drawing aathority from Washington, and
does not sail undee the Federal Hap. In such »
vase the Soank tould not be expected 1o submit to
conzular authority.

“Wherefore,”” decided the Governor-General,
t‘the sloop Noank must be cleared with the same
Hag utiler which she entered, as would be the
aze if she came trom & nation having no consular
relations with us, and the request of the Con-
sul, in the form forwarded to us, cfinot be
granted.’”

This the Captain-Gieneral incurporated in a cire
cular. and formarded it to the officers in charge
of the various Cuban ports.
