CONFEDERATE CONFISCATION
BiLL.

The Richmond FExeminer of the 3d of Septem-
ber, 1861, gives the followiog abstract of a very
important bill, passed by Congreas shortly before
the adjournwent, fur the sequestration of all
Nortbern property found in the South:

The following is the principal legislative claase:

Be it enacted by the Congress of the Confederate
States, That all and every the lands, tenements
and hereditaments, goodsand chattels, rights and
credits within these Confederate States, and every
right and ot rest therein held, HH’IIH{, |
or enjoyed by or for any alica enemy since the
213t dav of May, 1861, except such debis due to
an alien epemy asmay bave beeo paid into the
treasary of afy of the onfederate States prior to
the passage of this law, be, and the same are
herehy, sequestrated by the Confederate Htates of
America, and sball be held for the full indemnity
of any true and loval citizen and a resident of
these Confederate States, or uther person aiding
gaid  Confederate States  in  the prosecution
of the present war hetween said Cou-
federate Htates and the United XNiates of
America, and for which he mm{ sulfer any lues
or injury under the net of the 'nited States to
which this act is retalistory, or under any otber
act of the United States, or of any State thereof,
authorizing the seizure oOr 0D scation of the
property of citizens or resideats of the Confede-
rate States, and the same shall be pelzed and dis-
r:nd of as provided for in this act: Provided.

POSITION OF THE FORCES IN WES-
TERN VIRGINIA.

As much interest ks fclt in the movements in
Western Virginla, it {s & matter of interest that o
description should he subjoined of the various
points st which respective farces mre stationed, ac-
cording 10 the last telegraphic advices. Theee
stats that Geveral Reynolds has ati presest part
of his forces .at Elkwater. This is a very seml]
bamiet oo the Elk river. The sources of this riv-
er interlock with the bendwaters of Abe Little
Eanawba and those of the Monongahela. 1t puts
into the Great Kanawha at Charieston, whers the
great salt works of Yirginia are.

Part of Gen. lee's forces lie at Greenbeier
bridge and Elk mountain. This bridge crotees
the Greenbrier rirer, A stream which, when it
unites with New river, forms the Great Kanawha.
Elk mountsin is part of a spur which, putiing off
from the Alleghanies, forms the bighest groupd
between KL and Greeubrier rivera, and is nearly
midway between them. They both fiow in
southwesterfy* direetion, and’ ate, at the points,
pamed, viz : Eikwater and Greenbrier Springs or
Bridge, about 16 miles apart.
