FURTHER FROM THE SOUTH.

We gire below further iﬁwmting ¢xtracts from
Southern papers.

AFOTHER CARUOD OF ARME.

It gives us great pleasure o ansounce that sno-
ther steamer has arrived in a Southern port from
Eagland, laden with arms and mauoitions of war
for the Conlederate Uovernment. Tbhis intelli-
gence was received here yesterday. The vesoel it-
se!f, we understand, as well ap the cuargo has been
purchased Ly the Goversment.

Her cargo consists of from eight to ten rifle can-
non, which were origieally intended—tell it not
in Gatb!—for the Federal Government; 2,800
stand of arme, a large yuantity of powder for can-
non, large quantities of blackels, overcoats, navy
and army stores, saddier’s tools for artillery par-
poses, suflicient to equip four Lattalions. She
also bLrings a large quaotity of medicine and as-
sorted goods. :

The \eseel cost about $200,000. Her engines
are very powerful; her carrying capacity is about
1,600 tons, and she was uvne of the swiflest steam-
ers in British waters. There is nothing on Amme-
ricap waters that can cupe with her where she
shows ber heel. She carries a heavy armament,
as the Yankees will some diay learn.— RicAmond
Enguirer.

ARRIYAL OF TRE FINGAL.

Qur readers will remember an article which we
copicd trom the N. Y. Herald a week or 90 2go,
in which Beonett expressed considerable curiosity
to know what the Fingsal was going to take rifled
cannon, arrcs aod munitions of war to the west
coast of Africmfor.
