FROM WASHINGTON.

Wannixcron, Oct. 15.—Yesterday afternoon a
detachment of the 1 ith and 49th New York regi-
meuts, under Uol. MQuade, made a reconnots-
sance two and a half miles from Falls Church, on’
the line of the lLeeshurg turnpibe. They vainly
endeavored to draw out a party of Confederutes
who were conoealed in the wouds, There was
some sharp firing on lwth sides, but certainly
without injury to any of our trovps.

The Confederutes this aftennoun burut the house
of the widow Childs, situated abwut half.-way be-
tween Falls Church and lewinarville, to the right
of the Lexzhur: Turnpike. A party of ten of the
14th regiment went thither 1o axertsin the (suse
of the vonflagration, when they were surrounded
by a largely superior force of Confederntes, bat
by the prompt oxe of their rifles, killiog two of
the enciuy, they xafely emauped. The Confeder-
ates s00n after advanced thetr pickets somen hat
beater to our lines.  Protectiun basg been prom-
ited 10 the estate by the administrutor, who it in
the Confederate utiny.

Mr..Rarrett, the father of Mrx. Chilils, has a fine
residence in that vicinity, and it is apprehended
the enemy will aleor dewiroy i1, as be is known to
be a Unon man.

The sunbuoawt Yanker arrived here this after.

the new workh at Shipping Point, on the lower
side of the Quantico, which bad 1the effect of awuk-
ening the Confelerate battery, which did oot re-
spond, hut prejured its zups for the Seminole,
which was but & short distance in the rear of the
Pocaliontas.

The officer of the Yaukhce was 6 or 8 miles dis-
tant, and witnewsrd the ezchanse of shuts betneen
the battery and the seminole, and through his
alase distinctly saw the bursting of her shells. It
is supposed that both the vessels, which were
loaded with atores and ammunition, hase gane
on their way without further olntruction.

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THE BATTLE OF GREENRBRIER.

The Richmood Eiaminer contains the official
report of General Jackson, giving a detailed ac-
count of the attack made on 1he 34 instant by the
Federal forces upoan the pogition of the Confeder-
ates.  Afler giving the positions occupied, as well
as a description of the firingr on both sides up to
the time of the retreat, he says of the Federal
troops:
Distinctly could their vfhcers he heard, with
words of mingled comnmand, remonstrance and
entreaty, atterapting to rally their battalions into
line and to bring them 10 the charge; but they
could not be induced to re-form their bhroken
ranks, nor to emerge froin the cuver of the woods
in the directiou of our fire. Rapidly, and in dis-
order, they returned into the turnpike, and soon
therenlter the eatire forve of the enviny —artillery,
tofantry and cavalry —retrented in confusion along
the road and adjicent fields, leaving behind them,
at different points, pumbwrs of their killed, puns,
knapsacks, canteens, etc., etc.  Among other tro-
phics taken were a stand of Vnited States colors,
which are held subpxt 1o the order of the com-
manding (General,

This engagement laated from aevenin the morn-
tng to half-past two in the aftetnoou, at which
time the enetuy, who had come with artillery to
bombard and demoralize us, with infantry to
storm oar camp, with ¢xraley to rout and destroy
us, and with four dags’ cooked ratinns in his
haversacke, to prosecnte a rapad march etther 10-
wards Staunton or towards Huatersville, mas in
precipitaie retreat back to his Cheat Mountain tast-
ness,  And it s cenainly s matter not unwurthy
of mention, that while it hest insolent ads ances
were foeived waith dehant cheers, runming from
one end o the other of our ine, he was permitted
10 tahe s departure under the simple reports of
our pieres, hnng upon him w long az he can-
tinund within their range.

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THE CHARGES AGAINST GENERAL
FREMONT.

The Hoston Adeertiser gives the following ex-

tracts from a private letter, dated 8t. Louis, Oct.
8th :

There pever was a more seaseless outcry than
that recently raised against Gen. Fremont. le
has done all that human energy could sccomplish
under circumastances of the utmost dificulty and
einbarrassment. | have bad good opportunity of
knowing the facts of the case.

the publication of a hand-book of information re-
karding Indian coton, compiled from every avail-
able source, whether [ndian Parliamen-
tary blae books, scientific tras ori n~-
dent works on the suhject. At present the only
trustworthy books to which the pablic enn refer
fur information are the reports of the Select Com-
mittee of 1833, and the volumes of Nr. Alexan-
der Mackay and Mr. John Chapman, issued ten
y ears ago.

The discumions of the past six months have
ended, ai they begin, in ng usanimous opiniot
that the export of sufficlent cotton from India is
werely a matter of price, and that price is largely
A questitn of romds. When a pound of cotion
fetcbes as much in Calcutta as it would in Liver-
wol, there is no inducement to send it home.—

be question to be determined is, whether we
shall wait til! Manchester is compelled by dire
hecessity to give us a higher price, or set to work
o redycr the coat of production and couveyauce
to port and improse the quality. The former
mnhl}' s indefinite. The latter is p0 much in
our own hanids that it at once recommends itaell
as the one which should be adopted. Could » re.
ductivn be effectnsl in the price at which ceotton
can be laid dowo in England, an immediata snd
incalculable itnpetns wonld te imparted to Lhe
exporl. A large quantity of even such cotton as
we are 00w sending would he a benefit ta the
manulacturets of Manchester, as well as to the
producer and expories bere. To raiee a hetter
quality of the article would oertainly be desimble,
but this i1s ali ¢nd that canngl he aitajpned.i
day. 1t will be many years txforr there are suffi.
cient Eurvpenn planters in India to give 2 new
name to Ixlian cotton, and it may be many he-
fure the natives will adopt any other system of
cultivation and preparation of the staple than that
which has been handed down from generation to
generation, even though Lord Ellenborough's
chimerical acheme were adopted. /

If the most effectual method of incremsing the
trade is to reduce the cost of carriage from the
colton rowing pravioces, we must agree a8 to
the chespert ipude of transport, and then consider
how thal mny souvnest be rendered available.
However valuable railways may be as chanbels
fur the mid convevance of gouds from one place
to auutlier, they will never absorb one-tenth of the
traffic which the cotton-trade must create. At
present their rutes are oo hi?h.
