Captain Hollins is & native of Marsland, born
in Baltimore on the 20th of September, 1799, —
He entered the United States Navy as a midshiy-
man on the Ist of February, 1814, His first ser.
vice was on board the sloop-of-war FErie, Captain
Ridgely, built in Haltimore, which attempted to
run thd Sritish Liockade at ()14 Point Comfort or
Caby § but was for lo retarn to Balt-

Krie, marched to the defence of Washing

was assigned with the others to Fort W ton.
After this be was on board the United States ship
President, under Commodore Decatar, when she
was captored by the British ficet. Ile remained
in Bermuda as a prisoner of war until peace was
restored. His next service was in the fleet under
Commodore [lecatur, which was sent to the
Mediterranean after war had been  declared
against the Algerines. While on this «ruise an
Algerive frigate was captured, and Commodore
Decatur presented him witha Turkish sabre (one
of those taken with the frigate,) for the hravery
displayed by him oo that veeasion. Peace
being again restored, he was for some time
engaged in an East India merchantman.
Afterwards, as captain of the Cyanne, he
obeyed the orders of his (Government in hombard-
ing Greytown. About ten months ago he was
ordered to the frigate Susquebanna, and sailed for
Vern Cruz, but about the time of his arrival there
was overtuken by orders to join the Mediterrane-
an squadron, which he did, While there he re-
ceived other orders to return home, and two hofirs
afterwards his vessel was under way. As ' he
Railed into New York Le received orders for Bos-
on, o which port be repuired, arriring abont the
Gth of June last. He immediately resigned his
commizsion ar Capwin in the U S, Navy, and re-
ceived notice from the Navy Depariment that his
name wan itricken from the list.  Alaut the 9th
of June he arrived in Baltimore, and on the 15th
of the xame month was in Virginia. e had been
in the U, N, Navy a little over fortv-seven vears,
of which time thirteen and a half years were spent
at aea, aned the remainder in land service; having
been sone Years in comimand of the Pepsacola
Navy-vard, and also at Sachett’s Harbor, from
which pozition he was orderad to the Susquehan-
pa on hit Iast eruise.  Previons o tyking rharpe
of the Pensacola Navyesard, he had :pent some
titne on hoard the Saviannah, on the Pacific coant,
A few dayw atter he tendered  bis resigpuation, or-
ders fur his arre-t were ixsued by the Government,
hut he suceeeded in eluding the officers in ~esrch
of him.

Tax Casx ov Gen. Fremoxr.—J1 i~ evident
from the tollowing special despatch to the New
York Tribune that Gien. Fremount has lwen anub-
bed :

Offidal adrices have been received here to the
effect that the Secretary of Wat returped to St.
Louis last night trom his vicit to Gen. Fremont.
Rumors followed him that, while at Tipton, be
delivend to GGen. Fremount an order from General
Scalt directing hin to aurrender his command 1o
the officer next to hism in authority, namely, to
Major (ieneral Hunter, aud to report by leiter to
Washington. But the rnmor is not well founded,
When the Cabinet is fully adrvised of the facts of
Gen. Fremoaot's militaey admiuvistration, fin:d ac-
tion upon his eavwe wil! promptly be taken. (Gen.
Fremoat has 10,000 men in and around Tipton.—
e apnot move them, though, for want ot trang-
portation and provisions. \Within hisentire com-
maod he has 70,000 troops.

Before leaving St. Louis thas tnorniny, the Neoe-
retary of War, by letter, ordered General Fre-
munt to divuntinee, as onneces-ary, his feld
works around the city, and that which he is
erecling ut Jeflerson City; to suspend work on
the harracks he iz butlding near his nwidence for
hit body guard of 300 cavaley, and ordered him
to employ all the monpey in the hundy of the dis
hursing ofheers to the parment of the current ex-
penses of his army in Missouri, and 1o let all his
dehts in St, louia, amounting to 34,500,000, re-
main unpiid natil they can be properly examined
and seul to Washington for settletnent. He also
oriddervd that the disbursng ofticers should dis-
burse their funds and pot transter them to irre-
sponsible agzents, person< who do not hold rom-
miwiony from the President and are not uynder
bonds; und he further ordered that hereafter all
contracis, necrnsury 10 be e, be made by the
regular disbur-ing officer of the army. Gen, F.

not bear the Prendent’s signatare, and that Pay-
master Andrews has besn reghaliy tasteue ted no
to make such pavments.
