RUMORED REMOVAL OF GENERAL

McCLELLAN.

Reports of the contemplated removal of Generul

McClelian have been cutrent for several days, and
now reach uvs in shapes which scem to forbid the
idea that they can be the creations of unwarranta-
ble gossip. Howerer unwelcome the subject, we
are comjelled to potice it, that we may in due
titne do our share, an exponents of public opinion,
in making known the feeling excited by the sog-

gestion of itsa motiver, and §ts probable results,
should the act he consummated. The allegation
is, that General McClellan is to be superseded by
General Halleck, now on his way from Califoraia
to Washington; that the change has been mainly
instigated by a relative of the latter, in General
Scott's stafl: tbat Grneral Scott will retire from
the service, on Halleeh = assumption of McClellan's
command ; that the measure has the approbation
of a leading member of the Cabinet., Such are
rumors. Their source it certainly Washington.
Their bearers are neither few vor quite insignifi-
cant men. We cannot, therefure, 1gnore their ex-
istence; although, with no more knowledge of the
reasons prompling such a proceeding than the
public peoemlly possess, we regard its possibility
as oo monstrous for belief.  Respect for the good
sepse of the Administration Jdemands this expres-
xion, in 1the absence of any conceivable caure, for
degrading an ofticer who enjoys the supreme con-
fidence of the nation.

It is worth while to recur to the circumstances
under which McClellan was called to his prosent
post. The country had heen staggered under the
disaster of Bull Lun. Gen. Scott confesscd a
prievous mirtahe, The Administration wus ap-
jralied by it.  The army of the Potomac was de-
moralized.  Confilence wus bowed down in
rhame and coufusion, The ['eople, still remdy
to take arms and rush to the rescue of the Capital,
fell, nevertheless, that a new chicf was needed,
who could not only coungzel, but act; not only
plan canmpaigns, but lcad troops; not only pen
orders, but handle a sword. In this crisiz, there
was hut one siogle name smony twenty millions
of freetnen which made their hearts best with
fresh hopes and sterner resolves; but one name
which rose to every lip. Every eye, as by asingle
impulse, turned to Western Virginia; every vuice
called for the soldier, alike prudent and intrepid,
vigurous and victorious, whose success in that
fiell had saved the honor of vour arms. The
I’resident ooly answered the universal demand of
the country when he brought McClellan thence to
head the army of the Potomac. What he found
that army, snd what he found the defences of
Washington, and what share be has had in
bringing both to their present condition of ef-
ficiency, are matters too familiar and too import-
ant to be suppresard, when the question is raised
whether lie shall contioue the work so nell bepun,
or whether another shall reap the bharvest which
he has laborivusly suown,

This is a personal pointin the issue, and if
there were none other, common justice rquires
thut it ahould Le scrupulously regarded. If Gen-
era] McClellan has proved himself unfitin any
particular for the vast trust confided to him, the
country is entitled to know it at once; and if Uen.
Halleck has proved himself poisessed of qualitien
wanting in McClellan, the latter must surrender,
however much his feelings or reputation may
suffer. But thus far no evidence is even hinted
in these respects. Whatever we know of Halleck’s
merits, we know pothiug to warrant the supposi-
tion that nature or opportunitiea have made him
more competent for the cornmand of a great army
than llr{IL:lIln* And without disparagement of
the tormer, we do also know that the current of
circumstances has carried the latter into the lood-
tide of popular favor; and what is of still more
importance, into the respect and relinoce of his
cotire command.

Now, such being the fact, itis impossible to
overestimate the importance of this sentiment, or
the bazzard of any unwarranted shock toit. If
the President and his adrvizers have been ap-
proached with solicitations to supersede General
McCletlan, let them bLeware how they entertain
them, and bLe sure of the motive. Few are 30
patriotic or magnanimous as to be able to sup-
press professional or political jealousies or aspira-
tions, when public goud or the success of & rival
demands the sacrifice.

No tatter, therefore, what be the position or
infuence of him who would counsel McCiellan’s
removal.  Stll, we cannot beliere that the Presi-
dent, who is su patriotic and s0 devoted to the
cause, can entertain the thought., The demnand
for any chauge in the leadership of our ary 13
repudiated, as we broadly assert, by the whole
loyal Uniun. Its very mention has stirresd up the
profoundest anxiety: and should the rumor ripen
into truth, unless aupported by evidences of jus-
tice and necesszity, w8 patent as the circumstances
which rummoned McClellan from his glorious suc-
ces2 in Virginia to the reform of the routed army
of the Pototnne, there will arise such a cry of in-
dignation a2 no outrage tw popular feeling has
ever vet evohed in our hiztory, We cannot ex-
pect that the Lead of our Government will escape
the troubles of nbals and intrigues besetling
eviry other. But we Jdo expect that no man's
age. service, popularity or pretensions, however
bached by faction «hall command the influence
to e the Administration inte any such prave
experimient upon the temper of cither the people
of the army a2 s now foreshadowed.

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THE BATTLE OF BALL'S BLUFF.

A CORRECTED NARRATIV L.

iy ——

The following statement, prepared by Colonel
Young, of the Army, who was at the bhattle of
Ball's Blufl, being a clear and corrected narrative
of the fight, we thick worthy of insertion. Col.
Young confesses that Haker had under his com.
mand four regiments, with five pieces of artillery
—and the official returns of the wounded prorve
that there was a small cavaley force. The Rhode
[slanders Lave been very untucky with their bat-
teries in this war. They lost all their artillery at
Bull Run, and met with the ssme misfortune on
Monday last. Col. Young, after stating their
difficultiea in crussing from Harrizon’s [tland to
the Virginia shore, continues:

It was 12 M. before our fital company landed at
the foot of the bush<overed precipive which rises
abruptly over vue hundred feet frum the niver
bed on the further side of the river. Four hours
more had elapsed Lefore the Jast company anded.
Sections of the Second Rhode 1s1and Rattery, com-
prising two howitzers, 1wo field smooth-bores,
and one rifled gun, went over with us, the men
dragging them up the heights with great difficul-
ty and spint.

All this time icregular fighting was yoine on
abuve. It scems that Colonel Devan had in the
morning moved with a sroal) detachmwentin the
direction of Leesbury, shortly after his forces had
croaed, had advanced one mile, there met the enc-
my's skirmishers iu fecble foror, and had retired
to the brow of the bheights,  Befure this the quar-
termaster of the Massachuset 5 Fiftcenth had gqone
alone to a puint within a mile of the cillage, Aad re-
turpgd, crossed tAe river, and reported to (General
St tha’ there was no Aostile furces in that resion.
But after (o). Devan fell hack his men were
placed in a semi-circular clearing, or natural for-
est-opening, covering five or six acres, with its
base resting on the edge of the huights, and Haok-
ed and fronted by foreat. The enemy, becoming
bolder, advanced in scattered parties to the edge
of these woods, and from 10 A M, till 4 1" M,
kept up arandom, annoying fire upon cur men.—
The latter sheltercd themselves as well as they
could, lying just below the ridge, apd awaited re-
inforcements.

At 4, then, our whole furce had crossed and az-
ceuded, Colonel Baker and stalf with the rest, and
the troops were suffering somewhat from the con-
cealed enemy’s fire. Many had dropped and been
carried down the hill. '

We asked Colonel Baker what he thought of af-
fairs. le #aid that he thought we had a2 good
position; could fall hack for shelter behind the
ridge.  **Yes,)”' said we, “*hut what’s in those
woolds?’ He unswered: *1 think the enemy
are concraled on vur right.”' A private had re-
ported that there was no force on the left, but a
deep ravine, hidden by the wouds. We then pro-
posed sending skirmishers to make a recon-
noizance oo the right, and Captain Markoe, Se-
cond Licutenant Williaing, and myself advanced
with Compantes A and D of the California Rugi-
ment. Company A gutin front on rising ground,
in skirmishing order, Company [ followiny in
line.

The California battalion, to make the story
clear, were drawn up on the left of the open ficld;
the Massachusetts Fifteenth and Tammany on the
right, and the Massachusetts Twentieth nearer the
centre. Col. Coggswell took charge of the artille-
ry. Only four guns were planted in the field, the
rifled gun bavingz been hauled up atihe wrong
place, and being aflterward scized by the enemy
and spiked.

W ben our skirmishing companies had reached
the edge of the woods, suddenlf the enemy, hith-
erto concraled, rose with a yell and fircd a volley;
then began fighting in their usual manner; first
giving a yell and volley; then loading and firing
at will for a few minutes; then ceaiing an equal
time; then giving anuther yelland volley; and so
on, pouring a murderous fre into our little band
for the space of hallf an hour. The whule woods
around swarwed with thetn,  They had no artile
lery and no cavalry. Our Rhode lilanders, ex-
cept the officers, deserted their guns, but Coloned
Baker, Licutenant Colonel Wistur, Colonel Coyys-
well, and Adjutant Harvey manned the battery and
ﬁrrJ the guns themaclves, mided by Company G,
First California, led by the gallaot Captain Beiral.
(The latter was conspicuous for bravery through-
out the action; i3 wounded, but not dungerounly,
and is now rafe on Maryland ground.)

We kept up both » mushetry and canoon fire as
well a3 we could, but hult the time we could not
see the cuewy, and bisdischarges were thinoing
our ranks; still most of the mon stood firm and
acted bravely. The enemy’s volleys nd yells
incrensed in loudness, aud it wax evinlent that
reinforcements were potring in to s and. Capt.
Stewart, Gen. Stone's adjutant, came on the field
with the cheering stateweut that Gen, Gsorman
would shortly supportus. At 5] P M, we held
a council of war, and resobved to stund our ground,
Gen, Baker ordering me to o for renforcouents,
By this time Cogpswell wag woundel—\Widar
had fallen. Theencmy were growioy more danng,
rurhing vut of the woods, takiny some prisoners,
and tiring Lotly.

Just then a Confederate oflicer, 11ding & white
Lorse, catne out of the wood. and bechoned 1o ue
to come forwarl. Col. Baker thought it was Gen.
Jobinston, and that the cuciny would meet ug in
open ight,  Part of ovur column chiarged. Baher
cheering uton. when a temendous ouset was
made by the Coufederates. Cae man e for-
ward, pne anted i revolver at Daker, and tired all
its «harges at i, Our gallant leader feil, and
at the sanee woment all our lines were driven
back by the ovarwhelming torce opposad to them,
But Captain Beiral, with hig company, tought his
way back to Col Haker's body, and rescucdat,
hrought it along to we, and thona general retrest
culih noed.

It was sruve qut peut’ 1 ot the Colonel s bandy
to the gland before the worst of the rout, and
then, looking to the Virgina shote, aw snuch 4
spectadle as ne tongue can de~ctibe.  Uhnr entire
force e were rotreatiny, tumbhing, tolhing, loap-
ing down the steep baights e coemy tollowing
the, hidhing, aod takiog prisooers, Col. Pevan
left bis commuand, aud awain the river on horee-
back. Colonel Cogppswddl, atter unavailing bra.
very, had ordered the retreat himaclf, but. Iang
woundaod, was taken.  The oue bBoat in the Vir-
ginia channel was ppecdily filied and sunk. A
thousand men thrunged the turthier bank.  Mus-
kets. coats, and everything were thrown aside,
and all were desperutely teving to escage,

All was terror, confusion, and dismay. A cap-
tain of the Fifteonth Massachusetis at ooe moment
charged gailantly up the hill, leading two com-
panies. who still had their arme, tnrnlt the por-
suing foe. A moment later and the same officer,
perceiving the hopelessness of the situation, wared
a white handkerchief, and surrendered the main
hody of his regiment. Uther portions of the cul-
umb surrendered; bat the Coofederates kept up
their fire upon those who tried to and many
not drowned in the river were shot in the actof
awimming.

Night cameon. At R P. M. all of our band
whose fortune it was to retarn had landed oo Har-
ruon’s Island, aad the fire from the Virginia
heights had ceased,

The Confederates took all our guns but one.—
When 1 lefl yesterday they bad shouted to us, tell-
tng us to come over and take away our dead sons
of b——4 under a fiag of truce; had also mounted

our own guns on the heights, and warned us to
leave the island in four hours.

IPATRIOTIENM AND FASATICISN.
The contest hetween Patriotism and Fanaticism

is 8til] going oo among the people of the North.
The consersative element of the people with the

(Governtent is prosecuting the war agaiost relel-
lion to restore the Union as it was under the

(Constitution, while the fanatics fight for the
emancipation of the negro slaves of the South, re-
gardlons of what becaine of the Union. This con-

test places the North in an anomalous poeition,

and if the fanatics persist in their insane schemes
it might rreult in dividing the North agaiust
itself and in placing patriotic citizens and the
fanatics in bostility to each other.

The only safety of the Government lies now in
preserving its integrity according as it was insti-
tuted by the Constitution, and in treating as il
enemy and the enemy of the Union every element
of discord, every person and newspaper which ad-
vocates any unconstitutiooal or illegal paolicy in
the conduct of the war, or which advocates war
for any other purpuse than the restoration of
Union under one Government between the North
and South. The moment the Governmeant finds
itself drifting into any other course than this, no
matter by what motive induced nor by what im-
pulse impelled, it should stop short in its career,
and take new bearings. The mission of the Gor-
ernment is to preserve, if it can, the Union. If it
finds that it is not in its power to do this, it should
not so conduct itself for the sake of being aveny-
«d upon ils encwics as to destroy the liberties of
those who remained loysl to the Constitution.

One thing might be suggested to the considera-
tion of the Goveroment. If it has the power to
suppress newspapers which ap to it to be in-
imical tu the public weal, why should it not refuse
the use of Governmnent facilities for the cirrula-
tion of such pernicious newspapers as the Chicago

Tribune and all of its ilk which persist in the ad-
vocacy of the policy of prosecuting the war for the
emancipation of Southern slaves. The Adminis-
tration should not leaveitself open to suspicion on
this point, and if it suppresses by arbitrary power
a class of newspapers :{!;nmd to its war policy be-
cause of its presumed ponconformity with the
Coustitution, it cannot without leaving itself open
to saspiciva, encourage the existence of those other
newspapers which assume to spesk by authority
and make the avowal that the object of the war
as conducted by the Government is the emancipa-
tion of slaves and not the preservation of the
Union.—Dubugque lHerald.
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POPE'S NTHYDY.
Hawthorne, in an article entitled “‘Near Ox-
ford,'" in the Atlantic MontAly, thus describes the
place where Pope translated Homer:

At one corner of the tower is a circular tower,
within which a narrow staircase, with worn steps
of stone, winds round and round as it climbs up-
ward, giving access 10 s chamber on esch floor,
and Goally emerging on the Lattlemented roof.—
Ascending the turret stair, and arriving at the
third story, weentered a chamber, notlofty,tbough
ovcupying the whole area of the tower, and light-
ed by & window on each side. It was wainscoted
frum floor to ceiling with dark vak, and had a
little fire place in one of the corners. The window
panes were small, setin lead. The curiosity of
the toum is, that it was once the residence of Pope,
and that he bere wrote a cunsiderable part of the
translation of Homer, and likewise, no douln,
sotue of his admirable letters. The rcom ouce
cuntained a record by himself, scratched with a
diamond on vne of the window panes (since re-
toved for safe keeping to Nusehanm Courtuey.
where it was shown me), purporting that he hadl
Lere finished the fifty book of the “‘1liad’’ on such
s day.

A poet has a fragrance about bim, such as no
other buman being is gifted withal; it isinstructi-
tle, and clingsfor evermore to everything that
he has touched. 1 was not impressed at Blenheim
with any sense that the wighty Duke still hauted
the place that was creatad for him; but here, nfter
a ceutury and & half, we are still conscious of the
presence of that decrepit little figure of Queen
Anue's time, although he was merely & cisnal
guest in the old tower during ooe of two zummer
iwonthe. Howeser brief the tupe and 2light the
connection, his spirit cannot be exercised so long
as the old tuwer rtanda.
