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GEORGE B. McCLELLAN.
George B, M(Clellan was Lorn in Philadelphbia
og the 3d of Dexmber, 1826, his father being an

eminent physician of that caty, At the age of six-
teen, of in 1542, be entered the West Point Acad-
emy, and in 1846, at the age of twenty, was grad-
gated second iu s class. Un the 13t of July of
that yenr he was brevetted second lieutenant of
engineers. By an act of Congress passed during
the Mas previoun, a company of sappers, minets,
and pontoniers was added to the engineer curpe,
aod in this company Gen. McUlellan was comninis-
sioned,

Brevet Brigadier-Genrral Totten, Chiel Engi-
neer of the nrmy commanded by (3eneral Seott be-
fore Vera Crug, epenks of NcClellan's genius and
energy in that company in the highest terms.
His exertions in druling the recruits who came
into his vommpany to be prepared for the arduous
labors ot the Mezicnh war were indefatigable.

Pruring the war this company was reduced to
forty-fire effective men and two officers—one of
whom wag McClellan. He it repentedly moention.
ed in connection with the corpa as exhibiting
patience and ahility. His company never once
loat its discipline, and performed some of the most
toilsome duties of the war under very trying cir-
cumstancex. General Totlen makes espevial men-
tion of the labors performed by McClelian Lefore
Vera Uruz. Hespenks of him as “‘animating his
corpt by his own devotion and zeal,”” of “the
uusurparsed inteiligence and zen] with which he
took hie ghare in the dirction of the siege.™’

At Coutreras, McUlellan war selected with an-
other enpineer to recotinuitre the strong breast-
works of the enemy. They hed thetr horsesshot
ander them, and harely escages]l capture by the
Metican picketa. When the action commenced
McCleilan was with Mapruder’'s battery  While
1t wan st'l] doing splendid duty, its commander,
Callender, waswouunded. M Ulellan immediately
took cominand of 1t, and managed it until it was
entirely disabled, mith such success as to anstain
all its previous reputation.  General Twiggs im-
mediately presented hia vame for promotion to
(eneral Scott, and, after showing consummate
hravery 1o the action of Churubusco, which took
place next day, he was brevetted First Lieutenant.
In the next battle, Molino del RHey, bis lebavior
was so gallant that he was elevated to a Cap-
taincy. He declined 10 received it, and continued
Lieutenant ou the day ot Chapultepec, when Gen-
eral Scott mentions bim as ‘‘winniog the admira-
tion of all about him.'" [e was the first to enter
the .Alameda with a company which he command-
ed, and duriog the day of the assault repulsed a
body of Mexicans greatly outnumbeging bis own
corps, with a loss of twenty to the emgmy.

He cuntinped in active service from the com-
mencement of hisa company's orgapigation until
Gen. ¢ At occupied the city of Mezico. He re-
turped from the war with the rank of captain and
the command of the company, now greatly sug-
inented, nfupr-u, miners, and pontoniets.
tween 1848 and 185] he transiated from the French

a manual of bayonet exercise, which has become
tbe text book of the army.

In 1351 he superintended the construction of

Fort Delaware. o 1852 heexplored the Red riv-
er, under Capt. Marcy, and suzveyed the harbors
and rivers of Texas as senior engineer on the staff
of Gen. Percifer Smith.

In 1853 McClellan was employed on the survey
to ascertain the best route for a ratlroad between
the Mississippl and the P'acific~—also in the explo-
ration of the forty-seventh aud forty-ninth par-
aliels of north latitnde. His report galned the
commendation of Jefferson Davie, then Secretary
of War.

For three years more McClellan was very vari-
ously employed. After executing a secret setvice
commission io the West Indies, and receiviog a
commission in the United States Cavalry, he was
appointed one of a military commission of three
officers to procerd to the Crimea and Northern
Ruasia, for ub:ervation on the conflict then exist-
ing. and his report on *‘The Organization of the
European Armies, and the Uperations of the
War,'' is thought by army officers a most valuable
work.

In 1857 be resigned his position in the army,
the penceful condition of the country seeming to
demand his services vo longer, to take a plice in
the management of the lllinois Central Railroad
a8 its Vice-President and Chief-Engineer.  After
three venrs of wotk upon that road he became
general superintendent of the Obio and Mississippy
line. lle was acting on that post when the rebel-
lion broke out.  Governor Curtin, of Penngylva-
nia, apyplied to him to undertake the vrganization
of the volunteer fories of that State; but he had
previously accepted a similar offer from Uhio. In
the asserubling of the forcesof the latter State, and
in jlacing them upon efficient war footing, he e3-
hitited so much of 1that determination and origzin-
ality which had characterized his former services
inp Mezico. that he was appointed Major-General
in the United States Army, with the command of
a department, which indnded Ohio and Western
Virginia.

THE SEW JERsSEY NYSTERY.

The mystery which surroucds the murder of
Sigirmund Fellner is being gradually solved. Un
Friday two women, named Albertina Flaum and
Mrs. Marks, were arrested on suspicion of heing

concerped in the crime, and bhardly had the first

menticaed prisoner beeo in the Fourteenth ward
station house a few hours when she committed
suicide. The fact became known to the coroner
vesterday morning, aod oo repairiog to the sta-
tion house it was ascertained that the unfortunate
worman had hanged herself to the iron grating of
her cell door.

The deocensed was evidently afraid to face the
investigation now in progress, and determined to
dertroy herself rather than pubmit to the slow or-
deal of atrial. The police, with remarkable sa-
gacity, traced out deceased and Mrs. Marks ata
time when it was thought impossible almost to
discover any clue to their whereabouts. “The next
thing to do will be to discover the young Jew,
Ratzki, whose absence at this particular time, t0
say the least, is very suspicious. Coroner Jack-
man held an inquest upon the body of decessed
yesterday forencon, when the following testimony
was elicited in relation to the melancholy trage-
dy:—

" Patterson Jolly, being duly sworn, says—I am
a policeman attacbed to the Fourteenth precinct;
decensed was brought to this station-house last
evenjog by detective Farley, for safe keeping;
this morning, at ten minutes past six o'clock, i
foacd her suspended by s handkerchief to the bars
of ber cell; when | found her she had not been
hanging long, as the body was quite warm: life
was extinct, though; deceased was sarrested on
suspicion of murdering a German in New Jtmi.

ir. John Beach testified to the cause of death,
and stated that, from the marks of violence on the
neck of deceased, be had no doubt of her having
committed sgicide by hanging.

The evidence of these two witnesses concluded
the investigation. The case was thereupon given
to the jury, who, after due deliteration, rendered
a verdict of *“‘Suicide by hanging.”

Since the conclusion of the Coroner’s inquest
our reporier has obtained the following addition-
al particulars in relation to the affair:

W hen detectives Tieman and Farley visited Mid-
dletown, N.J., and examioed the corpse of the mur-
dered 1man, they found upon his person a cam-
bric handkerchief, marked ‘‘Albertina Flaum."’
Thiuking that this might afford them some clue
to the whereabouta of the murderers, they pre-
served the handkerchiet, and immediately on their
arrival in the city they commenced & vigorous
search fur Miss Flaum. After runoiog all over
the city for several days they succeeded in finding
the obiject of their search at No. 45 East Broad-
way. She wasin company with her sister, Mrs.
Marks, when the officers eatered the apartment.
The sisters were both arrested and brought before
Seryennt Young, at the detectives’ office, in Elm
street, where they were pearched. Upon the per-
son of Miss Flaum was found a note for 1,000
Francs on the Bank of France, a gold watch and
chain, and viber articles of jewelry, all of which,
she said, had been presented to her Ly Fellner.

The prisuners were then sent to the Fourteenth
precioct station-house, and locked up in separate
cella. They appeared quite cheerful, and no vne
dreamed of such a thing as either of them conteru-
plating suicide. During Friday night pothing
transpired to cause any suspicion in the minds of
the police, and it was not until six o'clock yester-
day morning that they discovered any cause .or
alarm. The doortnan, it appenrs, on visiting the
cells about tit o'clock, was astonished to find
Miss Flaum suspended to the grating of the cell
door. A doctor war in immediate attendance.

man prove) fruitlese,
