THE FELLNYNER MURDER CABE.

The Fellner murder case bas been creating con-
siderable interest in Monmouth county, N. J., duo-
ring the past week, owing to the arrival of Mr»,
Marks, one of the parties sdleged to be implicated
in the murder at Freebold, in charge of the Dist-
rict attorney, A, C. Mclean, Esq. The New York
Herald of yaiterday has the following in relation
to her removal and other incidents:

The prisoner was conveyed from: this city oo
Thursday last, to ether with Mrs. Adolph Swen-
zer and her hushand, the parties with whom Fell-
ner boarded in Bro.kiyn. From the time Mrs
Marks left the house of detention, where she was
confined, she became a complete mamiac, and on
the steamboat it took two or three at time: to hold
her. She was constantly talking of murdered
men and wormen, and several times ascreeched out,
‘I know all,’” 1 koow all."”" Sbe frequently
made desperate efforts to free hersel’ from the
grasp oi those around her, and at one time aame
very near reaching the side of the boat, and
would undoubtedly base thrown hersell over-
Loard had 1ot -everal 'n the stesmer secured bher
in time.

Un onc occasion she became quite calm. and
her attendants sat down beside ber, and while in
conversation she manayged to pick open the mound
she had inflicted on her arm a few days ago,
which, for a time, bled considerably., 1 was,
however, soon bandaged, and proper precaution
taken to prevent a second attempt in the cars,
She talked of nothing else but murders, aond oo
renching the county jail at Freehoeld was com-
pletely exhausted from the excitement <he had
pass 4 through.

Dutiog the evening a trmporary examibation
was held at the county court hiouse, when Mrs.
Marks and Mrs. Xwenzer were committed as wit-
negses to await the action of the grand jury,
which will convene in December next. Mr. Swen-
zer was discharged, as it was found that he had
nothing to do in the case, and knew nothiog that
could warrant his detenticn. Mrs. Marks and
Mrs. Swenzer were then committed to the custody
of Bheriff Smalley,

Mrs. Marks' cell is & room about Hifteen feet
equare, Deatly fitted up. and eversthing that
could be desired furnished; the floor is carpeted;
in one corner is the bed occupied by Mrs. Marky',
in the other the one used by Mrs. Swenzer. The
latter is constantly inattendance with Mrs. Mnuzrks,
and watchesover her with the greatest care. -
ting her first night in prison her mind wandered
considerably, and she would frequently call for
her sister “*Altertina,’”’ the one who committed
suicide in the fourteenth ward atation house., Qg
Friday morning she appeared more easy at mind,
and eat quite a hearty breakfast, During theday
she became quite dermnged again, and while eat-
ing supper atternpted to conceal a knife that was
senit in with her meals under her bed clothes; her

she turned her bead, took it from the place it had
been concenled. Mrs, Marks, howerver, soon dis-
covered her loss, and becume quite enraged, and
it was a coasxdernble time bLefore she could be
quieted. {()o Satarnday and yesterday she was
very feeble, having a secund time managed to pick
opens the wound upon ber arm. She is attended
by Dr. Vougbt, who says she is in a very critical
condition, and that unless kept quiet there are
little hopes of her recovery.

Belore leaviog the city Distr.ct Attorney Ne-
Lenan had & loog conversation with the prisoaer,
duricg which she copsented to accompmny Mr.
McLean to Freehold, and agzreed to make a full
confesgion of all the facts in connection with the
murder. Mr. McLean promised that if she garve
a full statetnent of all ehe knew ar-out the affair
that she would be well taken care of, mud would
be held only as & witness. From what has already
been obtained from her there is not the slightest
doubt but that Ratzski is the murderer of the de-
ceased, and that Mies Albertina Phlaum decoyed
Felloer to the fatal spot where he was murdered,
and thrown into the river., Mrs. Marks stated
that her sister Albertina had been seduced, nnder
promise of marriage, by Fellner, and that when
she found that Fellner was not going to fulfill his
protmise, she told him that his time, as wel] as her
own, would not e lony in this world., He was,
however, induced by Mrs. Marks to give ber
sister seven one hundred franc notes. Ratzski,
who was in the counfidence of the two sisters, is
aaid to have laughed at the idea of their taking
only the abore amount, and zaid that as Fellner
was very wealthy he should be made to give them
twice that sum. What adrice Ratzaki euggested
will undoubtedly be given Mrs. Marks’ confession.
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Tnz Rovar Sras-Hexr.—A Compeigpe corres-

pondent tells the story of the Royal stag-hunt
there in these terms :
