A Peep Inte Fort Warren.

We learn some very interesting particulars
from a grotieman recentiy at Fort Warren, Boston
harbor, the present quarters of our United States

risopers. Tbe Fort is located upon oue of the
islands in the harbor, substantially built of grey
wranite The prize, or parade ground, of Fort
Warren comprises three acres of laod withic the
walls. The first sppearacce, after enterinsg the
fort, is like that of & gipeey camp—the c¢lothes
drying, pots boiling, kc. Se ted by a line of
sentries from the fistterns Inlet captives, Mr.
Barrow and other , the State prisouers, ate 10
be scen vationsly engaged during the pleasant part
of the day. The North Carvlinians are a pitiat.le
pariy—clothed in grey suits of Keotucky jeans,
now severely worn. The trimmings and facings
of maoyv of their uniforws, of black velvet, made
them sumbre cnough. Their hair and beards have
heen permitted to grow iodefinitely, and but little
regard is paid by them to theit personal cleanlivess
—ouly one tooth-brush 1o the regiment. Their
food consists of bean and other vegetable soups,
with good bread and plenty of pork, served up
in the various army styles.

Baltimoreans, Marylanders, and traitors of the
higher order, constitute the aristocracy of Fort

The New York and Boston papers are regularly
supplied, and after reading news and editorials,
the dilettanti discuss the pros and coms of the war,
and pass their time ina comparatively pleasant
mapner.

The wails are received and forwarded by tbe
Colopel commanding of the fort. This ofiice is
the centre of altraction day by day. All Jetters
wiitien by the prisoners are handed bim unsealed
for esamination, and likewise those received are
subjected to the same careful surveillance befure
delivery.

Many of the State prisoners are ten of refine-
ment, and totally unused to ptivations of any
kind, and their sufferings might be imagined rﬁ
be very great. Not 30, howerer, for, as a gent
thiug, they are cheerful, and play divers sorts of
practical jokesd upon hew comers.

The Muyor of Boston nas recently visited the
Fort, with a view of asceriaining the wanis of the
prisoners, as to clothing bedding, &c., determin-
el upon apswering any demand ot humanpity upos
their part.—FPAida. Inquirer.
