Az quickhly as gur Latteries obitained the range
of the cnemy ' ves~ls, %o as to tear upon themef.
fectively, they immediately changed their posi-
tons, and again our attillerizts were compelled to
get their range only by practice.  About halt-
past mue the entire fleet was ob«ervred to more
slumiv, aod in a few moments ten or twelve of
the largest ot the tleet had opensd tire upon both
Forta Walker and Beauregard, delivening their
broadsides alteroately. The firing upon Fort
Walker nas particularly heary, with one contin-
ued whirl of shot and shiells falling into the furt
and knocking down the men in every direction.
Some have salimated as many as fifty shells a
mminute bursting inside the fort at one tine.
