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THE HISTORY OF A SCOUT.
The Centreville correxpondent of the Richmond
Dispatch, writes to that paper the following in-
teresting sketch of Redmond Burke, who, the
correspondent gays, was captured by the Federals
at the battle of Lewinsville, and recently escaped

from their clutches by scaling the walls of the jail
in Washington, While Gen. J. E. 1l. Stuart,
then Col. Stuart of the it Virginia Cavalry, was

in the army of the Shenandoah, he was joined by

Burke and his two sons, all of whom enlistedd in
the cavalry: but the elder was retained as epecial
rscert and guide to Col. Ntuart throongh the
mountainons conntry of Northwestern Virginia.
After coming into the Army of the Potomac,
Burke was retaine] in the game capacity, and
did some good service while our forves occupied
Munzon's Hill., }He was constantly in the aaddle,
and kept the Colouel, then in command of the
outposts, well posted in regard to the movements
of the enemy, and watched every advanang party
with cat like rvigilance and stenlthiness. [ers-
feotly fearlear, and vet poasessing the revuilsite
coulness for a successful scout, he soon becartne a
rreat favorite with Col. Stuart, and when the lat-
ter wns made n Brigadier, RBurtke waas attuchel
inore closely to his person, and because his con-
stant companion in the ekirmishes with the enemny,
at that tite of almost daily occurrence.

During the battle of Lewinaville, on the 25th of
Septemler, (en. Stuart sent Burke to make a re-
connoissaance in a emall patch of wood near by,
where some men had teen reen, and ascertain
whether or not they were the enemy.  Being pwr-
fed-tly confill nt they were our mea, Hurke codeup
te it mithout the proper precantion, and mo inte
an ambiscade, where some hfteen or twenty men
tay hidden. Theyv sprang up and pointed their
guns al him; but st gupposing them friends, be
cried out, “Don't rhoot me, [ know you.””  They
then guthered upon him, and Burke geeing it way
no uwe to strupggle agninat so many, gave himself
up. At that moment a action of the second com-
pany of the Washington Artillery, under Captuin
T. L. Rosser, crme into the field, and placod their
gunsin battery.,  llurke, who had frequently seen
the pallant captain shoot, had no idea of risking

| bie life by standing Lefore his howitzers, and a0

beppeed to be tuhen to the rear,  Ther took him
back across the field: to a spot near Gilbert's house
and there bhe wast met by the Colonel of the New
York Sceventyeninth, who crdered him to dis-
mount,

“That is a fine horie vou have)

than on the dav 1 got him."’

Burke showed them the mark U. 5., on the
hoof, and also the name on the mddle. The
Colune]l was rather nonpluased, but took hix horse
and arms and sent him to Griffin's battery, After
the fight he was taken upon n caisson and earried
to Gen. Smith’s headguarters.  lHere he was close-

The next moroiog an officer took
the handcutfs from bhim, and said they bad been
nut on contrary to orders. The officer inquired
particularly for Geeneral Stuart, and sid he had
known bim well in the old army,

In the tiorpiny Burke was taken to the Provost
Mar-hal's othice,

“Who are vou?” maid he.

While in the Provost Marshal's oflice he sat hy
the window reading anewapaper. A cromd soan
gathered around the house to see the relwl prison-
or, and one fellow looked st him fiereely and s.dd,
re—e-n vou, 1 oshould hike to shiovot you, ' —
Burhes replied that he had no doubt of it but if
ther wan'ld ¢ive bhim a ohimnee he shonld have o
falr tizht, #ither on horsehackh or otherwize,  In-
«ulting rematke wera tuade to him by the crowd
until the oflicer in the room became ashamed of
stich treatment to ow prisoner, and onloraed the
cromd djapersed. Whiie at the headquartera of
G, Smitth e met i man by the pame of Hurns,
orderly serceant of General Staart’s old company
af I'“i-l“i Sttt lerL’UUTI!_ who made VEeryY par-
tienlar inguiries about stuart, and regretied he
ot not Ve with hitn agaan. Hurng said be hald
res iz d oo Stuart on the battie o1} ot the
21.t. ntnd that hiv lose for him was so great that
he cou'd net fight well apain<t him.  If he hal
an opportunity he could not hiurt a hair of s

“‘I desire to know what yon want—what you
are fighting for, and what you intend to do*

“I can only uniwer for wmyielf,’’ was the reply,
‘and wot for others, 1 am fighting for liberty
and against despotism. We have our slaves and
hold them as property. You say slavery is a
curse—we think differently. We find the negro
better off with the white man for a master, and
the history of the world has prosed it.”

““I cannot understand how the nerro can be
more happy a slave than he could if free. You
du not seem 10 appreciate the Llessings of literty.
All men must be free and equal to insure happi-
ness anid progperity to the country.'’

‘1 ree now your feelings,”” said Burke, ‘‘you
are trring to aboligsh slavery and vou are highting
us for this alone. You are trying to destroy an
hernditory institution of the South, and in the at-
tempt you strike at the hearts of the people. You
are mistaken’’

“We do not desire to atolish  the slavery, hut
only to prevent its extension. That should not
make us enemies.”

“*JJut you hare done nlnrr"' ni1d Hl.ltkt', “J'{HI
have nullificd the laws of Coogress; in eleven
States you have passed Personal Liberty bills;
vou have annulled the Dred Scott decision, and
vou have taken from the people the right of the
Aaless corpus.’’

“] know it does, but it gavs, also, every man
shall have a gj«edy trial by a jury; but vou have
refused 1t, the decition of the Supreme Court to
the contrary notwithstanling "'

Burke aava that mlien e told hpn that, nomore
questions were ashed him, and in o short time he
was rent biack to Jail.  There e tound » numiber
of Confislerates mho had been eaptured  Lefore
him. While there he was indebted for cotnforis
to 1the Nouthern prople in Washington, When he
wanted any articles of clothing he told the Keep-
er of the prison, whe immediately ot them in a
itore, requiring a recet in pavyment, and the
ttorekeeper knew where to get his money.  The
Waushington ladies were very kind, At first they
crowded the prisou, but were soon stopped fron
coming. All the money on Nouthern banks was
exchanged for them by the parson who visited
themn alinost daily.  One dav the chaplain, who
was an Nouthern man, told Burke that in Balti-
moere be hald seen $500 00 Uonfederate trensury
notes exchanped for gold at only two per cent,
discount. There were several Yankee prisonera
in the jail and they were very envious of the
attention paid the others. They epoke very Ligh-
ly of our ariny, apd saideverybody ancknowledged
that we had the Lest officers.

Finally an opportunity offered, and Burke, with
the aid of his fellow prisoners, scaled the wall,
and made his escnpe  The full lammed him some-
what, but with ditficulty he managead to hobble
bevoud the sentinels, and took to the country . —
He waa five davain pasting the Yankee pickets,
aird Lad many very narrow excapes. The second
dar out, Burke tecame very hungry, and started
towards a light which Le pn In the distane-, in
order 10 get something to eat.  As he ajpproached
the house he heard aman in<i'e cursing the Yan-
Liees, and he at once knew that was the hotel for
him. Sute enouph, Le met with a good reception
and was concealed until hie foot recovered, when
he was assisted on hiz journev. UOn arriviog at
the Potomac he hapjened to find a few planks
that the high water had thrown upon the bank,
and with the aid of these he swam to the opposite
shore, and stowd once more on Virginia soil.—
From the river Burke ran up to Shepherditown,
and arrived there just in the early evening. The
news spread rapidly that he had returned, and
his friends turned out to give him *‘a wake'' at
the hotel. By some means the Yankees were in-
formed of his eseape and arrival in the town, aad
sent over a party to capture him.

Before they came Burke had gone out of the
village, and was qquartered with a friend, but in
the night the house was surrounded by the Yan-
kevs, who loudly demanded his body.  Haatily
running up stairs in his o bt dress, he way asais-
ted upon the roof of the house by a young Iady,
where he remained hidden until the enemy had
left. The cowanrdly rutliany accused the youug
lady of assisting Burke to excape, and one of them
struck her in the face with hia fist, knocking her
down, and injuring her zeverely., The people of
Shepherdstown tusisted strongly upon his remain-
ing a day or two, hut he refused, aud hurried oo
tu report to Gen. Stuart,  He was received here
with much pleasure, and he now has a seat at the
General's table, and is once more enpgaged in the
daring exploita tncident to the ife of & acout,

One Lttle incident 1« worthy of record.  The
dav before the fight, Captain Manning, Aid to
General Lonyrstreet, grave Burke his spur to put
g new rowel 1n it.  The spur was carried in his
pocket through bis captivity, and the first thing
he did on arriving in Martinsburg was to put a
new rowel in it and on arriving here the spur
was duly returne to itz owner.
