THE LATE PRINCE CONSORT. .
From the Londen Times of [lee. 23,

We cannot tell yvet bow much we bave lost.—
The Prince Consort was the natural bond and
unity of the Hoyal House, When that bond is
broken we all know how soon a family may burst
asunder. Difference of temper, age, and circum-
stance quickly reveals itself, rivalries and jealous-
ies spring up where lenst expected, and to a cen-
tre of loving hearts and strony hands sucered
schism and alienation. The example of the good
long survives their death, but wijll our Royal
Family be safe from even the dangers of such a
change? Union is now the watchword of the na-
tivn, and nowhere 19 it 30 necessary as in its very
hend and fiwus. The way to preserve that nation
is that which the Prince Consort himself has mark-
ed out. It i« modeaty, humility and reserve. It
is 1o assume no greainesy, to subuit to all hono-
raltle cunditions, to find the course of duty, to do
the bext withinit, and to respect the Conrtitution,
even when oneself may be its priccipal victim.  In
thiz wmay the loftiest peraonepyen, with the most
commanding talentsand the most ardent ambition,
tmay lenrn at once to obey and overcome, & ¢
The fittrat homage we can pav to the virtnes of
the Prinee i to pray that his memory may atill
teach and bind those who 8o long 1elt the charm
of b+ prisence, and that the loving hudand and
gool tather may anll be A symhol and pattern of
nnity, first to the Roval Family, then to the whole
realin.  Fortunate indesd are ne that at this mo-
ment, when we are asking long life and happinesa
to Queen Victoria, we may remember that the
first of her rulgects mas also the best, and the
most prominent example of lovalty that was to be
ttnitated,

No retroipect of the Prince Consort’s life and
character would be complete without some notice
of a point of oardinal importance in all estimates
of Rovalty. Till the present reign the principsl
vice of British sovervigns and princes, as indeed
of most privees, has been thriftless management
and reckless e¢xpenditure. d ® * *
I'rince Allart had the full benefit of the national
rejentance on this point. The wisdom which
PPatliamment had learnt by eaperience was shown to
him in good time, and prudent care was taken
that neither for pood nor for evil should he have
much encourasement 1q excess. It was hinted
irdeed that, hould he prose trustworthy, the
generons public wiould tnereage hiz allowanes, —
Such wmas the premium otfered toa moderation
anid virtae, which, evep with thie inddgeement.
nere thought almost imposaitle in s prince. At
the same titne, all the constitutional ‘enrning of
the country was directed to dizcover what s prince
consort was not, ard when for this purpose, the
legal relations of Lushand and wife bad lven care-
fullv transposed, the problem was satisfactorily
solsedd.  The practieal reply, for there was none
other. to this uny-n.'-um.hlr outhreak of j*n]uu!}'
and prejudive was the noblest ever given,

During s period of unparallel private and public
expenditure, when speculation has taken new
winys, when luzury has run a race with pride,
and the pational Exdl equer has heen stormed and
entried a dozen times fur unheard of reguirements,
the Dloynl Family has set a unique example of
cheertul and dignified economy.  Instend of
cominy before Parliament with aschedule of debiy,
askins allownnces for the education of childreu,
or expecting the natien to pay for the whim of a
new palace, the Queen and Proce Albert harve
Jooe nll this themselvea. and more.
