Fry, of Mobile a soung tnan of murh
intelligence, who has just returned from Europe,
who, in addition tu despatches to the President
from our Commistioners, and London papers,
communicntes intellipence of A w06t gratifyving
character in regard to the feeling of the English
people, und the purposes of their Government
tonard the Confelerate States.  Mr. Fry ieft
London on the louth of Noveniber, on hoard the
Liritish st amer Gladiator, baden with 30,1400 Fn-
field ritles, 200 touz of powder, xilirea, piatols,
medicines, surgienl instruments, camp utensiis,
ete.. for the Contederate States. The Oth of this
month the Giladiator entersd the harhor of Nassag,
tor the purpose of coaling. and to receive insitucs
tions ae W the Cunlederate port she should ap-
proach. ©On the secund day after thie United Staten
cuntoat Flambeau maule it sappenrance in the
hatbor, sent thither for the apecial purpose of
interce pling the Gladiator.  There they both lie
now—the Gladiator afruid o yentare out, and the
Flamteau pot daring to lay hamds on her; and
there they ate likely to remain until Great Hritain
enters the ring, when not unly will the Gladiator
he convoyed over to a Confederate purt, Lut the
Flambeau be piched up and brought along with
bLier.
