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THE NEWS.

We have to-day reports from Western Virginia
of the highest interest. An officer of the army
who has just passed through from that section, by
way of Pittsburg, states that the Western Vir-
givia Government (Federal) was in great alarm
oo arcount of the progress the Confederates were
making, and serious sppreheusions were felt for
the safety of the forces under Rosecrans and Lan-
der. The latter General, it is positively afirmed
oa authority deemed reliable, has abadooed Rom-
ney, and hastily retrented by way of Patterson’s
creek into Marsland. The Confederates were
in entire possession of Hampehire, Norgan, and
the other counties bordeting upon Maryland, and
their force and potition wax such as to threaten
an interruption of the communication between
Lander and Backs, The latter, it is surmised,
had received orders to march westward in order
to co-operate with the former, while the Confeder-
ate (everal Jackson, having accomplizhed the
purpose of his demoostration upon Romnpey, and
occupivd the Baltimore and Obio Railroad from
Patterson's Creek to Martiosburg, driviag out the
Federals from that region, was again threatening
Hancock with a force of twenty thousand men,
gignifving the possible intention of interferiog
with the opeeations of General Hanks (Gepera]
Jackson ling certainly developed extraordinary
vigor, and at the expense of very little hloodshed
bas undone the Federal tabor of months.

Frum Washington we learo that itis by no
means certnin that the ensacoln has succeeded in
runping the Confederate batteries on the 'oto-
mac, & rumor from that quarter asserting that
after passing certain poin's the steamer had teen
stopgaed and was surrqunded by batteries aborve
aud below. We shall learn by the Uld Point
buat te-morrow morning whether she has actually
run the gauutlet and arrived st Fortress Monroe.

Our information as to the direction taken by
the Burnside expedition is conflictimg. Certain
parties who nrrived in the boat to-day are quite
certain that it sesterday moved towards the Rap-
pahiapnock, while others are equally as sure that
[t proceeded 1o sea.  Uur owa impression is that
ity furces have been divided and thatits attention
will be directed against Roanoke Island in Albe-
warle Sound, the Southern Key of Norfolk, agaiast
the Iatter city in froot and possibly up the Rap-
pahanoock river. We feel quite sure that the
Government designs assailing o large tumber
of puinls at ovune aud the same time, and a
speedy  advance of the army of the Potosac
towards Cenireville may be pecomsitated.

As_n matter of fact, we
know that the United State® is at present evgaged
in & war of gigantic proportious with the South-
ern Confderneyv—that her naval and military
power enlarged in a few munthsto a degree un-
precedented on this Continent, is being earnest)y
emploved to subudne this same Southern Confed-
eracy, of &8 the Secretary of State might prefer to
phrase it, to bring her back to her former alie-
giance. The Southern Confelerncy must then be
the Lelligerent, and in the crippling and sub-
dning of which the United States {iovernment
has claimed in this official response to Farl Rua-
pell’'s very just demand on behalfof the first marj-
lime nation of the world, to be entitled to the
lawful exercise of belligereut righta.  Who, read-
ing this important Ntate paper, and unacquaint-
el with other State pupers cmanating from
the anine source, and ignorant of the acts of the
United States Government, growing out of her
efforts to subxdue the South, would suspect for an
instant that the pame Government had authorita-
tively announced that ahe wans not a belligerent;
that the Southern Confederncy was not a belliper-
ent, and in & tone ot menace, had asseried that the
recognition by France and England of the South-
ern UConfeterncy as s soverrign State, would pro-
duce war immediately betneen the United States
and the recognizing Powers?  Yet suchan anow-
alous attitude is none the less true.  No one even
moderately acguuinted with the events of the last
aix months can be ignomnt of the unmanly and
upgEeNerous colrse, to use no harsher language,
pursued by the United States Gosernment in re
terence to their prisoners taken in the existing
war. In s spirit of inexcusable littlenees, rather
than seem to recognize the Southern Confederacy
as & belligerent, she has permitted many of her
soldiers aken »s prisoners in tho preseny war to
linger, and some of them to die, in captivity.
And even now, while practically recogniring an
eichange of prisoners, she lacks the dignity to
act in accordance with the rules of war in such
cases, least it might have the appearance of so
official recognition of the Southern Confederacy as
a’ belligerent.  This humiliating inconsiitency is
presented in a still more glaring light, by con-
trasting the State paper upon which 1 have bieen
commenting with another of an earlier date, ema-
nating from the same source. Ina communica-
tion from Mr. Seward to Mr. Dayton, the United
states Minicter at DParis, of the 17th June last,
may be fonud the following paragraphe: —*‘It is
erroneous, 8o far asforeiyn nations are concerned,
tosuppose that any warexisisin the Poites] States
Certainls there canuot e two betligereat Pow-
ers where there is no war. There s here,  ax
there las alwavs been, one political Power,
namely the United States of America, competen!

There is
none other, either in fact or recogniged by foreign
nations. There i8, indeed, an armed sedition
seeking to overthrow the tiovernment, and the
Government is employing militiry and naval
forces to repress it.  But these facts do not con-
stiteete w war prexnting two tbelligerent Powers
and modifying the national character, rights and
reaponaibilitiey, or the characters, rights and re-
sponsibilities of toreiru nations.’ ‘‘What then
Joer Frapce (leim of us that we do not accord to
het? Nothing. What do we refuse to France by
delining to receive the communication scot to us
through the hauds of M. Mercier?  Nothing but
the privilege of teifling us that ae are st war,
when we maintain we are at peace, and that she
is & neutral, when we prefer to recognize her as a
friend."” 18 not this a clear and t-mll.hntir repu-
Jiation of the belligerent character of the United
States?  And yet the right of vidtation and
search, which appertains only to a belligerent, 12
claimed to have been rightiully exercis.d by Cap-
tin Wilkes. Such gross snd palpable inconsis-
tency may be tolerated by the Guvernment which
practiscs it; but will it be sub-mitted to by foretgn
patious?

THE CASE OF TIIE HENDRIC AND
ALIDA.

From the London Times of Dee, 17.

The Awmericaps hiave been unable te extracta
miserable {u guogue from the records of fifty vears
since—from the history of a tilne when neuteal
rights were regnrded but little either by onr great
advermary, Nupoleon, on land, or by ourselves ou
the ocean.

But, singularly encugh, the question which
arires in the case of the Trent had even then tevn
decided. In the infancy of Maritime Law an act
like that of Capt. Wilkes had beer rebuked.  The
case of the “'Hendric and Alida’" is parallel to that
of the Trent, the only differs nee being that it i
much stronger, and the capture far more justifia-
ble, than that of the Trent wonld have been, had
Capt. Wilkes even thought fit to touble bimself
ahout Prize Courts. !n the year 1777, the Dutch
brig Hendric and Alida was cajptured hy & British
ship of war and brought into Yogtamouth The
brig was bound from a port o [lolland to the
Dutch setilement of St. Eustatia.  *‘Sbe was la-
den with a cargo of arme and smmunition, and
she had on hoard as passengers five military offi-
cers, with their servants,

These officers were furnished with commissions
in the rebel army, granted by Benjamin Franklin,
who was at that time actively engaged as one of
the Commissioners of the rhel provinces at
Paris.”” Now, here we bave & veasel Inden with
contraband of war, which was, beyond all doubts,

intended for the provineials, and carryiog, more-

over, five commissioned military officers of the
enemy, actually procreding to the neat of war.—
There could be not the glightest doubt that this
vresse]l was carrying military persons and stores
for n belligetent, and there wasa dtrong presump-
tion that ber real course wad not to St. Eustatia,
lut to rome port of the revolted colonies. Un
theae grounds her condrmnation was asked for by
the king's Advocate. But the Judge of the Ad-
mirmlity Court, after hearing couneel, adjudged
the ship and cargo to be Dutch property, and di-
rected them to be restored, on the ground that
tithe Dutch had & right to carry in their own ships
lo their own colonies or settlements everything
they pleased, whether arms or ammunition, or
any other species of merchandise, provided they
did it with the permiasion of their own luwa.”

But this is notall, Asour learned correspon-
dent, “I}. C. L.,”" wrote to us vesterday, though
the five military officers fraunkiyideclared that they
held commissionsin the Confederate army, and
that on their arrival at St. Enstatia they were to
address themselves to certain agents of the Ameri-
can Congress, who were toforward them onwards
to the Confederate army, yet, as they were pas-
sengers on board a neutral ship, which had sailed
from n neutral port, and was bound 10 another
neutral purt, the proximate deetination of the pas-
sengers was entitled tobe regnrded as aninnocent
destioation, and they were set at literty. It is
impossible 10 imagioe anthing more conclusive
than this ca-e.

Here were netual military officers proceeding to
the seat of war, instend of civilinns who were
coming away from it, a8 in the case of the Trent.
And vet tore than 80 vears ago the Englishin-
terpretation of fut-rnational Law was that these
persuns should be released,  The Law Officers of
the Crown, if-they remember the cnvwe, seem not
to have thought it necessary to dwell upon it,
inastnuch aa they put the matter on a broader
stounl—namely,  the awutnption of Captain
Wilkes of the duties of an Admiratty Judge, and
errcuting bis owo judgmeat on the spot.  But
even it the Trent had teen taken into port we
asould have had reason to romplain of the deten-
tion of the Cominissioners unless it be nllowed
that every Court is to tnake law for ireelf.

hills, runs northwest for many miles, forming &
chanpel for Fishing creek. The valley which this
range of hills thus forms narrows at the river, be-
comes broader as one appruaches Sowerset, until
the hills disappear altogether. Near Somerset, in
this broad valley, General Scluepfl is encamped,
while Zollicoffer, having fortified himsel! oo the
bank of the river and mouoted guns so s to com-
mand the approach, bouth by river and land, pro-
ceeds quiet!y to work the salt mills and cearry on
his pork packing establishmeat. A point south
of the river, known us Mill Spring, is a fine salt
producing region, with open navigation to Nash
vsille by Cumberland river. Zollicufer has teen
engaged also in seizing all the hogs, cattle, sheep,
kec., in Pulaski and adjoining counties, and ship-
ping them in every shape L.y the Cumberland to
Nashviile. It was while engaged in making ob-
servations at this point, for the purpuse of erect-
ing n lattery to command the river, that Captnin
Prime, of General Buell's stafl, was captured and
sent to Nashrille.

MIt. BLAIR'S BILLL.

A bill introduced in the House by Mr. Blair, i
upun the same priociple as one introduced in the
Sepate by Mr. Doolittle, in reepect to making the
direct national tax & lien upoo the several lows and
parcels of land ia the States not assuming such
tax, and in forteiting such lots and parcels of land
to the Government, subject 1o & right of redemp-
tion in favor of loyal men. In addition, Mr,
Biair's bill contains the fullowing provisivns in
resject to the colonization of negroes:

The slaves of rebel masters, taken by vur army,
or brought into our lines, or cominy in voluntari-
ly, shall be protacted, and the rights of rebel as-
ters divested by a summary exnwication of com-
inissioners, and certificate of freedom jssued.

These cmancipated persons shall be hired to
employers leasing Government landsy, or employed
hy Gosernment io public works, or indentured
to sgriculturists or mechanics for a term of five
vears of allover twenty-one, and until twenty-five
vesrs of age of all under twenty-une, reserviog
reasonable wages for their eervice, which wapes
thall go to Gorvernment, to be held in trust for
s1id perzons, and 10 be used in departing them to
Hew Lumﬂ-—the employers to teed, cluthe, and
lodye them properly.

If any State shall emancipate ita slaves, they
shall be taken in charge of the United States and
treated in the satve minnner as slaves taken from
Confrderates. Auny free negroes wishing to emi-
grate shall be deported by Government and pro-
rided for as slaves emancipated under this bill,

The proceeds of the sales of the lands and oth
er property of rebels, and the wages of appren-
ticed and hired persons, shall create a national
fund, onethird to pay the cust of pruviding new
Lomes for emancipated persons and transporting
them thereto; one-third 10 pay the federal tax im-

sed on the rebel States, aund one-third to pay
oy al owners of emxncipated slaves, and the loss-
«8 uof loval persons Ly reason of the rebwellion.

The Prevideat shall acruire in Mexico, South
America, Central Amerien, or islands in the Gulf
of Mexico, lands, or the right ol seltlement on
lands, to which emancipated slaves shall be trane-
ported, ringle persons receiving forty scres of
land, and married persons eighty acres.
