TIHHE DBURNSIDE EXPEDITION.

Were our information positive and official as
to the destination ot the Hurnside Expediton, it
would, of coutse, be our duty oot 1w reveal it;
Lut as the ships are reporied 0 have passed Cape
Henry, bound vutward, and as this must neces-
garily give rise 1o speculntion, there can be no
harm in discussing certain known facts, which
will convey no infurinatians to the enemvy that
the expedition itselt has pot alvendy carried tbem,

The vessels under Commodors (Goldsberough
are intended, it 14 well known, for inland navi-
gation. 1t was conpciured, therefore, that their
destination was one of tuore of _the great streems
ot Virginia. 'That they are not going there at
least now, is elear, for they bave taroed their
prows southward and gone out to sea. We can
hardly be amiss if we prewtume the inland and
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hiallow seas of Albemarle und Pamlico Sounds to
le the aim, and if that be suo they are there
already. Their errand there must e to finish
the work so well begun loor mooths and a half
a0 by General Buder and Commodore String-
hatn, but which, for some reason never yet
e1plained, they abtiandoned on the thresholid.
There is more than one point on that coest at
which the rebellion can be struck a telling blow,
When the Heet enters Albemarle Sound, whether
at one of the nortbhernmost inlets, perhaps the
Currituck, or Hatteras Inlet, it may tizst aim for
Currituck Sound, the outlet of North River.—
North River is connected with Norfolk by the
Albcmarle Canal, and bas been, all Sumwer long,
the convenient back doot of access to that city. —
[t seemna a great while ago since we showel how

very cunvenient this was for the Helels, and how
very inefficient a ULlockade of Norfolk, at the
Capes, was, 80 long as the Sound and this Canal
were lett open for small craft 1o creep in and out,
us they have dupe ever since the war began; hut
we believe, after all, that it 1s only about six
months since we discussed the subject. [t may,
then, be one of the purposes of this expedi-
tivn to close this door eflectually; #nd it is not
impossible that the still more effective measure
may be resorted to of taking the roud that leads
to 1t, and entering Richmond itself in this thack
way. It would certninly be a brilliant, and it
may be that it i3 not an 1mpossible feat. At any
rate that whole southern coast of Virginia can be
threatened and taken possexsion of at  certain
points, whilc other portions of the fleet can preas
un to Pafnilico Sound, and either reluce all East-
ern North Carolina to oledience, or secure its al-
lezriance, as the case may be,

Hut to do thw, Hoanvke [sland, which com-
mands the waters connecting the two Sounds,
muxt first be reduced and held; apd bere, perhapa,
we may hear of rome hard izhting, unless the [s-
land bLe alrendy abaodoned.
