ment for resenting it.  *'When Freedom from her
mountain height,”’ Xc.—wecan't go on with the
quotation in view of this unexampled *‘outrage.”

We might fill our columns with similar speci-
mens of the “‘putriotism’’ and *‘loyalty’’ of the
Trilune. No !{:rm of eamity to the povernment
failed 10 receive its hearty supportand sympathy,
When John Brown made his murderous descent
on Virginia homes the Trihwne wasin its glory,
It praised the murdetrer to the ekiee, endorsed his
acts as among the noblest on record and shouted
in glee at the idea that the Union might posaibly
be dissolved and Virginia driven out. We quote

The report of the Judiciary Committee on the
resolution toexpel Senator Bright, to wit: that
there was po sufficicut cause for such expulsion,
was taken up.

Mr. Wilkinson, of Minpesota, said that on pre-
senting the resolution his regard for Mr. Bright
was influenced by no personal feeling, but the
exigencies of the times imposed on us painful du-
ties at some time. He believed that Covogress
must act up to its duty, and save the country, for
every other department of the Guvernment had
sigually fiiled to act with sufficient courage and
heroismn. Hereferred to the letter of Mr. Bright
addreased to ‘‘His Excrllency Jetf Davin'' on the
1:t of March, 1841, intreducing afriend to Darvis,

Yet the Senatorfrom [ndiana has avowed in the
Senate io the dchate about the adpission of (he
Senator fromn Oregon, that he had done sotbing
which be could nut do over again under the pame
circumeétances. At the very tinie this letter was
written, IDavis was preparing for an attack on the
fort in Boaton harbor, and the Senator from In-
diana Jeuds bis aid to s man who is trying to aid
the rebel Government with a valuable improve-
ment in firrarms.  lie quoted frum thes of
Wigfall and Toowls declaring that the war had
commenced, and contended that Mr, Bright must
have known that such was the case when he wrute
his letter, yet he now assunmes that when he wrote
that letter he did not keow that it was treaponable
o send a valuable improvement in firearms to the
rebels. If there was to be no war why did he
send firearms to the South. He arpued that this
action shows on its face that My, lirigcht was in
complicity and sympathy with the rebels.

Those fire-arms were to le brought into the
field against the brave men of bis owp State, and
shoot down his (AMr, Bright’s) own constituents.
He referred also to the letter of Mr. Bright to Mr.
Fitch, written on the Tth of Septemler, 1861, in
which he g4id he was opponed to the coercive fol-
icy of the Government and Abolitionists, He
(Mr. Wilkinson) considered this lasxt letter even
more ohje¢tionable than the first. When the war
had assumed its most gigantic proportions, and
every Joyal heart was enlisted in the success of the
(iovernment, then the Senxtor from Indiana bold-
Iy declared that he was opposed to ‘‘the coercive
policy of the Government.”” Relieving as he did
that the evidence Lefore bim conclusively proved
that the Nenator from Indiana gvmpathizes with
the enemy, he would never consent that the Sen-
ator should take part in the secret deliberations of
the Senate,

Mr. Bavard, of Delaware, said if the Senate
wa3 required to expel the Nenator for writing
letter, i1t should take into consideration all the cir-
cumstanced of the caze. Mr. Lincoln, to whom
the letter was given, had been a very old friend
and client of Mr. Bright'a for more than twenty
{rarzl, and had given him a letter of introdaction
rom the Secretary of War here.  He then simply
gave him a letter of introduction to Davii, and
guve Davia the title which he clrimed, without ad-
mitting his right to it, or in any way intending
to ald ’avis in the war agninst the Goveroment,
He (Mr. Bavard) did not ltelieve that the war
would ever «Fert a restoration of the Ugion, He
alwayvs meant to claitn the right to criticise an ad-
ministration and epeak freely what he thought. —
He spuke this in no gpirit of defiance or any fac-
tious oppusition to the will of the majority. He
alwaya thought conriliation was more potent than
furce to win back men, and had s vet geen no
renzon to change this opinion. I the Senate
took the groutdd that it wasx disloval 1o oppose
Abolittonism-=which he thought was ore of the
principal evils that had brought the country to
its present state—it would be necersary to expel
several others besiles the Renator from Indiana,

Mr. Mowritl, of Maine, contended that at the
tithe the letter wax writlen ne nete actunllr iop a
state of ¢ivil war. The 80 called Confederate
Governmaont had been extab Tishied and Dasis elect-
¢ President in February, and on the 1at of March
was enpnged o trving to overthrow the Govern-
ment. The act of aiding Davis in this attempt
wae treacon  He contended that the Senator, by
addressing a letter to “Hix Excellency Jefferson
Davis, President of the l'nnfﬂli‘hlh'ﬁ!l'l‘.!‘ﬂ,” R
copnized him a3 such in an oflicial capacity as
well nain s friendly manner, It was tot only
the langpuage ot friendship, but Jiplomacy, and
the letter by a fair interpretation, was absolutely
tremsonabile.  The Senator from Indiaua knew
that Davis was a traitor and this man Lincoln

Senator gives him a letter commending Lincoln to
Davis as “‘a friend, reliable in all respects.’”’  He
also marked the letter “‘private and confidential.'’

Mr. Bright sid he wanted tosay a wurd. The
letter was not so marked, and the chairman of the
Judiciary Committee would bear him out in the
statement.

Nr. Trumball, of Jilinois, sid the committre
bad & sworn copy of the original letter, and on
that copy these words did not appear.

Mr. Bright said he had stated repeatedly that
be bad no recollection of writtng this letter uuntil
it was published. He wrote no “‘private and cone
ﬁdtntu_.l lettere.’” He had given another letter to
Mr. Liocoln, introducing him to Capt. Franklin
who was then in chargze of the extention of the

capitol, and the phraseology of both letters was
very similar.

Mr. Trumbull said he was in the minority in
the committer on this pubject. and the majority
had not seen fit to bring all the facte before the
Senate io its report.  le read the affidavit of the
officers wbo arrested Lineoln, in Uhio, for treason,
and cupies of the letters to Capts. Franklin and
Davis. This man, Thomas D). Lincoln, stood to
day charged with treason.  Before the 1t of
AMarch, war had Leen actuslly declured apainst
the Government. The Star of the West had becn
fired into, the treasury robled, the Federal forts
seized, and this Capite] threatened by traitors—
and to the chief of these traitors, the Senator
from lndiana, wrote a letter, commending his
friend, who is now under arrest for treason. and
bis fire arms. lnhis opinion, the Senate ahould
not suffer the Senator to remain, after haviog thus
aided the traitors to his country.

Un motion of Mr. Lovejoy, of linois, a reso-
lution was adopted instructing the Committee on
the Judiciary to inquire into the expediency of
reporting a bill making void all sales, transfers
and diepositions of property of every kind by

rronsengaged ininsurrection against the United
States.

Oo motion of Mr. Blair, of Mo., the Committee
oo Ways and Means were instructed to inquire
into the expediency of levring a stamp tax oo the
notes of Banks and other corporations circulating
mouey.

The House then, in Committee of the Whole on
the State of the Union, proceeded to the consider-
ation of the bill making upproprintions for Laris-
lative, Executive and Judicial expenses,

Mr. Fessenden, of Maine, gpoke of the rebellion
in the aspect it preseuts itzelf to his constituents.

No further particulars have been received, nor
any actount of the losses un either side.

_ Further Particalars.

Cincixxati, Jacuary 20, —The l+xington (Ry )
correspondent of the Commereial, of this city,
gives the following account of the battle fought
on Saturdar:

Genera]l Zollicoffer, learning that the Federal
forces had appeared in his rear, marchead out of
bhis entrenchments at three o'clock on Saturday
meorning, and attacked General Sclioep in his
cAm. .

The pickets were driven in at an eatly hour an
Saturday morning, and befors daylizht the attack
was made, The hattle is <atd 10 hare raged with
great fury until three o'clock in the afternoon,
when ZollicotTer baving teen killed, the whole
foree of Confederates tled o confusion to their
camp.¥ The lors is not stated, but it it thought
