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ALARLING CRISIS 1Y COTTON.
From the Lenden Economist, 4th.

Last week we considered the probable effect
which war with the United States would produce
on the commervial and manufactoring interests of
England. This wiek the tenor of the pews which
has srrived from Awmerica, though not decisive, i3
so mackedly and unexpectedly pacific, that we
mnust turn to the more pleasing task of consid-
eting the probable commercial and manufactur-
ing effects of prace. The prospective picture we
have 10 look ut is less anzivus and gloomy cer-
tainly, but it is far from bright or sutisfactory.
We must, bowever, look it in the face and stnive
to strip it, as we Jo 8o, of all exagpemted di-
mensions, atd of all undue coloring.

[n the first place, then, prace between England
and America menns, we fear, too sutely the con-
tinuauce of the civil war between North and South.
We cannot doubt that the desire to hurray the
war to a triumphant issue is the strongest motive
with the Goverutpent at Washington to necede to
the just demands of this countrs. We cannot
doubt that their consent to make us the prompt
and ndequate reparation we required, must be ae-
cepted as an intinmtion that thwes nre still bent
on subduing the Soutk, and still hopeful of suc-
cess. That they are utterly wrongin this hope is,
as our readers nre well aware, our confident and
unwavering ropniction.  But so long a4 they en-
tertain it, so long will our trade with the South
be stopped by the hlockade, and our trade with
the North—alrendy crievourly eurtailed by the
abaurd and vicious Morrill Tariff—be Kept in ean-
fusion a=d, to A great s1tent, 1n nbevance, by the
interruption of commertcial credit and the reduc-
