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AN ABSENT-MINDED COLLECTOR.
The New York DispateA, a Sunday paper, tells
the following good story, aafroma correspondent :

st About the time Collector Barney was confirm-
~1 by the Senate, he g to Senator Sumner of
Massachusetts, that he waa particularly naxious to
do something for him. The S«nator thanked him,
hat said he had only one friend in view whom he
was anxious to serve, Mr. Sumner stated to the
Collector that he was under obligations o a very
worthy young man, & resident of this city, who
had twen of much pervice to him during & period
of great aftliction, wund he was angzious tw do
romething for him. He would esteem it » great
favor if he could assist him to an appointroent in
the Custom House, and nsked ifMr, Barney would
do him the favor, he could not nek itas s right,
The Collector replied promptly, ‘‘most certainly,
Sepator, you know | would do anvthing 1 could
to ohlige you, give me his nameand address, and
he shall be one of my first appointments.”’

The Senator, therefore, took it for granted that
he had provided for his faithful young friend, aad
that in & few days he would be at his derk, pen
in had, reaping his just reward,

Some two weeks after this occurrence, the Sen-
ator received & letter from the Collector, sotoe-
thing after this pott:

“gag Sexator.—1 have n slight recollgrtion
of- your saying something to me when in Wash-
ington, on the subject of appointments, but what
1t was has escaped my metmory.  Will you plense
to be o kind as to relwat it to me by letter, at
vour earliest convenience, and much oblige
] Y our ohedient servant,

“Hivax Barxey.”

The Senator read the letter with some surprise,
as be had made no genersl suppestions on that
subject, but to mmke it entitely plain, he replied
to the letter forthwith, saying that Lie had simoply
requested the appointiment of one young nan to a
auitalle clerkship, and agnin gave his sjedial res-
sons, or in other worda restated the case, which, of
course, he supposed would this time end the 1al-
ler.

About two weeks, however, from this period,
to his astonishmest, he received anuvther letter
from the Collector, as follows:

your saying something 1o me on the pubiject of ap-
pointments, but what it was has entirely escaped
iy mind, Will you, therefure, be vo kind as to
give me your views on 1ibat sut ject by return of
mail, and oblige

On receipt of this second letter, the Senator was
still mote annoyed, and perplexed to know what
it meant; but bis snxiety to serve the young man
would not permit any captiousness, $0 he again
repeated, subatgotially, what he had written and
told the Collector so plainly, twice before. This
bwing statement Nou. 3, and in direct answer to the
Collector’s awn letter, it would really seem that
nothing further would be required.

The March session had now clozed, and the Sen-
ator had hardly reached his home, when to his
ntter amagement he received another letter from
Mr. Barney, as follows:

vy y Dean Sexator—1f my memory serves me,
vou spoke to me on the suliject of sppuintmoents,

Some weeks passed on, the Senator helieving
his young friend gnugly provided for, when, one
morning, the mail brought him a letter from Mr.
Stout (the Collector’'s confidential clerh ) =owne-
thing to this effret:

THE DBURNSIDE EXPEDITION.

We have been permitied to make the follnwing
exirncts from a private letter, w hich mar serve to
throw some light upon the intentions of the great
Burnside armada: ‘

Beavrort, Feh. 4, —=The Safety Committee here
sent Jown a messenger n few dayva since to (hera-
roke, for the purlimwe of obtrining intellizence of
the movements of the fleet at Hatterns Inlet, The
messenger reached Ocracoke on the 2d inst. He
reported that he was at the Ocracoke lighthouse,
distant twelve miles from Hatteras Iolet, on Sat-
urday, the 1st inst., and could see distinct.y with
a glass. e observed that there were fifty veusels
over the swash, aod in Pamwlico there were thirty-
three steamers and seventeen sail of vessels. In
addition to these there were about hfty vessels
lying inside the.nlet, including arven larye steam-
ers. This statement is corroborated by the pilots
at Ocracoke. He also statey that he saw two
schooners and one stewtner vouth of that inlet, and
runping down the beach towards Hatteras.

We have no doubt of the truth of this state-
ment. This same messenger, who was down at
Hatterss some dava ago, conversed with eight Uc-
racode pilots who were offered inducewneats by the
officers of the fleet to act as pilots fur the Federals,
hut reflused to do so upon auy terms. These pilots
were taken on board the Commodore’s vessel and
csamiped, apart from each other, as to their
knowledge of Croatan Sound. This was the first
question asked of exch one, and’ frum this fact,
and the additional fact that the Ocracoke pilots
are well acquainted with the navigation of Croa-
ton, Albemarle, and Chowan Sounds, and not ac-
quainted with the navigation of the Neuse, we are
induced to telieve that the fleet is not at present
destived for any other point than Roanoke Island.
By this course the encwy will put himself in posi-
tion 1o get into the rear of Norfolk, and cut oflf
our supplies, &c. -

Qur totce at Newhern is very large. There are
many batteries on the south side, and navigation
is ohstructed on the west. Burnside will meet
with a warm reception if he goes there. .

We entertain some fears, however, that he niay
1and below Newbern, st Chatfest’'s or Adams’
creek, and take up his march here to isolate Fort
Macon; for we cannot conceive that Newhbern can
be of any advantage to the enemy except to et
Fort Macon 1 doubt that they will make a ses
attack upon Fort Macon, even if they succeed in
this.

He is a native of Massachuseits, a praduateand
Professor of Ethicain Wet Point, served in the
Ordnance Corps, wasa Lieutenantin command of
a’battery at the siege of Vera Cruz, was breveted
for gallant conduct at Molino del Rex, and gerved
on Lhe entire line of operations from Vera (ruz to
the City of Mexico, under the eye of Lien.
