GOVERNUR PORTER'S VETO MESSAGE.

We are indebted to attentiv
Lurg for cupics of Governor P
sage ta relation to the Bank Bill.
five columns of the Harrisbarg Tclegraph
nct possess sufficient general interest 10 authorise
its publication in our columns. The Governor
says that somc thiugs is the bill he would gladly
approve; but he cannot belicye that the penalties
imposed on the Banks, so far as relates to the
citizens of this Commonweulth, ouzht tobe repeal-
od, or that the issne of notes under the denom-
ination of five dollars by the banks, to un amouat
of six millions of dollars for the term of five
y cars, should be authorised.

Ilc then proeceds to analyse the bill in delail.
He says that the scetious gepraling the penalties
and forfeitures are peculiarly objectionable, tnas-
mnch xs no t-me is prescribed when the
weuld ccase to be operative. e refers to bis
former opinions with regard to small notes, and
says—** if such notes arc jssusd, we might
despair of secing a single dollar of specic in cir-
colaticn.”  Xleis opposcd aleo to Post Notes, and
to various other provisions, gnrlicullrly to that
which authorises the United States Bank to re-
Juce itz capital to $14,000,000. He says be
retained the bill as lonz as poesible, to ascerlain
the upinious of practical men, and he doubts, if
it should beeome a law, whether one-tenth of
the Banks of the Commouwcalth would accept
of its nrovisions. The late bank suspension is
alladed to in a moderate spirit, and attribated in
a zrcat mearure, to a combinatiou abroad. e
coneludes with this language:

I would most cheerfully approve of any mea-
cupe that will protect the banks of this Cowamon-
wealtl from being erippled in their opcrations,
and from the forfeiture of their charters by com-
binations of brokers and sharpers of other States,
and of Europe, to cxact the penalties which
were originally designed for the safcty and sceu-
rity cf the people of this Connnonwealth. Lt
those persons having demands azainst our banks
be deprived of no civil remedy which can be
aJorded by the law; let our Coarts rcmain open
to thems let then recover judgments and enforce
thems by exceuntion, with such intcrest as is al-
towed in other like cases of debt; but the penal-
tice, which can be exacted only at the hazard of
cresling cubarrassment and difficulty amnong cur
eitiz-us, should be reserved to be enforced by
mur own citizens, who are so deeply intercsted
iu the consequences.  Let those who are fo feel
the effects, jndze who thus will strike the blow.
such alaw as this, would be a measure of sclf
preservation, and could give no 311:‘1: ground of
comyplaint to those who would be deprived of no
lceal right they uow enjoy, and of no privilege,
but that of annoying and distnrbing their neigh-
Lours, without obtjiuing any benefit for them-
~cJves. '

In all our Legislative acts we should remember
that withouat encroacking upon the rights of the
~itiz>ns of other Statcs, our first and highest duty
'3 to take care of the interests of Pennsylvania.
This is expected from us by the pco le, and lees
vhan this would be an unpanlonable shrinking
srow our duty.

THE SLING USED BY DAVID.

'The weapon selected by Darid to combat with
Lis powerful opponcnt of Gatli, was the sling, an
‘osttument of warfare which, both among the
virceks aud llcbrews, has been 2 powerful offen.
sive weapon, 1t is composed of fivo sirings nod
\ leathern slrap; the strap is in the middle, and is
the place where the stone or bullet lies. The
Jtriog oa the right cnd of the strap is firmly fas-
tened to the hand; that on the leftis held beween
the thumb and middle joint of the forefinger. It
i¢ then whirled two or three timei round the
head: and when discharged, the finger and thumb
let go their hold of the left end string. Tho ve-
lacity and foree of the sling are in proportion {0
the distance of the strap where the bullet lies,
‘r-1: the shoulder joint. Hence the ancient Ba-
{eares. or inhabitants of Majorca and Minorea,
are said 1o have had three slings of diffcrent
lengths; the longest they uscd when the enemy
was at the greatest distance; the middle onec, on
their near approach; aod the shortert when they
camne withio the ondinary fighting distance, The
shortest is the mcst certain, though not the most
powcriul. The Balearians are said to have had oac
of their slinxs constantly bound about their head,
to have used the sccond as a girdle, and to bave
exrried the third always in the hand. In theuse
of the tling it requircs much practce to hit the
mark; bat when once this dexterity is acquired,
the sling is ncarly as fatal as the musket or borr.
The stonc from David’s sling smote Goliath in
the forchead, and upon this fact Dr. Clarke re-
marks that, cxcepting his face, the giaot was
every where covered with strong armour. Ei-
ther he had no beaver to his helmet, or it was
lified up so as to exposc his forehrad; but it docs
not appear that the an~ient helmets, unlike those
of after times, had any covering for the face.
The Septuagint, however, supposcs that the
stone passed through the helmet, and sank into
his forchead. ‘To some this may appear impro-
bable, but we are assured Ly ancient writers that
T;mly any thing could resist the force of the
sling.

D‘lodurul Qiculus says:—The Baleares, 1n time
of war, rling greater stones than any other peo-
E!:. and with such force that they scem projected

m u calapult. Therefore in awsaunits made
upoa fortified towns, they gricvously wound the
besiczed: and in battle they break in pieces the
shiclds. helmets, and every species of armour
by which the body is defended. And they are
such exact marksmen that they scarcely ever
miss that at which they aim. he same histo-
rian aceounts for their greataccuracy and power,
in the use of sling, from this circumstance: —
