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We
»3ve not deemed it necessary to give this report
in full to our readers, as it covers a large space;
bet subjoin such an abstract of its contents as may
prove satisfactory.

The numerous establishments connected with
the military service, are undergoing a regular
oourse of inspection. In the general condition
and disposition of the army there has been no
material chasge since the last annnal report from
the department. The regular force stationed in
Florida, consisting of eight regiments, and num-
bering, in the aggregate, by the last returns, five
thousand and fifiy-seven, it has been found ex-
pedient to continue in service in that territory.
With the cxception of a few incursion by small
detachments of our troops in the fastnesses of the
encmy, there has beena general cessation of hos-
tilities. Four hundred and thirty one Indians,
inelnding about one hundred warriors, have sur-
rendercd and been transported to the place as-
sigred them—but the Sceretary expresses his re-
gret “that but little hope can be justly cherished
that this unhappy and wasteful war, which has
already cost so great a number of valuable lives,
and so many millions of public treasure, will be
terminated without still farther sacrifices. It
appears that, after six months of negotiation, no
access has been had to the prncipal and most
powerful chief, or to any of his followers. Di-
rections have accordingly been given for the most
encrgetic and effective prosecution of the war
the moment further negotiations shall appear to
be useless. Steps have also beea taken to in-
crease the efficiency of the mcans now at the dis-
poeal of the officer in command; and, in the mean
time, the retrenchment of every expenditare
connected with the service, for purposes not
essential in Indian warfare, has been carncstly
cajoized.” .

«*The many weighty considerations,’ says the
Secretary, *“which invitethe immediate attention
of Cocgress to the subject of the public defecuces
geacrally, and particularly to the works abso-
lutely necessary tothe sccurity of our greatcom-

“mercial emporiums, and the keys to our most

valuable resources of every kind, must beso
scacrally understood and appreciated that noth-
ing tkis Department can urge could add apything
to their force and conclusivencss. To say noth-
irg of the destruction of property, and our weak-
encd condition in a military point of view, at-
tendast unon the carrying of any of owr most
aisailable points, the penctration of cur tesritory

and the seizurc of cven one of our stronghoids by

a powciiul enemy upon the sudden outbreak of
war, it would scem to be equally the dictale of

patriotism and wisdom to make due provision
arainst the infliction of such insults to the national
honor aud character.”

fle then states the objections urged against
the further prosress of the works herctofore pro-
jected for the defence of our cxtchsive sca-coast,
arising from thé application of steam to purposes
of war; but expresses 1bé conviction that these
works should be completed.

«“The array,” says he, “of wcll-authenticated
fact: and results of past experience, and the well-
ststaincd reasoning founded upon them, exhibited
in the report of the board of officers referred to in
tac accompanying letter of the Chicf of the Corps
of Eagineers, appear to be conclusive ia favor of
completing the system of defence thercin recom-
mendcd, so far, at Icast, as to place the country
in twhat is denominated a good state of defensive
preparation against any sudden ocenrrence cf war.
To this extent the completion of the works here-
tofore projected may be regarded as indispensa-
ble, however defective they may be as a perfect
system of national defence. It will be seen from
the estimates stated in the report alluded to, that
to effeet that cbject will require an appropriation
of £9,693,647 upon the fortifications, and
€ 2,493,000 for the armamceuts; making tcgether
the ruraof $12,186,647. The cbligation of the
Gerverament to apply this sum to the objects con-
teraplated as speedily as the nature and due per-
manetce of the several constructions will admit,
is rerdered jwperative and aubsolute by every
cravideration of public safety and public honor.

4]t is cstimated by the Chief Enginecr that the
sim of €1,135,50 can be judicivaszly and most
bencficially applicd uponthose essential works of
defonce during the remainder of the present year,
ia additicn to the appropriations heretofore made
£>r the same object. The expenditures to this
brarch of the public service have been more coa-
siderable in the carrent quarter than usual. and

. heace the additiosal appropriations asked for are

farger than they would have beenunder ordinary
cizcurastasces. How this has happoned will be
explained by the fact that, soon after the accession
c¢f gour immediate and lamented predecessor, all
the mcans at the disposal of this Department were
dirccted to be employed upoa the fertifications
ar.d otber works fur the protection of the Atlan-
tic froatier, in the manner decrued best calculated
to prodace the greatest possibic efficieacy aa the
shorteet tne. This course ajpeatcdtobe called
{2t by the :edttled and threateninz aspuect of our
f’]:ﬂigﬂ ro . itions. While the wh~l: of the re-
sources ut the disposal ef thie Dejartruent for this
wervice wore thus ordered to be ajplic} to ruch
wafinah.

at the same time given to supply, without delay,
the works' alrcady completed with their appro-
priate armament.”’

The governor of New Yark has transferred to
the United States, certain works which had been
constructed by the State oa Staten Island, which
are regarded as of great importance, and which
arc undergoing repair and improvement. An
appropriation will be required to pay for .lhe
ground upon which these works arc located; and
an additional appropriation of $220,000 is asked
from the ordoance department. The sccretary
calls the attention of Congress to the public ar-
mories, in which the department bas deemed it
neccesary to dispense with the ciril superinten-
deney anthorized by law, and to place them cx-
clusively under the control of officers of the ord-
naoce department. ‘The defects and injary {rom
the former system are pointed out by the secre-

tary

dditional appropriations, to the amount of
§825,637 86, are required by the Pay and Quar-
termaster’s Departments for the service of the
present year. The amount asked by the Quar-
termaster General appears to be indispensable.
It is about the sum which Congress at the last
session failed to appropriate, though included in
the estimates, and understood to be in part for
arrearages for the year 1810; and a large portion
of the present demand may not be improperly
set down to the same account. A portion of the
sum required by the Pay Department is for ar-
rearages of the year 1840, as will appear from
the report of the Paymaster General.

¢*The agents and superintendents heretofore
employed in the construction of the various im-
provements on the lakes, the sea coast, and
in the interior, have been discharged, cxcept
such as have been retained at a small comp-
ensation, to guard some of the most impor-
tant works remaining in an unfinished state, and
the public property connecied with them. Io a
few instances, it has been found expcdient to
employ an agent to take carc of the property of
the Government collected for the construction of
these works, until Congress shall determine up-
oa the question of continuing or abandoning them,
where there was no fund out of which they could
be paid. Some of these agents have been paid
from the proceeds of the sale of a portion of the
public property; others can be paid only by fur-
ther sales or under an appropriation by Congress.
It has also been'ascertained that the expenditures
upon several of these works have exceeded the
appropriations made for their construction. Thesc
arrcarages are generally due to contraciors and
laborers in no way respousible for this error; and
provision should therefore be made for the pay-
ment of them. The amount necessary to dis-
charge them, as well as to pay the expenses of
the ageats employed as above stated, appears
from the report of the Chief of the Corps of Top-
ographical Eogincers to be $39,997 12.”

The secretary will postponc until the next
gsession of Congress, “‘the subject of the cxpe-
diemey of completing the Cumberland Road, and
of improving certain harbors, and the navigation
of certain great rivers.”’

The appropriation made for repairing the
breach in the Potomae bridge, being inadequate
to hare the work done in a durable form, the
subjcct_is referred to the consideration of Con-
gress. 'T'he department has alio postiponed the
clearing out the Red River raft until fall, for
reasons stated.

The secretary ipeaks of irregularities in the
mode of drawing mouey from the public treasu-
ry, and in its application by the Indian Depart-
ment; by which it is found difficult or impossi-
ble to scttle the accounts of agents.

«“ As one irregularity, says he, is often the pa-
rent of another, 20, under the usage of the Iudi-
an- Bureau, by which large amounts of money
have been held by disbursing agents, which
should have reverted to the Treasury, these
arents have had the means of loaning, and have
actually loaned, large sums, within the last few
years, to mcet the necessities of the Treasury in
other departments of the Government or other
and distinct branches of the Indian department;

«The evils of the practice, the subject of these

“From the involved character of these trans-
actions and the difficalty of procuriag full and
precise information, it bas been found impossible
as yet to fix upon the point where these frands
commenced, or 1o ascertain the boundaries of res-
poasibility amoog the numerous ‘publie officers
and agents throngh whose direct or indireet in-
strumeatality, connivance, or ignorance the con-
tractors were able to conssmmate their unprinci-
pled designs. This investigation has been pros-
ccuted with the most painful reluctance, though
persevered in under a paramount sense of duty;
and enough bas been disclosed o suggest an in-
quiry whether the guilty recipients may not be
compelled to refand their iniquitous gains {o the
Treasury by process of law.”’

NAYY AND posT OFFiCE REPORTS. The re-
ports from the Secretary of the Navy and-Post-
master General are given in yesterday’s National
Intelligencer. The former recommends “‘that a
powerful squadron be kept afloat at home,’” with
a view 1o the protection of our harbors and coasts
{rom any sudden attack. Thisisan excellent
suggestion, and will probably be promptly acted
on by congress. He will recommend, at the re-
gular session of Congress, a sysiem of thorough
reorganization of the Narvy, soasto render that
essential arm of national d efence more eflective.

The Postmaster General states, that there was
due and unpaid to contractors, of ascertained ba-
lances, on the first of Jaouary last, the sum of
§447,079, besides heavy demands for unliqui.
dated elaims. He says that the amount demand-
ed for the transportation of mails by rail roads,
is, in some cases, more than two hundred per
cent. higher than is paid for coach service—and
thinks that the facilitics afforded by these roads
for the private conveyanee of letters, greatly di-
minish the post office revenue. In Boston alone,
the decrease in postage receipts for the quarter
ending 31st March last, was §3,1%0.

Thesc facts are prescated, he says, in no spirit
of enkindness towards those to whose manage-
ment these incorporations are entrusted, but that
I have considered it due to our whole people to
refer (o this subject, as one which will cre long
call for national and state legislation, unless a
corrective be socner applied by public opinion.

RicHTS OF WOMAN. Mrs. Gorve will deliver

a lecture this evening, at the Lecture Room of

the Universalist Church, on the “‘Rights of wo-
man:'* and, as a matter of course, she will havea
crowded audiepce, for the ladies are no doubt
anxious to hear their rights defined, so thatthey
may be properly understood and excrcised.  So
that Mrs. Gove does not teach them to rebel
azainst their “‘liege lords,”” the men ean haveno
objection to her lecture—bat, if she should adopt
the notion of General Gaines, that ladics ought
to become practitioners of lawv, there will be some
grumbling at the doctrine. We hope, atall
events, that she will be liberally patronized; for
we think that she not only desigus {o promole
the welfare of her sex, but has, in the course ol
her lectures, given thewu such adrice, as, if fol-
lowed, wnu!d_prorn cminently serviceable.

Orrice-sEEKERS. \We arc told that there 1s
literally a ¢‘jam"’ of office-seckers in Washing-
ton; and that the departments are so filled with
applicants as to impedc the progress of business.
General Jackson was ovcerrun in a similar way,
and is said to bave reliercd himself from 1mpor-
tunity by declaring that that be would appoint no
man who did not remain at home. We hope that
President Tyler and the members of his cabinet
will adopt the same rule, and dizmiss the swarm
of applicants to their homes. It is too badto
have a host of tcascrs constantly rurruhmling the
scerctaries, especially at a time when therr at-
tention is demanded by matlers of a graver im-
port.

- Fountt oF Jury. As this great national an-
niversary is rapidly approaching, we should like
to sce some movement made to ccmmemorate it
in an appropriate manncer. The day ought not to
permitted to pass unobicrved; and we do hope,
that, in wwhatever arrangements may be made to
celebrate it, the batue axe of party willbe laid
aside, and that all will unite with patriotic fecl-
ing in doing honer to the birth-day of our national
independence.
