THe Fiscal RGexr. In the cstablithment of
a National Bank, dr Fircal Agent, we think it
desirable to prevent, if potsible, those floctna-
tions in the prices of its stock, which harve pro-
ved so ruipous in other institations. We would
place the stock beyond the reach of brokers, and
thus prevent the swindling opcrations which are
continually going oa in other stocke. This will
not be effected by the Piscal Agent recommeuded
by the Sccretary of the Treasury; for, as there
will be individual stockhkolders, there will neces-
sarily be variatious in the pricc of stock; and,
with all the gnards and restrictions which may
be interposed, we fear that they will prove inef-
fectual to prevent monopoly aod speculation un-
der the Secretary’s scheme, shoald it go into op-
eration. Bat we greatly doubt whether the
stock wonld be taken with the limitation as to
interest fixed by the Secretary. iNor can W¢
see the justice of that limitation. If the U. States
subscribe six millions, the States nine, and indi-
viduals fifteen; it would scem to be rather anfair
that the excess of dividends beyond six per ceat.
. should go exclusively into the Treasury of the

General Goverament. The larger stockholders
should certainly participate in the profits of the
i otitutien. ‘This objection will htld against ei-
ther of the Secretary’s propositions.

We do not profess to be financiers, but we
think that a Bank could be so crganized as to re-
move coustitational scruples, and be predactive
of great benefit.” Here is our projet.

Let the capital be, say fifty millions, of which
the General Government shall subscribe for ten.
Let the other forty millious be apportioned among
those States which think proper to become sub-
scribers, and for which they shall issue bonds
bearing fire per cent. interest. The profits of
the institution shall be distributed as in other
banks, being applied in the first instance to the
payment of the interest on the State bonds—the
priscipal of thesq bonds shall be¢ paid by the
fourth instalment due by the General Govern-
_ment to the States, and by the application of the
land fund from year to year until the whole bonds
shall have been liquidated. Every State, being
a stockbolder, shall have the privilege of a
Branch. The regulations of the principal Bank
and branches, mode of appointing directors, &ec.
we shall not consider, as they would be better
attended to by the committee to whom the sub-
ject will be referred. We would make the stock
pot transferable, nor wonld we permit it to be
pledged. This woald give to it a pcrmanent and
-unchangeable valuc, and afford & perpetuzl source
of revenuc to the States, as well as to the Gene-
ral Government. The public deposits would
be thus productive of benefit {o the States, instead
of being made profitable to private capitalists.—
Besides, such an institution with its State branch-
es, would form an additional bond of union.

‘['here would be another and’ very great advan-
tage derived from the propased scheme, viz: the
State branches would be able ta restrict private
banking withia legitimate limits, and restore a
spund carrency.

We doubt Whether a single State would decline
to become a stockhbolder on the conditions men-
tioped. It would be so obviously their interest
(o connect themsclves with the institution that
we are convineed they wonld wave all objec-
tions.

We think that it would be impossible to make
a political engine of the institution, for or against
the Geuneral Governmuent, either of which would
be dangerons to public liberty. We shall have
2 Natioval Bauk of some sort, andat is a matter
of great interest to have it organized in the most
unexceptionable manner. I others can suggest a
better mode of organization, so as to afford great-
cr sccurity azainst brokers and speculators, and
more sccurity to the rights of the people, we
hope that they will present their vicews in time
for acticn.
