PRISON MANUFACTURES.

The gpinioa that the price of the products of
tee labor are ibjuricusly affected by the opera-
yons of our Penitentiary system, is 3o firmly in-
erwoven with the prejudices of those, among

bom it prevails, that any attempt to conviance

3 of its falsity will probably make bat little
impression. [ am, howerer, induced 10 encoun -
those prejudices from a firm conviction that
hey are without proper foundation; this convic-
tiou is based upon the following facts:

l. The manufgeturcs of the Penitentiary are
not sold in the market at a less price, according
toquality, than other manufactures, consequently
they do not exert a greater influence in depress-
ing prices than similar products made at any

r manufactory, whether free labor, convict
1sbor, steam or any other power is used; there-
fore, M the manofactures of the Peaitentiary cost
less to prodace them than similar products made
elsewhere, this difference in cost does not affcot
the free laborer, (inasmuch as they do nct exert
an unduc inflaence in depressiag the market valae
of his labor) but goes ia the shape of profits to-
wards defraying the expenses ol the institstion.
These expenses are borne by the rty-bhold-
ers ia the comomunity, and are moch less thaa
they wonld be were the existing system abo-
lished, and the priscaers allowed to remain uan-
employed; this en, although first levied upon
the holders of property, is nltimately shared by

Recext ExtrAORDINARY LifrEcTs OF GAL-
vaNisM 1¥ Restoring Lire, ArrareNTLY EX-
TiNcT. Galvanism was resorted to asa means
of restoring the unfortumate Scott, the diver; and,
thoagh ousuccessful in that particular instance—
the vital spark having fled—its application ia ca-
ses of swpended animation, particularly (rom
drowaing, posscsses stroang claims to the atten-
tion of medical men. The followiag are & senes
of very iuteresting experiments made by a gen-
tleman of Brent, near Ashburton, named Halse,
to test the power of galvanism in cases of sus-
pended animation from drowning:

“Oa Tharsday last ouc of my spaniels whelp-
ed, haviag a litter of thirleen, six of which 1
took for my experiments. [ drowned three of
them in cold water, and kept them 1mmersed for
fifteen minutes, at which time 1 took them from
the bucket, and placed them in froat of a good
fire. No motion could e perceived in eilher of
them 1 then put the frout legs of ope of them in
a jar containing a warm solwtion of salt and wa.
ter, and its bind legs in & similar jar, in cach of
whicll was inserted one pole of the galvanic bat-
tery; the whole were thicn placed near the fire.

““The position of the dog being now favorable
for operating on, without making any inecitions in
the flesh, I passcd a very strong shock through
its body; itmoved its hind legs. ] gave it anoth-
er shock, ewwhich exused its tail also to move. 1
now passed twenty shocks in quick succession
through its body; 1t moved ecery limb, ity month

1 again
roceeded with the shocks, and noticed that the
imbs moved more rapidly than before, I eonsider-
ed it meceseary to decrease the intensity asd in-
crease the quantity dof eleetric fluid, which ] did,
80 much as to be enabled to perceive a slight tre-
mor in the dog. I continued ia this manner for
aboat five minutes, at which time [ femoved it
from the jars, and placed it on the table. [l was
alive., In 2 quarter of an hour it appeared to be
perfectly recovered. Theother two dogs {wwhich
were not allowed to get cool doring the whole
cxperiment) were now cxamined; no motion
whatcrer eould be perocived. 1 tried the effect
of galranism on one of these.
