tee upon the rules, herctofore raised, proceed to

revise and amend the rules hereby adepted, and
that they have Jeave to report at all times.

A resolaution which passtd the Housce some
days since, restricts the action of the House to
such measurcs as are mentioned in the President’s

messaze, layine aside all other matlers during

the prescnt scsaion: so that the House caa pro-
ceed at orce 10 the consideration of the Lusiness
for which Conzress was convened. It is possible
that the abolition qucstion may be again started.
It certainly will, if the sclect commitice upon
the rules make a report, which we hope they
will not do during the extra scision.
