State’s attorney of what he cxpected to prove,
the first witness was called cn the part of the
tate. In the course of his examination DIr.
Smith atated that he was the agesnt of DMr. Hines,
bat, before the testimony- closed, it appeared that
he was actually the owner of the store, and could
not be considercd as agcat. The consequence
was that the indictment was found to be esrone-
ous, as il chantd the goods stolen to have been
the property of Hines. The protecutor, under
this state of things, stopped the cxamination, and
handingz the indictment 10 the Jury, directed
them that they should return a ve ict of not
guilty, whichthey sccordingly did. As the case
will have to be tried over, under a new indict-
ment, we forbear from giving the evidence of Mr.

The evidence for the
State went to prove the theft, and the Jury found
him Guilly.
