Pasxana, 16th May, 1811, The revolution
of New Granada will soon be at an end, as all
tho provicea have detlared theaizlves against
the Central Government, and are demanding
reforms and federationy. Several bloodg bat-
tics have been fought in the valley of Cauca,
where the fcderal torces have been victotious
under General Obando,

Thc two provinces of Panauna and Verasua,
sccing the destruction of the republic, have
declared their independence, and formed a
sovereign State, under the name of Estado del
Istiro, and will very probably remain so.

The Conveuntion now silting is framing a
Constitution, and haa already made several
very liberal laws, giving facilitics to com-
inerce, free transit of all goods,.forcian cer-
respondence, &c. &c.—and immigration will
certainly not be forgotten.

The hopes of seein r soinething done towards
the great work of comwunication between
the two scas, have vanished.

A law is now debating, etnpowering the Ex-
ccutive of the ncw Government to give and
grant to any respectablec Company a new pri-
vilege, with cvery encouragement, and on the
most liberal terins that can ve wished, provi.
ded, that proper guarantics shall be given to
fulfil the engagement.

The great advantages of a ship Canal, or
cven a boat canal acroas the Isthius, are too
well known to require demonstration; and it
13 to be hoped that rome enterprising men will
comne forward aud avail themselves of this
new chance of fortune and fame.
