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Tur FiscAL AcEXT. Doubls are enterfained
whether the president will sign the bill reported
by Mr. Clay, to establish a Bank of the United
States, should it pass both houses of congress. 1t
is supposed that the president has constitational
scruples as to the right of coogress to establish
braoches in the states without their previous con-
scut. Our own impression is, that, should the
bill be passed by coagress, it will not be vetoed.
tVe think that if any question can be considered
as definitively settled, it is that of the ennstitu-
tionality of a National Bank. It has been judi-
eially decided, and the decision has been acqui-
esced in by congress and people—and it is too
late to revive the discussion. If the constitotion-
ality of a bank be still a matter for dispate, when
can a question be considered as finally determia-
ed? Where doubls exist, there is a tribunal ¢x-
greasly provided by the constitution to take cog-
nizance of the question; aad, from the decisions
of this tribanal there is no appeal. The Supreme
Ccurt has pronounced in favor of the constitutional
power of congress to crcate a national bank with
t.raaches, and this decision isjthe Jatwr of the land.
Now, if the question can be again raiscd, it will
have 10 be referred to the same tribunal, where
the same decision will be given—and thus the
disputlc may be forever kept alive. ‘The presi-
dent may, it is truc, vcto the bill upon any
ground he may think proper; but we doubt whe-
ther be will do it upon eounstitational grounds.

We are dirposed 1o believe, that the president
will interpose no obstacle to the passage of a bank
bill, shoald the senatc and Louse of representa-
tives deem such an instifution nceessary to the
witereste of the country.

Caxoto. The election for President and Vice
President of Texas, is approaching. Forthe fint
oifice, General Samuel Houston and David G.
Bamett, Esq. are the candidates. On the subject
of the election, the Galvestonian, a weckly news-
paper, makes the following candid declaration,
which wc commend to the eonrideration of those
editors in the United Stutes who act upon the
same privciple, without haring the eandor to
make the avowal. ““Wc will use the privilege
cf a cilizen and vote as we please, while we will
support that man’ for office who pays for the use
cf our columns. We have no idea of lettinz our
patriotism ruin us and our business. We have
ceither time, money, stock nor labor to throw
away for any one, and we do not intend to be
auilty of such folly if we can help 1.
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Bavk or THE UNITED StATE3. The Penn.
Iagquirer says: ‘“The present officers of this Insti.

tution give formal notice that an application will
be made to the next legislature, for certain amend-

rmeats acd alterations in their charter, by chang-
ing the name and style of the corporation and
body politic, and of the location thereof, and by
reducing the amount of its capital, and for such
cther alierations and amendments, as may be
Jecred advisable, all of which will be set forth
ia their memorial. That the name and style of
the said corporation shall be ““the State Bavk of
Pennsylrania,”” to be located in the city of Phil-
:lelphia, and that its capital shall be reduced to
a s not exceeding fourteen millions of dollars.”

A New Mrepicar Turory. A Mr. Cronin of
London, has lately published a work cu the
:Discases of the Nervoui System,’” in which he
takes a vicw of ccosumption, different from the
generality of medical practitioners. He conterds
that it arises frcn a diseared heart, and treats
the primary state as Jdiscase of this moportant
crgan, which, he says, in almost every iustasce,
wwill be found scriously affected, and the cause of
that languor and lassitude that invariably precedes
confirmed phthisis. He alsosays that out of eve-
rv hundred cases of sudden death, from ninety-
six to ninety-cight arise from discased heart.—
ii; views on the discascs of the heart are at-
tracling great attention among the medical prac-
titioners in Great Britaiun.

There is scarcely
ao individual who has been guilty of an immoral
or criminal action, that is not ready with an ex-
ouse for its commission. One urges distress of
mind, another offers the plea of necessity, in ex-
tenuation of the offence. llow often does the
intemperate man state, as an apology for his vi-
cious course, that he was originally induced to
resort to intoxication to bary his cares in oblivion.
Perhaps he has encountered difficulties in his bu-
sinets, or been ruined by the frands or injustice
of pretended frieads. He has not the moral cour-
age to sustain himeelf under the trial, but aban.
dons himself to despair—aad then, as if one evil
were not sufficicnt, he resorts to another and a
greater, that of intemperancc—and he thioks to
quict his own conscience, and avert the censures
of the world, by endearoring to excuse his erim-
inality on the plea of misfortune. it is a poor and
contemplible apology. If there be any period in
the life of man when fortitude is more emphati-
cally necessary than at another, it is when the
mind is laboribg under temporary depression.—

Religion, morality, duty, call for the exertion of

all our encrgies at such a time—and it is rask
cowardice to shrink from the respoasibility of our
station; and to bary our woes, our hopes and our
bappiness, together with the welfare of those
dependant upon upon us, in the intoxicating bowl.
If a man will bear up against adversity for a
time, there is an elasticity in the miund, a recu-
perative power in human nature, that will re-
store him to his wonted composure, and present
the comin® prospect in brightened colors. How
shameful, then, to prostrate these powers by in-
temperance. Bat, it is too often the case, that
sach men, only ure misfortune as a pretext.—
They are glad of any plea for their humiliation;
and the death of a relation, or the want of suc-
cess in an undertaking, sends them where their
inelination leads them, to intemperance.

There is ancther class of people, who are of-
fenders in a different way, but are also ready at
all times with apoligies for theircrimes. We al-
lude to thosc who unrge the plea of necessity.—
With them the maxim is a favorite, that ‘‘there
is no law for necessity;’’ but they unfortunately
construc the word necessily to mean whaterver
may #ruit their own purposer. For instance—a
bank officer may have indulzed in extravagance
and speculation, until he bas become so far cm-
barrassed as to be conscious that he must fail.—
He thinks that it is absolutely necessary to keep
up his credit that he may retain his situation. Bat
how is this to bedone? He has a pressing necessily
for incans, and hc resolves to bosrow them pri-
vately of the bank. Docs he steal them? he
would Llow ocut the brains of any man who would
dare make the accustion. Obh! no—he only
berrows the property of the people without their
conscnt, becausc his neccssitics require that he
should use it. Well, the same necessity cou-
tiunes to exist, and the demands uader it increase.
At last there comes exposurc, and the pleaof ne-
cessity is gravely urged in bar of judgment. In
this manner forgery and other crimes are sowme-
times attemptcd to be extenuated; and the good-
natured world often admits the excuse, with the
reflection that the offender meant no hann, and

would certainly have acted uprightly as soon as
hc ceased to be pressed by nceessity.

If the drunkard and the swindler were both
madec to feel that their pleas of justification were
inadmissible, and that there would be no commis-
seraticn for their condition, it is possible that they
would rclinqush the reliance which appears to
afford them consolation—and that they would both
encounter misfortunes with more fortitude and re-
signatica. It is, at least, the duty and intcrest of
socicty, 10t to permit either to shelter himeelf
from candemnaticn, uader the pretext of drowa-
izz sorrcw,-or of acting ender the impulse of ne-
ces3ity.

AxotuEr “MystERY.” The Roehester De-

In the Senate this morning, after the recep-
tion of sundry memorials on various subjects,
the bill providing for the establishment of a
Fiscal Agent, as recently reported from the
select committee, was takea up for considera-
tion.

Mr. Clay, as the Chajrman of that commit-
tee, took the floor, asin duty bLound, for the
purpose:of explaining the objccts of the bill,
and the reasors which bad actuated the com-
mittee in making the variouz amendments to
the plan of the Sccretary.

Mr. Calboun said heshould like lo say a [cw
words in reply, but would ask the Senatc to
give him a little time for preparation. This
request was complied twith, and the bill in.
formally passed over until to-morrew.

The bill from the Houso making an appro-
priation for the relicf of the widow of the late
President Harrison, was then taken up. .

Mesars. Benton, Calhoun and Southard op-
posed it with much warmtb. They contended
there was no precedent.

They wcere told in reply that there were nu-
merous precedents, for instance, where offi-
cers of Congress had dicd and their widows
had been allowed a handsome sum.  Alzo, in
the caseof the widows of officera recciving half
pay.

Yhen this was closed, a motion was pend-
ing to recommit the bill with instruction to
the committec to report the reasons on which
the appropriatien was denied.

Inthe House of Representatives the states were
called in their order for petitions, when Mr. Ad.
ams presented a great number of abolition papers,
which were, as a matter of course, laid under
the table.

Mr. Fillmore, from the Committce on Ways
and Means, on lcare, reported a bill anthorizing
a loaa of €12,000,000, redeemable in ten ycars,
at the rate of 5 per cent. intcrest. |

'The bill was read twiee, und committed to a
Committee of the Whole.

Mr. W. C. Johnson, from the Commiltee on
Public Lands, reported a bill for dividing the
proceeds of the sales from public lands among
the states, and providing for prc-cmption rights.
It was read twice and referred.

A resolution offered Ly Mr. Cashing yester-
day, calling for information respecting the ex-
expense of Coast Surveys, was taken nup, and af-
ter some debate azrced to.

A resolution was then taken up, ealling upon
the President to state whether any military ofli-
cer of the U. S. was sent to interfere in the trial
of McLeod.

Mr. Floyd the mover gave his reasons for of-
fering the resolution, and insinuated in pretty
strong terms that a high Military Officer Liad been
sent for the purpose named.

Mr. logersoll followed in a two hours’ speech
in wwhich he aticmpted to enticise the letter of
Mr. Webster to Mr. Fox. He coatended that
this letter had brought a stain upoa the country,
which could only be washed out by cceans of
blood.

Mr. Cushing commenced a2 very animated re-
ply, but the hcar of 3 P. M. having arrived with-
out taking the question on the resolution, the
Housc adjourned.
