TO “EMIGRANTS.”

Ia my last I gave you abrief sketeh of the
creafure comforts attainable by all honest, indus-
triocs men emigrating to Cape Palmas, of the
most orduurz capacity.

You, no doubt, are sensible
that the sufferings of the poor proceed principally
from two camses, viz: cold and hunger, and ia
the first is productive by far of the
greatest amonnt.

damp air, but many violent and incurable diseases

~are indaced hereby, even among that class of
. laborers 'gentnll; thought to be good livers. Al-
cw

though, actually freeze to death in a city like

this, or in this country, yet you are well aware

that the poor suffer more from want of whole and
" suflicient warm covering,

from tenaating old,
opea and decayed dwellings and damp cellars,
thaa from all other causes pat together. Now,
in Liberia you are at once relieved from this

There the

climate js ever able and uniform. Within

. thepast ten days we have had both warmer and

cooier weather in Baltimore than is ever expe-
rieaced in Liberia. The natives po nearly naked
at all seavoas, wearing only a thin covering for
deceacy, and fires are gever kindled except for
m:li.m? pm?mes. Nesther is the weather ever
useomfortably warm, owing to the constant al-
terzatives of land and sea breezes, and a light
thin haze which pervades the atmosphere at sea-
sous when the san is vertical.

In addition, therefore, 1o the great facilities
you have in procuring food, from the richness of
of vegetation in that
caountry, and the great variety and superioc char-
acter of its vegetable products, you are insured
gat oaly againet actual suffering from cold bat re-
Licved from the necessity of providing against it,
wkich in thiscountry requjres at least haif of the
kard earnings of the poor, and coasequently your
circamstances so far as appertains to your personal
comfort and physical wants are decidedly better
than they ever can be in America.

Still, were there no other considerations or
inducing the maa of color 10 leave the

citedr States and emigrate to aforeign land than

e mere improvement of his physical condition,
the more easy gratification of his bodily wants
d desires, I should not now be cnpfn{in ad-
sing gm.

{l enacted by the and House of Repve-
seniatives of the Uniled States of Americain Con-
ETess » That from and alter the thirty-
first dayfof December, inthe year of our Lord oce
thousand eight hundred and forty-one, there be al.
lowed and paid to each of the States of Ohio, In-
diana, lllinois, Alabama, Missouri, Mississippi,
Loaisiana, Arkansas, and Michigan,overand above
what each of the said States is entitled to by the
terms of the compacts cotered into between them
and the United States, upon their admission into
the Upion, the sum of ten per centam upon the
nctt proceeds of the sales of the public laands,
which, sabsequent to the day aforesaid, shall
have been or may be made within the limits of
each of said States respectively; which said snm
of ten per centum shall be applied to some object
or objects of internal improvement within the
said States, under the direction of their respee-
Aive Legislatures: Provided, That the sum so
allowed to the said States, respeetively, shall be
in no wise affected or diminished on aceount of
any sums which have been herctofore, or shall
be hereafter, applied to the construction or con-
tinuance of the Comberland road, but that the
