REBEL BARBARITIES.

MASEACRE OF YBE NEGROKES CATTURED AT THE
SATILE OF OLURIEA.

Dr. H. 0. Matey, Burgeon of the 35tk Regi-
mant ¢l United Biates colored troops, writes
to the Boston Journal as follows:

‘8o frequently have I been asked thegues.
tiod, during my lsarve of absence home, by
the iudh:g citizens of Bosten and. vicinity,
‘How did che enemy troat the wouaded col-
ored troops wko fsll into thelr Lands at the
battle of Oluastes, Florida? that ] am led to
believs thatths truth 1s not generally known,

"ﬂtlug to eur repid retreat and lack of
transpor n, there ware le't at our field op
depot for taa wounded about cne handred
soldiers, too ssversly wonnded to waik. The
sosceeding tweniy forr bhours, cur foroes fell
bask adout forty-ive miles, This rapid re-
treat made many of the less severely wound-
ed unable to keep up with the colums, ang
they were picked up by the enemy’s caval-
ty, which followed tlorely wpon our rear.

“We reecived no official repert from the
enewy of the wounded remalcing prisoners in
their bands until about six weeks after the
vattle. Eighteen only, of mwore than seventy
of cur regiment who were le!t upon the ticld
wera reported, adnd those suffering from lees
ssverp wounde, who had fallen out and were
taken on the retreat. The ratio of wounnded
of other colored regiments was about the
saze. The number reported of killed eould
ot be knowp, bat it was fair to jafor that
the proportion tould not have been 20 greoat

“Later dircet and positive inlormation has
bean received from several partiesot prisoners
a8 well aa deserters —aoldiers in the g;ttle -of
Olastee and perf-ctly conversant whh the
facts—that the mornicg after the battle at
Hoeuth Carclins regiment and the 31 G orgia
Regulars tcok possession of the depot for the
wounded, snd not as an armed mob recking
plander and deatruction, bat under orders o1
their officers——who with their awords actually
set Lhe exaxple—Iin cold blood murdered the
colored soldiers who, woncded and bhelpless,
lay there under the charge of an ass.atant
surgeon, loitto attend to their wanta

“Jt was only after repested testimony of
Lhis character from these different soumrce
Jat foll eredence was given to the sahov:
tatements. My ioformants in each case ware
of Florida regiments. They u- iversally la-
mented the facts, and stated that it was tde
rnnerﬂ impression of thote troops now serv-
tg in Florida that if captared by oar troops
they would be denfed Lthe rights uI prisoners,
and suffer in ratelistion tor the epormities
