From tho Army of tho Potomac.

Fozrnxss Moxaoz, August 21.—The mail
stesmer Dictator, from City Point, arrived at
¢. P. M., bringicg a few more rebel prisoners.

Heavy cannonsding commerced at eleven
o'clock on Saturday night on our extreme
left in fromt of the Fifth corps, which con-
tinued until four o’clock this morning, when
it ceased. Heavy murketry firing continued,
however, until the mail boat left at 10 A. M,
The fighting is described as of the most spir-
ited character.

It was occasioned by an attack from the
coemy for the express purpcess of driviag our
troops from the Weldon Rallroad, but up to
the 1atest accounts they had failed to accom-
plish their derizn, and the 5id Corps rein-
forced, still maintalned their hold, ard no
doubt was expressed of their continuing to
do so.

Aaxy or tnE Yoromic, Auvgust 21.—Oar
loszes in the tight at the Weldon Railroad, on
Friday afternoon, wero greater than reported
in this correspondence. The pumber in pris-
oners being now put down ;at tifteen hundred,

Qur troops At this part of the line were rur-
prised, many of them being in their shedter
tents at the time trying to protect themselves
from the heavy rain that bad been falling for
eoms bhours.

The esemy first appeared about noon cn
the right of theroad in front of the 31 division
of the 6th Corps, but this was evidently a
feint, or for the purpoze of feeling our lines.

About 3. M., they charged in heavy force
belween the bth and 9th corps, and ruccoeded
in turzicg the flank of the former, capturing
a large tumber of priscners. This part of
the line was forced back some distance, when
the 9th corps, which bad been relicved the
night previous by a part of the 241 corps,
cime on to the field and opeaed fire, checking
the eccmy’s advance snd takiog a few pris-
oners.

A heary colan at the sams time charged
cn the left of -our lice, west of the railroad
beld by the 21 divitiop, (Qeneral Ajyres,)
which thoy broke, and here also they took
gome fve or tix hundred priseners of the reg-
ular brigeds. This brigade is commanded by
Uologel, or Gererel Hays, who is baiteved to
be a prisoner, a8 he caanot be fouad.

Oar whole line was thus forced back with
loss in killed and wounded.

The enemy, however, suffered worse than
we did in this particular, Aismen lying thick
all over the field.

Beafore dark our men wero reformed, and
being reianforced, & desperate charge was
made to recover our lost ground, which was
ruccessfully accomplished, so that we held at
night the liae which had been taken from us
in the afternoon.

Col. Earle in reported a prisoner, as is also
Col. Hartshorne. Uen. Crawford was ghot
throggh the vest and shirt, acd nerrowly
escaped caplure.

Licat. Clare, of his staff, wes ghot in the
arm; while Capt. Mentieth, Licuts, Meade and
Merrifield, and Capt. Smith, slso of General
Orawford’s staff, had their horses shot whkile
carrylag otders and rallylog the men of the

varicouy commands.

Tho last named officer was a prisoner for
awhile, but seeing & favorable chance, made

hls e1cape.

Oapt. Doolittle, of Col. Wheelock's stafl,
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wasordered tosurrender, when, petting angry
at an epithet applied to him, seized & musket
and bayonetted the rebel against a tree.

Colonel Wheelock’s Brigade of the 21 Di-
vision wss flanked, when they tmmediately
faced to the rear, charged and drove the
rebels, snd took a number of prisoners.

Tho entire cumbter csptured by them was
abeut 230, with some stands of colors. Our

lozs is estimated at over 5,000, facluding priz-
oners. |

Notbiog but ekirxishing took place along
the line to-day, both psrties being busy in en-
trenching themszelves. A batile is looked for,
Bowever, at any hour, s the enemy seem de-

termined to regain porsession of tke road,
while we are as determined to hold it.

Tho prisoners wo took belong principally
to Bezuregard’s and Hill’s Corps, and are s

fine healthy locking lot of men, slthough
clad in the usaal style,

No musketry can bs hesrd, tho distancs

1t enters Peterrburg from the
south. Atone time we theoght this main
artery of the Confederacy had been com-
pletely destroyed, and again it was reported
to have beex covered by the Bixth corps. OUne
thing is sure, the rebels did not loze the use
of this valuzhls line of internal communipa.
tion for a greater period than ove week,

Therebe!s wished to preservetheir ratlrecad

intact, and ocr aim was to make them re-
linquish all held upon it, until such time a3
wo thought proper. Heth’s Division cf Hill’s
corps pasrded this point. They, perhaps
numbered bhatween three angd tive thunsnnti
men. :
A thort Qlstance this side of the railroad,
our advance carvalry met the enemy’s pickets.
Thsat iastant they were driven In. Soon the
reservo rallied and a sharp ekirmish ersued.
Qur infaztry coming up, ended this amuse-
ment by driving the rebels back from the
rallro As socn as our line was formed
across the track, Uriflin’s divislon began tear-
icg it up.

About roon, when thestragglers had nearly
sll reprin<d their commands, and the men
were iegaling thexmselves upon collse and
green corn, the enem{ opened upon our ekir.
mishers. Thke 2d dirvision, commanded by
General Ayers, wasat that particalar moment
in a stats of transition. Thae first battle line
was beiag relfevred by tbe second. Ayres
wight become coafasad. The ftirst and gecond
lizes began t: ba mizedintoone. The rebels,
taking adrantage of thisslight tckena in their
favor, begsan to yelllondly and prees our right
most vigorously. lHeth szemed to concentrate
his whole diviston at this one point.

Uar moo began to drop here and there; it
seomed wo were beinp surrocunded, for both
lanks were npon the eve of being crashed
back, when Uolonel Hstimsn !ed up the 2d
brigade of Cotler’s division and etrengthened
General Ayres® left, which was fast being
overpowered. It was pow their turmn to
teuffar. Tho Purnell (Maryland) Legiontired
& very oppertune volley into the swarming
rebals when they were hesitating whether to
retreat or advance. They fell back, sullering
a terriblo repulss.

Here, at this important moment in the pro-
gress of the battle, (en. Warren had his horae
shot in the head. The (Genersl made a yory
narrow cscspe. llad the horse lowered his
head at the time, Warren would bave gone in
the samo manner, the way of the herolc and
lamented Sadgwick. The ball came {rom the
rile of some vigzilant sharpshooter. Alter
quistly disepgagiog Lis feet from theetirrups,
the General coolly ordered bis orderly to re-
move the saddls and trappicys from thedyicg
animal.

The position, a very advantsgeous one, is
ours. We sre strongly entreacked. The
rebels will andcubtedly bring up reinforce-
ments aad endeavor to expel us, but their
efforts will prove fatile. We cannot bs moved
hence. QUnr lcaz is romewhat heavier than at
first reported. No ono can tell with any ac-
curacy, aad I forbear giviog any person’s
conjacture.

Two o"clock, the urusl hour for matutisal
practice among our and tbe rebel cannoniers,
I was aroused from plumber and forced to
listen to tbe hideous uprosr. Sarely they
nught to Le satisfied of cur prexcnce.—
Fvery time they fire a shot we discharge tivo
cannon and a mortar, aud ipsist upon makin
the last salute. ‘This morning Ferrero's di-
vision of colored troops, holding the left of
the line, came in for wore than their usual
share. They took cverything gocd natured-
ly, endesvoring to makereturnior every sucl
favor received.

Axgust 19,10 P, M.—Quiet prevailed till
five v'clock this afternoon. Ve made scveral
a‘tcopts during the day to advancs our
ekirmish lire, bot with very poor eucCesa.
The men bad their tents up and biankets were
gpread cut to dry. With each hcur csme a

frosh shower. LEvery one wassoakedthrouzkb,
All the flelds where tho troops wergencamped
were in a liquid etate, and eecemed to have no
battom, An aniable cxpression cculd be
{u2d upon the face of rno ono. FKive o’clock
cxme, and the rain began {o shower cCorn
a'resh. 02 tro rizht a few shots are ¢x-
changed.

Oar cavalry are attacked azd forced back
upon Wilcox’s division of the Uth corps. The
men secmed glad of the assault. It relieved
them from all thought ¢f dizcomfort and
wretchedness. With a burrah, they ran to
mect the advapcing rebels, giviog them a vol-
ley which admoaished them to beware of a
cloger approach. The pgaps were 200D filed
up--every sign of wavaoriong dissppaared from
the gray, obs-urc lias ot rebels merching
with determined bravery isto the jaws of
death. Now our cannca opcned, acd the
thunder of the grest gucs added to thefury
of tbe beiligereats. Tho Usnion trcops hur-
rahed, and were actwered by the rebols with
oce cf thelr prolungced, peculiar yells.

From right to lclt tho fight extcuded, until
almoest every porticn of our !iaos becaxe en-
veloped ia the wmuke of battls. At every
point their fierce assaults were repelled, In
a single night cur men bad thrown up sub-
stantis]l breastworks. Therebels zoon learned
tbis fact. Dirheartened and defeated, thoy
cciged all valn endeavors to repossess them-
selves of the Weldon road. Before dark qulet
relgned. Water ralned, too. The roads ere
in a foarfal condition. Wagozs, smbulances,

GENERAL WARLUIEN'’S VICTOLLY.

Waseincron, Aug. 21.—[8pecial Dispatch
to the Inquirer. ]—The latest advices from the
Army ol the 'otomacrepresent themovement
of the Fifth Corpe, oo the Weldon road, as a
complele success,

Thus {ar fourteen miles of the road have
been torn up, the ties burned and ralls bent.

The movement was a completo surprise to
the rebels. The Becond Dirvision of the Fifth
Corps lost bearily, though many of its wound-
ed are but temporarily disabled. Inthe Third
Dirjsion, ths Bixteenth Maine and Thirty-
Linth Massachusettis loet heavily, as they were
outflavkzsd in the aft2rnoon while tkirmﬁhlng.
It Is foared that goms two hundred of the Bix-
teenth Maine havs beencapinred. Four hup-
dred will cover our entire losa in this move-
ment of Thnrsdey last. In the Second Di-
vicion, the Fifteenth New York saffered most
eeverely of any regiment in the corps. In
this division the Third Brigade saffered most
severely, the Becond being next, and the First
the least. At 3 A. M. yesterday artillery
firicy was renewed slong the line of the raile
rosd. Itisthought by many that adecisive
battle is at hand near the James river.

Be this a3 it may, Ggneral Grant wiil not
leavo the line of the Weldon road until he kas
pretty effectuslly destroyed it. The destruo-
tion of this road will cmbarrasy beth Peters-
burg and Richmond in pcint of supplles, ard
i1f Grant's occupatian of this line isonly for a

short pericd, it will bs weeks before the rebels
can put it any kind of repair.

The colored troops of the Ninth Corps bave
reinforced the position of the Fifth, and that
pesition will be beld urtil the destructioa of
the railroad is thoroughbly completed. There
s & luil in affairs &t Deep Bottcm, but each is
the admirable position of cur troops, that the
Tenth Corps will be able to Lhold it sgainst
any force which Lee can at present briog to
bear agsinst it.

No fears arcectertained for Butler’s potition
at Bermruds Heedred, as In addition to forts.
fications, ke has siso the advantage ¢f an en-
filading fire from cur gunboats. 1t is asabject
of much speculation a3 to what will be the
result o! the pew combinations by Grant.—
Thus far they bave one good eflect to place
Leo on the offensite, and il the rebel force in
the Shanandoah is not abont to sudderly
appear infront of Richmond, there is reason
to hope for brilliaat results from the present
condition of affairs on the James river.

The work oo the Datch Qap canal pro-
gresces satisfactorily.

It was reported at the front that Grant yes-
terday mcrning received a messsge frox
Sherman stating that he was contideat that
Atlants would b2 cars within & week.

The Dictator brought up 33 rebela—26 ofii-
cers (three captains and the balance licuien-
snts) and seven privates (desarters) who have
heen taken or comne into our lines recently.

The cflicers teem to ba gecesh all over and
eay that it is entirely useless for the North to
continuetheir attemptstosaudjuzatethe Bouth;
while the deserters give a pretty gloomy ac-
enunt of affiirs in the army at Peteraburg.—
They state that there Is a great deal of dissat-
isfaction among the privatzs, and sre satisfied
that if the oflicer’s stories abont Grant pul-
ting deserters in the Upion srimny wore diabo-
lisved by the men the larger portion of the
army now at Peteraburg would dessrt on the

tirz{ opportusity.

Rebel deserters report that Hardeo was ge-
