Thore is not theslightesat truth in the report
that General Esrly basagain invaded Mary-
land. Advicesreceived at Washington repre-
sent him as closely watching Gen. Bheridan;
but our forces will prevent anything like an
incursion into Pennsylvania or Maryland by
(eneral Early. |

It 1s thought at Washington that our mili-
tary prospects wore never better. A couple
of headred thousand men put iato the feld
with dispatch will make their success cortsin.
1fthe draft is properly enforced, or it volun-
teering would only be izcreased by an ener-
getic movement on the part of the North, this
force can be easily ralsed. General Grant is
confident of victory il the men jast called for
by the President respond promptly.

From the Army of the Potomac:

Fort Moxron, August 24th.—The United
Biates hospital steamer Atlantic will learve
here this morning for Philadelphia with 414
wounded men, all of the 6th Army Corps, re-
cently wourded near the Weldon Railroad.

Information from the frontshows that there
bas been but little fighting for two days, and
the enemy have apparently relitquished the
expectation of dirlodgicg vs from the Wel-
don Railroad. The positicn now held by our
left wing has been rendered perfectly secure.

The steamer United Btates srrived here
last night from New Urleans. There is po
additiopal news from the Qull.

August 23.—-No ergagement has taken place
since Sunday, s was stated in yesterday’s
dispatch, The enemy bave f{allen back to
their lines two miles from Petertburg, where
they are scen buaily epgaged in erecting
strong works similar tothose we first encoun-
tered on our arrival here. They are laboring
night and dsy with a [arge number of men,
as though they were afraid of an attack be-
fore they get them completed.

Thelr main line was in the rear and west of
the Lesd Works, which is sald to be strozgly
defended. Their picket line extends nearly a
mile south of their works, with videttes
tbrown cu$ near the Davis House.

The Richmond papers acknowledge & heavy
loss in officers and men In the fight on Bunday
morning, but claim that they have taken alto-
gether three thousand prisonere.

QOar losgses in the Fifth Corps foot up as fol-
lowe:—Kllled—officers 17; men 132; wounded
—officers T4; men 784; missing—oflicers 09;
men 2,853,

In the 9th Corps the casaalties are about
200, which will make & total loss of 4,255 in
the two Uorps since Thursday last, No doubt
many reported missisg will yet turn up, as
gome of our men have a bad habit after a
little reverso of straggling to the rear.——
Of this loss, (Gen. Crawford’s division sue-
tained the greatest proportion, he havizg lost
about two thousand, mostly prisoners,

Col. Tilden, who was missing after the ac-
tion on Friday is zafe. e was taken pris-
oner and with othersconveyed to Petersbury,
but daripg the excitement of loading them on
the cars he managed to elude the vigllance of
the guard ard ran into some bushes, where
he lay concealed till chance gavoe bhim an op-
portunity to get away, and he came into our
lines on Monday uaipjared.

LATER,

August 24, ~QGeneral Warren advanced his
line over a mile along the rallroad towards
Petersburg yesterday, the revel pickets fall-
iog back before his akirmishers.

The firat division of the 2d Corps were em-
ployed yesterday all day In tesring up and
barning the woodwork of the railrosd asfar
as Ream's Btation apd beyond, s distance of
about three miles, whilit that portion over
which the 5th Corps advanced was completely
destroyed.

All is quiet on the linzs thle meorning, ex-
cept tho wsual picket firing. Nine deserters
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came In Jast night, and also & number of con-
trabands. Most of the former express their
willi.:gnm to take the oath of allegiance.

Tho Raid on Moemphis.

The Fnemy Hepulsed and Pursued By
Our Cavalry.
Ciamxo, Aug. 24.—The Mempdis Hulletin

says that the rebel force wbich entered that
city on Bucday morning, comsisted of nine
regiments of cavalry and four gues, under
Forrest in parson. Opnly half of the command
entered the city, the remainder stopping out-
tide to prevent thelr retreat being cut off.

They captured about 250 prisoners, mostly
one hundred day men, many of whem after.
ward escaped. Others were murdered. The
rebels fired on the patients in the hospitals,
and shot roveralsick soldiers. They captured
others who being unable to keep up with the
cavalry were killed,

DBut for the prompt sction of the Sth lowa
regiment, the prisoners in the Irviog prison
mighkt bare boen released, end ths Balletin
oflice sacked. Tho rebsls tuddenly left the
city about 6 o’clock, fullowed by a considera.
ble force of our troops and a fight occnrred
near Lane’s, lasting two hours, ia which the
enedy were sevarely punished and driven off,
It was here that Cole. Biarr and Kendariek
were wourded. Ia comiog throogh Lane's,
tho rebels captured two guns, a portion of the
Tth Wisconsin battery, atd 2 number of one
bhundred day’s men, but were obliged to aban-
don the guns in their retreat.

After their retreat Forrest zeat a fiag of
truce, arkicg an exchange of prisoners, which
was denicd.

Liezt. Harrington, of the3d U. B. artillery,
was killed. Msjor Langing, of the 4th Cel-
ored Artillery, and Liecut. Kinsey, a member
of General Washburno's staff, were captured,

When last heard from, at 7 o’cloek Monday
morzing, the rebels were e1ght miles beyord
Minncank Peak, in full retreat, Col, Wirs-
low’s cavalry pursuing.

Southern Neows.

Fortriss Moxzex, August 24.—Flag of
truce steamer New York, arrived last evening
at J o'clock, from Alkea’s Landing, James
River, with 400 paroled wounded prisoners of
war, In charge of Jobn E. Mulford, Msjor, and
Assbatant Agent for Exchange.

Tho enemy
was pursued 14 miles and ccattered.

We armies In Virginia have been chary of
Sunday tighting. Lee’s necissitios must b
great sed urgent, when he would, on th
day, risk an asgault contrary to good poliey.
Two tules enter largely into the military
philozopby of the rebel chisftains—tims and
concentration. They will rescrt to any mean
trick to beguile the Yankees of the former,
and, contrary to every printed pbilosophical
rule, march men day and night that they may
be concentrated at any given pointata cer-
tain hour. Rarely does this tizplo stratezy
fail of suctess. To resch our preseat position
Urant sassumed the cilensive. This has been
the attitude of the Potomac Army sinee the
5th corps attacked Ewell’s flank, below Wil.
dorness Tavern, until Hancock charged
through Deep Bottow. Oar foemen cannot
be more enraged at the good natured way our
soldiers fight them than we are at their late
backwardaess in attacking onr works. No
position that we occupied, from the Rapidan
to the Appomatiox, have they comiidered
worth retaking at any reasonable cost.

0Ogr line a3
sumed the share of a cul de eac, cromicg the
railroad diagonally, the mouth being turned
from the encmy, As eerrly as cne o'clock
Bunday morning, the pickets were driven in
along some portions ¢f the line., ilight skir-
mishes entued, bat all socm became guiet.

Every preparation seemed completed.—
About zeven o'clock their battcries opened
with unparalleled fury. We were in a circu-
lar cleariag, with circumambient woods. The
railroad cruised the centre, north and south.
The poiot assailed was on the west side of the
road, Qur position was in an open field,
facing the duvnse woods, which were distant
about half a mile. Forty pieces of cannon
commanded this spherical plactation. They
all cpaned with one accord. Taeshells ap-
peared to have a centripetal force, fur they
went rushing and acreamlng to the middle of
our circle. Uur troops clung to the demp
earth while the storm tasted.

Bcon the rebel column emerged from the
green woods. Theycalmly deployed, forming
double battle lines with a quitkness snd skill
that would have charmed the spectators, had
they not known what was the objcet of that
parade, Forward they came uponthedoutle-
quick, yehipg like demons while they ran. Al
tntervals they halted to deliver their fire, and
again renemed their perilous quickstep. All
this time the lice was well dressed, the men
behaving as coolly as if upon battalion drill.

Here began the danger, Now comes death
to the men, confusicn to the line, mortitica-
tion to the cilicers. Hart’s battery sent a
dischargoe of grape and canister into their very
midst. Unshapely gaps wers ploughed
through the advancing lices of human tiesh,
bat in an instant they were closed—to bo torn
afieah.

Tbose in
front of Cutler are appalled. Btormed at in
front, raked and entiladed from tho l2{t, where
they expected no enemy, is too much.

thousand hands are raired in asupplication,—
Oat rushed Capt. Dally, provost marshil of
the 4{th division, with hissqusd of thirty men.

This repulse was one of the
wcst sanguinary the rebeis have sustained for
some time. Their slaln were piled in great
hesaps before our works. All day have their
wcunded cried for water and astistance. All
within our rezch have been carried to hospi-
tsls. where they are cared for asour own
soldiers,

(eneral Cutler was slightly wounded in
the upper lip, a fragment of shell passing un-
der his noss. He was with his men at the
time, directing and encouraging them. Col.
