Official Bulletin:

Wiz Dreraxtuzsr, Sept. 26.—MHajor Gene
eral Dix, New Yerk:—Despatches from Uen.
Bheridan, dated 11 o’clock Haturday night, 6
miles south of New Market, have been receiv-
ed. He had driven the enemy frcm Mount
Jackson without being able to bring on an
engagement. The enemy were moving rapid-
ly and he had no cavairy present to hold
them.

Gen. Torbet, Sheridan’s cavalry commap-
der, had attacked Wickbam's force at Luray
and captured s number of prisoners.

Gen. Sheridan found rebel hospitals in all
the towns from Winchester to New Market,
and he was eighty miles from Martinsharg.

Twenty pieces of artillery were captured at
Fisher’s Hill, with eleven hundred prisorers,
a large amount of ammunition, calissons, lim-

bers, &c., a largeamousnt of entrenching tools,
’mall arms and debris.

'No list of captared material had yot been
receired.

The small towrs through the Valley havo &
great mapy of the enemy’s wounded.

Gen. Stevenson reports the arrival at liar-
pet’s Ferry of a train of our wounded, twenty
captured guns, and eighty additional captured
oflicers.

Gen. Breckinridge has gone to take com-
mand of the rebel depariment of the Houth.
west.

A dispatech received this mornipg from
General Bherman’s command states that Gen.
Hood appears to ba moving towards the Alg-
bama line. A strong force of rebel raiders
were reported to bs operating against Uen.
$iherman’s commutications, and had captured
Athens, Alabsma.

Yigorcas execrtions were belng made to
overtake or destroy this force.

Jeff Davis is reported to be at Macon.

Reports bave also been received from Major
Cleneral Canby. General Hteele has baen
stropgly reinforced, and has taken the offen-
sive. _

Dispatches from Licutenant General Urant,
dated at 10 o’clock Iast tight, report no mili-

tary operations,

No dates are given., The gunboxis
spproached the city so cicse that they could
have destroyed it withount difficulty.

From Missourd,

Br. Lotis, Bept. 26.—Joe Baelby's cavalry,
said to be four or five thousand stropg, occu-
pled Frederickstown, twenty miles east of
Pilot Knob yesterday. Shelby’s derign is not
yet developed. Ueneral Ewing commanding
the District of Ht. Louls, took a hrigade of A.
J. Bmith’s troops down isst night and is
otherwise fully prepared to meot the enemy.
Pilot Knob is well fortified and garrisoned.—
Ospe Girardesu, on the river, can'stand a
siege, ard the only damsage the rebels can do
is temporarily to cut the Iron Mountain rail-
road.

When Price crosmed the Arkansas river
some days since at Locust Point, his forces
moved towarde Hatesville, evidently with the
deslgn of joining Bhelby in northeast Arkan-
s29, snd with the combined commends to in-
vade Missouri from the scutheast. The f{.rce
ocoupying Frederickstown is doubtless ths
advancs of the column, which is estimated to
be from ten to twelve thousand strong.

Gen'l Mower, with part of the ITGth Army
Ucrpe, left Brownsvyilie, cn the Duvall’'s Blufl
aud Little Rock Railroad, & few deys ago, in
& northerly direction, and Bhelby. will have

to lock sharply after his rear. The sitnstion
wiil probably develop itasti in a few days.
LATER.

It is now aaid that I'rice has entered Mis.
souri with a force estimated at 30,00 stronog.
(Doubtless an ecxaggoeration.) His plaa s
supposed to be to march to the centiral portion
of the Blate with threo colarmns saud eadeavor
to captareallimportant points. Itiacxpecied
that Kitby Smith will join bim with frem ten
to twelve thouzand men from Atkansas. The
grerillas are also concentraticg to aid in the
movement.

The column is now in the Bouthgast, doubt
less under Sheiby, who has from six to elght
thousand men. Heporta are circulating to-
night that & part of the force which captured
Frederickstown, yestorday, captured Cape
Gicardean to-dsy, but ttis is doubtless incor-
rect. Thoy may be demorsiraticg io that
direction, but the pecst is too strong to be
taken by cavalry. Gen. Dike has called outl
the enrolled militis, and Uen. Rosecrans will
irsue an sppeal to-morrow, calling the people
to arms for Htate defonce.

REBEL RAID IN SIHIERMAN'S REAR
-=CAPTURE OF ATHENS,ALA.

LovsevitLy, Bept, 26.—On Friday part of
Forrest’s force, about 4,000 men, erossed the
Tennézsee River, at Bate's Landing, in Perry
s~ounty, Tennezsee, bis whole force estimatca
at 8,000 men with ten guns. Uol. Campbdell
and garcison, at Athens, Alzbama, were &t
tacked by a large force of rebel raiders, ara
after & severe fight of two hours durstion
were forced to surrender. Beveral buildings,
including the depot, were tet on fire.

Forrest in person was in Athensat 2 P. M.
yosterdsy. Three hundred men sent from
Decatur to relntorce the garrison at Athens
are roported capturcd, after an obstinatc en-
gagement. This rebel raidiog force have de-
stroyed geveral miles of the Tennesseo and
Alabama Railroad, between Decatur and
Athens. There is no commurication with
Pulaski, Teon. An escaped prisoner reports
that Wheeler’s force were reported to have
gone Bouth to join Hocd in Georgia. For.
rest’s intention is to capture Paulaskl, Frank-
1in, and Bhelbyville, and all intermediate
block kouses on the road. At last accounts,
the rebels were moving on Pulseki, No de-
morstration bze been made cn the Chattanco-
gs Railroad.

¥rom Noew Orloans.

Nsw Youx, Sept. 26.—Ths ateamer Fanuy
Thiog, from New Orleans vn the 18k, has ar-
rived from Mobile Bay with adrices to the
14th. Bhs reports all quiet there, but move-
ments were on foot by both the fleet and army.
Preparations were makiog to receive the
guns, mesbinery, etc., of the Tecumseh.

The details of the Rio lransde newsshow
that Cortinas was gtill on the porth side of
the Rio Grande—so says the Era of the 1sib.
Some three hundred Mexicans had surren-
dered to Major Noyes, with three guns, st
Palo Alto, between Bracs and Browvasville.
