In cocclusion, we say—Ilet the people oy
Maryisnd be of gced chewr, for they have a
gloricus futtro in store, almurt whether they
will or no, With the adoption of the now
Uonstitutivn and the openiog of spricg, old
fogyism will yub its eyes in amazement ag it
hes either to be rur over, or get out of the
way.
