¥ULL PARTICULARS OF THE COL-

The Fortress Mosroe correspondent of

the Wotld gives the following particulars

of the sinking of the pirste Florida:

‘“‘On tho 18th jostant the Florida, then
lying at aschor iz Hampton Roads, was
ordered by the Navy Department to be
taken up the James river and anchored
under the guns of the ram Atlanta, off
Newport News. 8be was commanded by
Actitog Master Jonathan Daker, who bad
a crew of ten men, and there were besides,
Third Assistant Engineer Lannan, an act-
ing ensign and four firemen.

**On the 19th the Florida went to Nor-
t folk to coal, and just before starting was
ran into by the transport steamer Alli-
ance, and very serionsly damaged. The
transport struck ber on her bow, knock-
ingeoﬂ her bead chains and booms, and
otherwise injuring her. She was in a
very bad cendition when exptared, and al)
the time since her arrival here she leaked
80 badly as to keep the steam pump en-
! gaged continually. The collision with the
Alliance greatly ibcreased the volume of
the water which continually poured into
her, eausing her to fill at the rate cf eight
inches an bour. On the arrival of the
| Flovida at Newport Nows sn additioual
pump was serured {from the Atlants, and
the two were kept uninterruptedly at
work. The ition of tho vessel was
about half s mile from the shore and threeo-

uarters of & mile below the Atlanta.—
